REMARKABLE CAREER AND

TRAGIC DEATH OF ELLEN
QUINN.

A Pioneer School Ma'am Who Was

an Absolute Ruler Over a Large
Territory-A Judge from
Whose Decision Thers was
no Appeal—Her He
roio Death.

Bruicuenvinie, Tex., November 10—
Fourtesii miles south of (his place, and
four miles northwest of the little city of
Bowie, there is u sharp point of land
rising abrupbly abewe the-prairie, and
kuown to all the
Queen’s Peak, Tta'history is closely as-
socinted with that of a woman whoseems
to have come very near being queen in
reality as well as.in name.  While the
wommen of to-ddy have théirown building
in Chicago for showiog what they have
acoomplished alony various lines, it -may
perhaps be worth while to eall attention
to what one rough woman of the Texas
frontir necomplished in the latter days
of the 00s,

It was in 1864 that Allen Quinn came
from Western North. Caroling to this
part of Texas,  As would be judged from
hier name, she had Irigh blood in her
veins, but it was mixed with a copions
strain of Indian, derived from the Cher-
okecs that still inhabit a. reserve among
the Carolina mountians, Just under
what circumstances she came no one
secems to remeniber, but soon after com-
ing shie announced ber intention to open
u school for the benefit of the surround-
ing country. It seemed as if the school
wotld likely benefit the “dountry” liter-
ally so-called, as there were very few” in-
habitants to get the good of it. What
few men there were, however, got to-
gether and put up a house for her. It
wiis the first school house ever put up in
Montague county, and all things counsid-
ered, could hardly be cited as a model of
architectural grace and elegance. 1t was
made of rough logs cut from the timber

surrounding the base of what is now
known as Queen's Peak. It wassituated
ubout halfway up and on the southern
side in order to protect it from the cold
Northern winds of winter. There were
several reasons why this site was chosen.
Wood was near at hand for building the
house and supplying the fires in winter,
whigh itemg were very important ones
to the Texans. of those days. Water
conld be obtained from a spring close at
hand, and this also was not to be slight-
ed. Moreover, the peak, thoogh only a
hundred orso feet above the gurround-
ing praivie, was the highest poiot for
miles around, and from its sammit «
watch could he kept for the approach of
Indians or others hostile characters
From it signals could be given in case of
danger, and would probubly bring assist-
ance in case there were any one to see or
hear them, |
A QUEER 8CHOOL,

School opened with four pupils, all of
whom came [rom the only house within
two miles of the place. Soun, however,
it began to increase a8 the fact of its ex-
istence began to be noised abroad
throngh the country. Grown men who
had come to Texas when boys and who
hid lived on the frontier without educa-
tional advantages, would con.e to school,
to Miss Quinn in order to redeem their
lost time. They ecame from anywhere
within 100 or 200 wiles, Most of them
could come for only a few months conse-
cutively, at times when there was little
to do on farm or ranch, but they put in
good work when they did come, For
some months the attendance would run
as high as thirty, and then aguin it
would drop down Lo three or four.  Tui-
tion wus uniformly £3 per month,

It must have been an interesting sight
to see the Httle room erowed with big,
bearded cowboys poring over (heir
books. They probably had spurs jingling
at their heels and big six-shooters dang-
ling from their belts, but the black-hair-
ed little Indian-lrish woman was mis-

i tor all that. On one gegasion a big
mr rofused to obey some command
she had given him, Going to the old
flour gack in which she kept & collection
of her misecellnnecus belongings, she
gathered up a handful of black pepper.
8he had probably prepared this for just'
such emergencies, and before her recal-
citrant pupil knew what was coming she
threw the pepper square into his eyps.
The bully sprang to his feet with a roar
of pain, while the rest of the schol shout-
ed uproarious spproval of the act of dis-
cipline. Trouble might have risen, but
before the fellow's eyes were olear
enough to see how to shoot, had he been

been working  Nobudy ever happened
to find the body and neobody cared to
look for it. Bome supposed the teacher
know all about it, and slie may or way
not huve done so.
A BUPREME JUDGE,

After the school at the Peak had been
going on for about two years, a singular
state of affairs began gradually to come
into being. The fame of her school had
gone out over all the surrounding conuntry
She had exnctly those accomplishiments
and exactly that turn of mind caleulated
to win for her the respect and admira-
tion of the men of the frontier. The re-
sult was that they respected her. More
than they trusted her. More than that,
they almost worshiped her, By degrees
she acquired almost unlimited influence
over the men for over 100 miles arounds
They would come ta her to settle all dis-
putes, They would respect her decision.
“1f uny given man felt inclined to resist
her decigion, such leeling was useless, as
every other man felt honor-bound wo
help enforce it. 1 a gquestion arose us to
the ownership of stock the parties would
bring the cattle or horses involved op to
the Peak. Each claimant would state
his aide of the case and call on any oue
else he might choose to substantiste it.
1f necessary, n glance would be taken at
the brands on the stock. Then came the
decision, from which there was no ap-
peal, 1 a man was suspected of stealing
stock or of committing murder, the pro-
cess was the same, The prisoner told
his story and  his captors theirs. No le
gal techoicality ever thwarted the ends
of justice as administered in this court.
If the prisoner was considered guilty the
verdict was, “well, he ought to die.”

not years.  On one occasion & mere boy
was brought up under accusation of mur-
der, The case was clear against him,
and the verdiot an follows;

“Well, he .oc;at o die, ‘but he's
nothing but a kid, Give him a pony
and let him go, but hang him if you find
him within forty miles of this place by
to-morrow morning."

When the state of affuirs had lasted
some while a very natural metamorphosis
ocgured in the name of Penk, What had
before been known as Quinn’s Puak be-
citse vhanged lnlo Queen's Peak, It is
probable that at finst the change was o
mere lapss in the pronuociation, but
alter it was made it seemed to impress

u luter they bogan very natarally {o
speik of the mistress of Queen's Peak as
the Queen. It sounded better tnan
"*Miss Quinn,” avd 8o by that name she

. One may feel inclined to smile at this
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completely in thirty miudtes, which iu.-Jl""-l" the timber aronod the Peak, and

never levied any taxes on her subjects,
but received from those appearing be-
fore her enough gratuitous contributions
to make a roval income, all things con-
sidered. She dispensed this income
with royal generosity. Her school eon-
tinued until the very last,
THE TRAGEDY,

Her death, however, was, as it should
have been, the climax aod r}uwuing
point.of her life. It was all that was
necessary to make her subjects worship
her, not almost, but altogether,

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fended by one person alone or by maore,
Doubtless, when they had deawn nearer
and were preparing to make the last fa-
til rush, she dropped her rifle and used
her heavy six-shooter with deadly effect.
Certain it is that ghe was gnme to the
last, Fioally the last crnel rush was
made, and the brave teacher Queen had
given her life for those of her subjects,
All this took time, and time was valg-
able just then, There were not more
than three or four families then living
within several miles of the 'eak, and the
hoy messenger had ample time to notify
them and get them hidden in the timb-
ered bank of the creek, It must have
been after nightfall when the summit of
the Peak was finally stormed, and about
10 o'clock a force of men came galloping
in from Clear Creek, having heard of the
threatened attack. The Indians still re-
maining left under cover of the night.
Next morning the settlers visited the
Peak. There, behind a big bowlder, on
the very suwmit they found Ellen Quinn
the prairie’s queen, stiff and cold in
death, Her body had been picrced by

them, The quecn had formerly acquired
almost as much influence over the In-
dians as she had over the whites, and in |
periods of open indian hostility this in- |
fluenee stood her in good stead. The
Indions seemed to consider that her
Indian blood made her one of themselves
and go allowed her Lo pass backward and
forward to and from their camps un-
molested. Though a cherokeo, she soon
ncquired the language of the Comanches.
For a long time her influence was suc-
cessful in protecting the settlors around
thie peak from any distarbance, but on
one oceasion it fuiled.  All the men for
forty milvsg aronnd had gone somas dis-
tanee below to Ulear Creek Canyon,
twward which locality it had been re-
ported that a large band of hostiles were
advaucing, While the country was thus
unprotected, & ld-year-uld boy came
dosbing up on his pony and called to
the queen that @ band of aboul twenty
Comanches were coming as fast as they
conld travel, He begged her to go meet
them and pacify them.

“Nu" she answered, sadly, “It's no
use this time, Their blood's up because
our men have gone to Clear Creek, and
they won't be pacifled. Yoo ride like
the wind and get all the women and
children hid in the ereek bank. Tl
liold the Inuians long enongh  for that.

Even as she was speaking the indians
came in sight over a rise in the prairie,
Tney would willingly have passed her
by without molestation, but she was de-
determined they should not. Taking
deliberate nim at long mnge, she fired
and one Indian tumbled from his horse,
Then she sprang upon the top nost stone
of the Peak, and standing at {full beight,
sent out u ringing yell and derisively
waved her gun, The boy waited to see
no more, but keeping the wooded base
of the Peak betwesn himsell and his
pursuers, he daghied off, as he had been
told.

KILLRD HLEVEN INDIANS,

No one ever knew the details of what
bappened after this. There was a natur-
al barricadb of stonies on top of the Peak,
and keeping behind it she had the ad
vantage of her foes in the open prairie,

been taken. Riffe and six-shooter were
both mising. Aroand the barricade,
down in the timber at its base, and out
in the open prairie, they connted the
bodies of eleven Comanches,  That told
the story.

No death in the whole of this part oi
Texas could bave woved the people as
did hers. She could have escaped Ly
merely doing nothing, but she deliber-
ataly chose to die that the lives of some
fifteen or twenty defenseless women and
children might be saved, It wasdecided
to bury her and raise & monoment to
her on the Peak’'s mound for her, on
whichi she labored in the school room
and on which she died. Every one for
miles around attended the funeral.
There was no minister to preach, but it
wis a solemn affuir notwithstanding.
The body was buried on the very sum-
mit and above it the men piled up a yast
heap of rough stones. These may be
seen there to-day,

A new set ol people have flled up the
surronuding country.  About all they
know about the matter is that these
stones mark the grave of an Indian named
(Queen, who was killed on the summit
after whom the peak was numed. They
should know the whole story. I affirm
that neither Thermopyle nor the Almao
showed any grander example of true
heroism than was shown here. 1 affirm
that if the commemorative heap of stone
were 300 feet high instead of 30 it would
be none too high.
