BEES ON SUMMER STANDS.

Dutdaonr Winler Protestlon Consldered.
Neoossary Amonnt of Winter Stores.

Whon bees are winterad ont of doors,
the watter of protection in many see-
tions of the conutry i% a wost important
one, Good dry sawdnst or chnfl makes
good  protection, Gronwl cork 18 the
best noncondnctor of hest and remnaing
perfectly dry, bat is too expensive and
difficnlt to get for general nse, A much
less quantity is needed, however, Small
quantities may sometimen be secnred of
grovers that retail Californin grapes.

When the bees are packed late, after
the time for them to fly, the hives are
often gathered into long rows, stakes
driven down at the front aml back and
boards set np, the spaces between the
hives and between them nud the boards
being filled with packing material, There
should also be packing over the hives
and a roof over the wholo to keep all
dry, A chute s neelded in front toallow
the bees to fly if there comes a warm day
in the winter or in the spring.

Muny beckeopars use n single bax for
cach hive, This minkes less complication
in getting the bees into long rows in the
fall and then buck fote the proper
places in the spring, and all things con-
sidered is preferable. I packing ma-
terial s plenty, there nesd be no bottom
in the box, letting the packing material
rest om the ground, The greatest ab-
jection to thix plan is the extra work re-
quired in cleaning up the packing ma-
terinl in the spring when the beos nre
unpacked, A little sawdust seattered
ubout the hive, however, is no objection,
writes W, Z, Hutehinson in The Amer-
fcun Bee Journal,

Most nuthorities advise 20 ponndy of
honey per colony for indoor wintering
and 25 or 80 for outdoor. With eight
frome Langstroth hives, Mr. Hutchin-
gon nsnally allowed five pounds less
than this, bnt has sowetimes been
obliged to feed the bees in the spring or
clue equalize their stores, It is well
known that somoe colonies consume much
more in winter than do others, By ea-
amining thean all in the spring and
equalizing the stores, upring feeding is
seldom needad,

Live Stork Polnts.

“Wisconsin mutton leads the world,”
ia the jubilant announcement of the
Cotswold, Oxtord and Shropshire breed.
ers of that state. Thelr announcement
is based on the stutement that ot the
Columblan exposition Wisconsin  took
more shoep prizes in proportion to the
number of animals exhibited than any
other state in the Union or any proviyes
of Cunads.

Sandy soil with an andulating surface
is one of the best kinds for ponltry,

Winter lambs are wsunlly wanted to
be born in December, To make them ar
rive on time the best ewes to breed are
S-year-olils that bave had vo lanb be-
fore, To lamb the first of December
they should be bred in June to an old
ram if possible.  When necessary to
breed old ewes for winter lambs, they
should first be made to skip one season
and not be bred till summer,

If you have not planted trees to make
shade for your stock iu the pastore flelds
and around the spring, now s the time
to do i, Plant the trees, take care of
thew a few years, nnd yon will be richly
rewurded, Get those that grow rapidly
and sprewd their branches far ont, Even
fruit trees can bt made to answer this
purposo of shade i their branches are
trimmed] up out of reach of the animals,
