It It Is either posing or snobbish ¬

ness which makes any superior mind la
cludo under the humiliating name
riitllstlnes all the unknown and In-

dividual

parte of humanity which un-

constitute tho collective being
known as the majority In reality this
Philistine is respected and praised

because it is lie alone who elves tho palm
of victory To act In such a manner that
the world will talk of you or discuss
your opinions is not only the vulvar
Ideal of vain mediocrity but also tho
great and legitimate Ideal of the strongest

and most modest of thinkers The dif-

ference

¬

between tho two classes is found

in the means taken to obtain this praise
Whether we desire it or not It is the
public which judges of our work from

first to last but its way of judging differs

and Its judgment Is more or less exact
according as it is rendered collectively
and simultaneously or alone and In a
longer or shorter space of time A book

is never judged In tho samo way as an
oration The book is read by Isolated

persons who In tho peaceful solitudo of

their rooms are able to give a spontan-

eous

¬

and sincere opinion The oration
is heard by assembled spectators who
unconsciously consult and advise each
other and together formx monster with
a thousand heads which seems to say to
tho poor speaker Entertain mo or I
will devour you

These two conditions being evidently
different which is the best Have vou

ever submitted to the analysis of psyche --

logical chemistry the Irrepressible ex ¬

pressions of enthusiasm which In a hall
or a theater form a vey tempest of ap ¬

plause at the close of a dramatic scene cr
the final words of an eloquent discourso
At tho moment tho public thinks itself
sincere because it really feels tho emo-

tion
¬

which is manifested But is this
frenzied approbation always duo to the
worth of the draina or tho oration or is

not on tho contrary some chance in-

gredient
¬

which has contributed to this
effervescence of enthusiam

No one is ignorant of this psychologi-

cal

¬

law and indisputable truth that the
intensity of an emotion increases in

direct propoition to tho number of per-

sons

¬

feeling that emotion in tho same

time and place Alfred Espinas In his
fine work Des Societies Anlmales has
given a mathematical demonstration of

this phenomenon Suppose that tho
emotion felt by the orator is represented
by the number 10 and that at Lis first

words at tho first sound of his eloquence
1e communicates at least the half of It to

each of his hearers say 500 Each of

these reacts on tho other by his applause
or by redoubling his attention and this
produces what the reports call a sensa-

tion
¬

But this is felt by all prisent at
the samo time for the hearing of the
auditors is not less susceptiblo than that
of the speaker his imagination is sud ¬

denly excited by tho spectacle of these
300 persons filled with emotion a specta ¬

cle which does not fall to produce in
him according to tho law just named a
real emotion Admit thay he feels only
the half of this emotion and what is the
result Ills excitement will no longer
be represented by 6 but by tho half of 5

multiplied by 300 which is 7C0 Now

If I do not mistake these words are suffi-

cient

to show that judgments rendered
by a crowd are enormously exaggerated
because the opinion of each individual
is raised to tho n mth power by tho sin ¬

gle fact that there aro other persons
present In this case the number is the
first and most important condition of

success which is certainly not created
by tho speaker but is doveloped by him
in proportions which seems almost im ¬

probable

The wiiter of a book neither sees nor
hears the isolated expressions of enthu ¬

siasm he does not know the scattered
public which admires It and if he does
not hear the single voice neither does
lie hear the collective aud grander voice

To act on a scattered and on an assemb ¬

led public being two different things
which I repeat is the better Subject-

ively

I cannot say The answer must
depend on individual temperament
Some love tho acclamations of tho crowd

others are contented to know Indirectly
what the public thinks of them Object-

ively

there is no doubt that the judg ¬

ment of the Isolated public is most cer-

tain

Feeding Wheat to Animals
The tact that many farmers in tho

West have fed their wheat to hogs rath ¬

er than sell at tho low prices offered has
caused discussion as to the wisdom of
such a course aud of the general question
of tho valuo of wheat as fed In compari-
son

¬

with other grains Tho Kansas
State Hoard of Agriculture entered upon
a thorough investigation and its report
just issued in a pamphlet of over 200
pages is a magazine of information on
the subject A circularcontalnlnga long
list of questions was sent to 1000 wheat
growers feeders dairymen and others in
Kansas believed to bo among tho best
informed on such matters Tho replies
of about 400 of theso wero of a character
that afforded a basis for generalization
From tho facts thus obtained it has been
deduced that of nearly 25000000 bushels
of wheat raised in Kansas in 1803 in-

cluding
¬

both winter and spring varieties
more than 10 per cent was used as feed
for farm animals and of the crop of 1894

it is estimated that over 30 per cent will
be so used The great majority reported
that wheat proved Itself much superior
to corn for fattening hogs even whero
there had been a waste by the animals
swallowing it without mastication Tho
average testimony was that a bushel of
wheat produced eleven pounds of pork
The average cost of the wheat to tho
Kansas farmer raised and in tho bin in-

cluding
¬

7 per cent intertst on the value
of tho land on which it was raised and
also wear and tear of equipment ranged
from 60 cents por bushel on a yiold of
10 bushels to the acre to 20 cents per
bushol on a yield of 35 bushels to tho
acre

The general conclusions reached by
the Kansas Hoard oAgriculture are that
wheat Is superior to corn pound for
pound as a grain to produce healthful
woll balanced growth in young animals
mixed with corn oats or bran it is sup-

erior
¬

to either alone for work horse is
superior to cqrn as a milk producer when
fed to cows is a profitable food for swino
of all ages both as to framework and
flesh aud has a high yaluo as part of tho
grain latiou of cattle especially whon
judiciously mixed with bran oil cakq or
other albuminous foods tending to bal--

anco tho too carbonaceous nature of tho f girl
clean wheat It is a superior food for all
fowls and cannot bo surpassed as a pro ¬

moter of tho maximum of egg product
Ion It Is more profitable in all cases to
break the grain by coarse grinding roll-

ing
¬

or crushing as pefect digestion is
thus better assured Whero this cannot
be done soaking in water for 24 to 30

hours is advised but in this caso it
should be fed slowly to insure thorough
mastication On the important question
whether it will pay better to sell the
wheat or feed it to farm animals the
board says With corn and wheat ap-

proximating

he same price per bushel
it is not unprofitable to feed tho wheat
yet if it can be ground rolled crushed
or in some way broken at a total cost not
exceeding 5 to 7 cents per bushel to feed
