Logging Halironas.

Time wns whon the logs were drawn
over roads of snow and ice on the great
rude sledges o the bunks of some river,
drmwn out on the loe and left uutil the
springtime. when they wounld be fioated
down stream to the mills In some
places the system s still in voguoe, but
in large measure all this bhas been
ohanged. Logging railroads have besn
tmilt into the forests, enabling the own-
ers of pine lands to reach forests far
from any stream. Spurs from the main
branch of the road are built out like the
fingers on an enormous band clutching
at the defenseless pinea After a tortu-
ous passage through the paths of the
woods tho log 18 londed upon the skid-
way—an incline leading down to the
railway truck The skids are long,
tongh poles of tamarack or some hard
wood, placed about 20 feet apart

The logs easily roll down on these
slkids and nredrawn by horses vp on the
short, wide freight cars, aud as fast as
oon oar is loaded another takes fits
place, until & train of perhaps 30 cars
is made up The road is s very rough
one, and the trains are supplied with
the best of airbrakes, for the grades are
stesp, and great care must be exercised
or the trains will break in two and
disnster and possibly loss of life will
follow (f a part of one of the trains
breaks away and starts down the grade
