The enormous cost of bad roads is thus
Igurod out by tho supervisor of roads to
termers in New York county

The produce shipped from UiIb elation
is transported by railroad on an average
about 600 miles to the consumers and
it is transported by wagon roads on an
average of three miles from the farms to
the station Witii tho present roads it
costs the farmers one halt as much to
haul the produce the three miles as they
pay the railroads to haul it 500 miles
With a system of macadam roads the
cost of this short haul will be reduced
60 per cent thus reducing the whole cost
of tranpporUtion from the farm to the
consumer by one sixth which would be
a saving to tho farmers of an amount
each year equal to the interest on from

raised the larger sum being the saving
on the potato crop which is one of the
main crops here and would increase the
value of the land either to hold or to
Bell by a like amount These Azures
may seem startling but they are none
the leas correct

TbeBanie writer remarks as to the
cost of building country roads

Within the last thirty years thre
have been expended on the highwnjs
in this county over 1200 per mile and
with the exception of a few miles in the
town of Canandalgua they are no better
than they were at tho begining of that
period and should the same system be
continued for the nixt thirty years a
like sura would he expended and the
condition of the highways would be just
about at it is now The few miles re-

ferred

to in Canandaigua are crushed
stone or macadam roads built at an ex-

pense
¬

to the town outside of tho regular
highway tax Four or fivo years ago the
town bought a stone crusher and lias
expended the 2000 per year allowed by
law under the direction of their very
efficient highway commissioner in
building macadam Jroads consisting of
a crushed stone road bed about eight
feet wide and nearly a foot deep in the
center of a turnpike some twenty five to
thirty feet wide eloping enough to shed
the surface water hut not too steep to
drive on any part of it at an expense of

400 to 700 per mile the smaller sum
in cases where the stone has been con
tributed and drawn into piles by the
neighboring farmers without expense to
the town As a result they have in that
town ten miles or more of such roads
and so well pleased are they with the
Improvement that they have tmd n spec¬

ial act passed by the Legislature during
the last session empowering the town to
vote upon the question of expending 2
000 per year in addition to the 2000 al-
ready

¬

allowed by law in building suci
roads These roads are just as good in
December or March as they are in July
or September they have increased the
value of adjoining farms many times the
cost of the roads and the subsequent
cost of keepirg them in good repair will
be much Its than the cost under the or¬

dinary system of keeping them in poor
repair

economy and advautag s of good ones
are so well knoAii that they need no
demonstration but heretofore our farm
era have rt coiled from improvements be-
cause

described by this New Yorker Mr Ira
Crihb one of the Canadaigua Commlss
ioners gives several instances A mile
on the Lake Shore cost 1 17 witli nearly
all the stone and 100 of labor donated
On the Bristol road three miles graded
32 feet wide roacadamiz nl 0 feet wide at
top and 10 feet at bottom 100 rods of it
18 inches deep remainder 1 foot the
cost was ouly 850 a mile In some cases
the stone coats twenty cents a yard du
livered at the crusher in others they
broke up bowlders in fields at thirty
cents a cubic yard and the farmers hauled
them free These roads are estimated
to have added 20 an acre to the value
of adj lining lands and to have doubled
the average loads hauled

What is the reason JeUeraon county or
any other county needingitood highways
can not adopt such an Inexpensive plan
as this or n better plan
