Predicts Song Birds’ End.
Mr. Davey asserts that unless the
or sparrows are exterminated
sedily the song birds will soon be
ven from human habitations and
remain in the depths of the for-
ests, leaving the insects and the spar-
rows a clear, treeiess field in a very
few years.
.Mr. Davey looks upon a tree and
talks of it as a living creature. An
extract from his Dayton remarks gives
an idea of his realization of the actual
life of the tree, as follows:
“l affirm a threefold proposition:

“First.- All life is divine, for the simple
reason that nothing but Divine power can
produce it.

“*Second.—In all the realms of life the
laws of God are substantially one, with
slight modifications in their application.

“Third.—The life of the tree is as real as
the life of the human body, and this is
geen under the microscope, where the
protoplasmic activities are seen to be
conducted with just as much inherent in-
telligence In cell building as in the human
body.

MILK BOSSY BY MACHINE.
Washington’s Trousered Dairymaids
Return to Peach Packing.

One of the model dalries in the state
of Washington, located near North Ya
kima, has received a shipment of mod
ern milking machines, and fifty whire
trousered girls are thrown out of em

ployment.

The girls had been doing the milking
for several yvears, having displaced .Jap
anese, who were found to be unhygi
enic. Eaeh girl wore a tight firting
pair of trousers and a short sleeved
Jacket to match, which garments were
boiled and starched each day by the
farm laundress,

Each cow is bathed in warm water
and soap twice daily, combed and
brushed. The floors of the dairy barn
are scrubbed many times daily

The new iy acquired machines are de
signed to draw the milk by a pumping
method, power for which is supplied
by a gasoline engine. It claimed
one machine will be able to do the work
of ten girls, and do it in a more hygi
enic way. The milking girls have don
ned skirts and are employed in pack
ing peaches and pears in the irrigated
orchards near by.

NEW GUINEA PYGMIES.

The Spear and Bow and Poisoned Ar-
rows Their Chief Weapons.

Our kuowledge of the pygmies of
New Guinea shows that in habit they |
are nomadic, nowhere tilling the
ground, but depending for their living
entirely on their skill in bunting and

fishing, Their chief weapon is the
bow, their arrows being generally

poisoned either with the famous upas
or some other similar vegetable poison,
in some cases a species of strychnine.
They also make use of the spear and
an ingenious form of spring gun
which common to numerous other
forest tribes. This is formed by set-
ting a flattened bamboo spear attached
to a bent sapling, which is fastened to
a trigger in such a way that it is re-
leased by the passerby stumbling
against an invisible string stretched |
across a game track. These spears are |
really set for game, and to the initi- |
ated they are obvious enough, as their

presence is always indicated by cer- |
tain well known signs, such as a

broken off twig placed in a cleft stick.
In war these signs are removed, the
removal being equivalent to the mov-
ing of buoys in a mined channel. The
wounds inflicted by these hardened
bamboo spears are necessarily serlous,
The menta) qualities of the Negritos
are extremely undeveloped, none of
them being able to express a higher
numerical idea than three, but all ob-
gservers who have met them unite in
saying that they are a merry little peo-
ple, with great ideas of hospitality
when their confidence has been gained
and provided they have not been pre-
viously ill treated. They are not can-
nibals and are generally monogamous,
—London Times.

LIGHTNING FLASHES.

Many Things Concerning Them That
Science Cannot Fathom.

A young girl in charge of two chil-
dren, sheltering under a tree on Chisle-
hurst common, was struck by light-
ning and killed—one of those dreadful
instances of the sort of personal touch
with which lightning seems to select
its vietim, for, though one child is re-
ported to have been thrown down, nel-
ther apparently was injured. There
are many instances, of course, of this
strange selection, due In most cases
probably to some accident of clothing,
There is a well remembered case which
happened some years ago at Cam-
bridge, when three young men were
walking across an open space of
ground, and the middle one of the
three was struck dead, while the oth-
ers were untouched., The Inquest
showed that the young man who was
killed had nails in his boots, whereas
the others were wearing boating shoes,

The phenomena of thunderstorms
have been the subject of much study
in America, But if thunderstorms can
be classified, they are still not thor-
oughly understood. We do not yet
know what are the exact conditions
which lead to a discharge of electricily
in the form of a lightning flash from
cloud to cloud or from cloud to earth.
We cannot reproduce thunder and
lightning in a laboratory. We do not
know what is the origin of the elec-
trification manifested in a storm.—
London Spectator.

Cures pil s, ec-

lema, salt rheum, any itching., Doan’s

vintment, Your druggist sells it,

CONSTANTINOPLE WAGING
WAR ON CANINE HORDES.

Former Sultan's Superstition Cast
Aside at Last.
To imagine Constantinople without

its hordes of prowling street dogs is
difficult, but the authorities of the Ot-
toman capital have started in earnest
to rid the city of one of its most no-
torious fearures.

Last year a contractor offered to pay
the Turkish treasury a lump sum for
the privilege of ciearing the city
streets of dogs. What he wanted to
do with them did not transpire; per-
haps he expected to recoup himself by
selling the skins for gloves. Anyhow
his proposition met with no favor. To-
day the Turks would have gladly ac-
cepted his proposal, but no dog buyers
were forthcoming, so they tackled the
question themselves.

Detachments  of  poilcemen and
sweepers sarmed with lassoes and
wooden tongs and followed by a train
of dust earts have gone forth by night
and raided the unsuspecting beasts.
A few were spared at the Intercession
of individuals who agreed to look
after the dogs. The others were driv-
en away to an unknown fate,

At the time of the Russo-Turkish
war a large number of dogs were col-
lected and put on Bulwer island, one
of the Princes islands in the sea of
Marmora, so called after a former
English ambassador who once owned
a country house there

No one took care of the starving
creatures, and the result was that they
began to devour each other before the
work of transporting the whole ca-
nine contingent was complete. Then
news came of a crushing defeat of the
Turks.

The sultan took It as a sign of divine
wrath and hastened to sign an order
for the exiles to be taken back to
town. Lately they have been a great-
er nuisance than ever.
