For a Farmers' Bank.

The farmers of the United States
need better facilities for borrowing
money for their curreut business. The
farmer is a business man, just as the
merchant is. But the banking system
of (the country Is organized for the
merchant business man and not for the
farmer business man,

It Is organized for the short time
loans of merchants rather than for the
long time loans of farmers.

The merchant nesds credit to buy
goods. He can get this credit at the
bank for thirty, sixty or ninety days.
As he sells his goods he can pay off
his loan. This conditiun suits the re
quirements of the banker who has to
be In a position to pay deposits on de
mand, He can't afford to tie vp his
resources for any length of time.  He
must keep them constantly moving so
he can lay his hands on them with lit-
tle delay.

The farmere's business is different
from the merchant’s. If he needs
money In the spring he can't expect
to repay |t until his crops are harvest.
ed and sold. His credit ought to ex-
tend over a much longer term than
the merchant's.

But the bank in its very nature isn't
organized to handle this sort of busi-
ness. It does handle it, of course, as
well as it can, Bat it isn’t in a po-
sition to give the farmer the sort of |
credit he often ought to have.
Abroad they have recognized this
fact, and in Europe ygreat rural credit
organizations have been formed to
take care of the farmers' business|
loans. These are co.opsrative socie-
ties under tke government. The Eu-
ropean farmers have learned that by
pooling Ltheir resources they can pro-
vide credit needed by the individual
farmers.
A movement has been started in this
country to have Couogress appoint a
[ commission to work out a plan adapted
to American conditions, A resolution
is to be presented in both houses of
Congress asking for the appointment
of such a commission to go into the
matter, You can help bring about this
| action if you will write to your repre-
sentative and your senators expressing
your Interest In the subject.—Kansas
City Times
