When the siege was at its helght
Davy Crockett, with about thirty fron-
tlersmen, cut his way through the Mex-
ienn forces and, rushing into the fort,
shouted, “Doys, we're here to dle with |
you!" l “nnlly the day came when the
lltlle band m:m!ll withstand the assault
no longer. It was the memorable 6th |
of Muarch. It was a hand to hand |
strugzle, but each American before he |
gave up his life made the enemy pay
an awful toll,

Colonel Junes Bowle was one of the
bravest of the Americans, angd when
his body was discovered it lay In the
center of a cirele of slain Mexieans, At
Inst only six defenders remained allve,
among whom was Davy Crockett.
Santn Anna promised them protection
if they would surrender, but the mo-
ment they lald down thelr arms they
were buteheved like sheep. More than
a dozen sword wounds plereed Crockett
before he fell,

Mad with roge at the Alamo tragedy,
Sam Houston gathered the settlers to- |
gether. He showed an unusual amount
of strategy, knowing that his band of
followers would not be able to compete
with the Mexicans, so he retreated in |
order to scatter the pursning Mexican
force until San Jacloto was renched,

At Ban Jacluto the Amerieans charged
the Mesican force, which was much
superior jn number, but throughout the
rour of the cannonading and the rattle
of musketry that wild yell, “Remember
the Alnmo!” could be constantly heaml
above the din. It stirred the patriots
and made them fight like demons. In
barely twenty minutes after the first
onslanght the Mexicans were flying In
every directlon, with Houston and his
men following them,

Houston had his horse shot from
under him, and a bullet had smashed
his own ankle, This made no impres-
slon upon him, for he paused not for
a moment until the entire Mexican
force was destroyed.  The Mexican
loss was 1,300 killed and enprured, and
among the Intter was Santa Anna.

It was the battle of San Jacinto
that secured for Texas her independ-
ence, and for his valor Bam Houston
recelved as his pay the honor of belng
the first president of the new re-
publie, which was later to become the
largest state in the Unlon. It was
through Houston's influenchk ten years
later that Texns became n member of
the Unlted States—with the result, the
Mexiean war, Texas. by the way, hns
boen under no less thun sl flags—that
of France, Npnin, Mexico, the Texas
republie, the Southern Confederaey and
Old Glory.—Philadelphia Press,
