How to JVIeasuro Hay.
Field ami Farm.)

The hay crops or rather crops
have been gathered in Colorado for
this year, and needless to say they
have been large ones. But the cut-

ting, curjog-an- stacking of hay arc
not all that the farmpr has to do with
tljis product. He generally has to
sell eomo of it, and in order to do thw
properly ho has to Know how to meas-

ure it. When a largo quantity of bay
is sold by one farmer to another the
quantity is usually determined by
measurement, Sellers are disposed to
insist that n cube of several feet is u
'ton. This is entirely too small and
'will not weigh out. How many cubic
feet will make a ton depends on so
manyconditions that no certain rule
can be given. It depends on the kind
of hay whether timothy, alfalfa or
prairie, on the chnractcr of the hay,
whether fine or coarse, on tho condi-
tion in which it was put in the stack,
and particularly ou the size, especially
the depth of the stack or mow.

Iu a very large mow, well settled,
fOOcubic feet of alfalfa or timothy
may nvciage a ton, but on top of the
mow, or in n small stack, it requires
500 to 512 cubic feet; sometimes even
more. It is not safe for the buyer to
figure on less than 500 cubic feet; but
in a well filled mow, in selling we
would rather weigh than sell nt that
measurement. To find the number
of tons in n barn mow or hay shed,
multiply the length, .depth and

tion in which it was put up, will make
a ton. To measure a coneshnped stack
find the nren of the base by multiply-
ing tho square of the circumference
in feet by the decimnl .07958 and
multiply the product thus obtained by
one-thir- of the height in feet, and
then divide ns before, cutting off five
right-ha- nd figures. The correctness
ot this will depend somewhat upon
the approximation of tho stack to
regular a cone, and if the stack bulges
out it make the product too small.

The better way is to estimate the
area of the stack up to ttie point of
tapering iu, and then apply the above
rule td the cone shaped top. The best

way, however, is to weigh. The ex-

perience of weighing a fc'w stacks will
enable any one to judge quite accu-

rately. Another approximate rule
for measureing a round stuck is this:
Select a place which is as near as pos-

sible tJ what tbo average size would
be if the stack were of uniform diam-

eter from the ground to tho top poiut.
Measure around this to get the cir-

cumference. Add four ciphers (0000)
to the circumference at the right and
divide the whole by 3.1459 to get the
diameter.' Now multiply half ot the
diameter by half of tho circumference
nud you have the feet in the circular
area. Multiply by the number of
feet the stack is high, and you
will have the solid or cubic feet iu

the whole. Then divido by 500 to

512, according to its size and com-

pactness. Which will give the num-

ber of tons in tho stack.

The Nation's Growth.
N. V. Tribune.

Tho Bplcudid celebrations which

commemorate the achievements of
Columbus aro appiouriatcly accom-

panied with most inti testing disclos-

ures' regarding tho wonderful growth
of tho New world. 'Tho progress of

United States in industries and wealth
is indeed tho' wonder of tbo world, and
tho cecsus bulletins which have been
appearing within tho last week give n

clearer conception of that progress
than 'it has. been' possible to form' from
statements' previously published. It
has been known that tho Nation has

growii to number 05,000,000 inhabi-- ,

Jauts, and that in consumption of pro
ducts these surpass any population of
120,000,000 in any other land on

earth. It has been known that tho

addition to (he Nhtlon's wealth during
the last decade alono was greater than
the aggregate of wealth in 18G0, so

that a single decade added more than
all the wealth created during tho

has elapsed einco tho dis-

covery by Columbus. But tho sources

of Cilit wealth creation hnvo never bo- -

foro been made as clear as within tho
last week.

The Census Bureau has published
bulletins giving statements of manu-
facturers in twenty-thre- o cities, em-

bracing many ofthomoro iraportunt
manufacturing cities of the country.
No w.York leads tho list with an an-

nual production of 7G3,'832,92o;
whilo the number of hands employed
is 351,757 in this city.- - Chicago ranks
next with a production of M3218-1,- .

140, though only 203,108 hnndsnrc
employed. Philadelphia employs
253,073 hands, and the annual pro-
duction is reported as 5G4,323,7G2.
Boston clnploys 90,198 hands, and
their annunl production is $208,104,-083- .

In these four cities tho annual
product exceeds 2,100,000,000, 'and
in nineteen others, of which Cleve
land, Buffalo, Newark, Milwaukee,
Providence and Roohestei aro tho
most important, the aggregate annual
product is raised to more than 3,000,-000,00- 0

in tho twenty-thre- e cities.
In 1880 tho aggregate annual prod-

uct of manufactures in the whole
country was about 5,300,000,OO0,
anil tho twenty-thr- ee cities contrib-
uted only 1,G00,000,000 of that sum

less than a third. Tho increase in
annual production in these cities has
been 87 per cent, in the single decade.
It is hardly to be expected that so vast
an increase will appear in the minor
towns or tho rural districts, though
tho inultipliation of manufacturing

centres
..

and hives...of industry has been
' tno ni08t wraarkuble feature of the
. w C1GC... Tlin ,, already
make it probable, however, that tho
increase in annual production will ex-
ceed 50 per cent, for the whole coun-
try, and the aggregate production
yearly by manufacturing will exceed

8,000,000,000 for tho year 1890.
Tho output in only twenty-thro- e

cities is the result of the labor of 1,
300,540 hands, while in the same
cities the number of bauds employed
in 1880 was ubout 757,000. But there
remain to be reported the products of
other workers numbering many mil-
lions. Economists nnd eloquent or-

ators who have been speaking with
enthusiasm of tho Nation's greatness
have been accustomed to calculate
that its yearly increaso of wealth was
about equal to that of Great Brifian,
Germany, and Franco combined, but
tho" recent figures indicate that this
has been n too modest estimate. Tho
annual product of this country, in-

stead of being about W0,000,000,000
as may have reckoned, must be'tnuch
greater when all industries are taken
into account.

Iu ono sense the New World owes
much to Columbus. But the magni-
ficent development of tho 'United
States has been due, first and mainly,
to tho free instutions whi-.-- have
brought to this country the m6st en-

terprising nud worthy emigrants
from other lands for more than a cen-
tury, and. secondly to the National
policy which has heen maintained
during the lasi thirty years by the
party now iu power. For It is within
the lust thirty years that the Natio
has gained more than three-quart-ers

of its present wealth, and power of
wealth production. These are facts
which may well excito pride in the
bosom ot every true American. Thoy
may also suggest to every true Amer-
ican tho qilestion whether the policy
which has realized such' grand results
ought to be abandoned.
