The lecturer has two or three great
obstacles to overcomo which the actor
has not viz, he has no scenery, he has
to occupy tho entire ovening alone, nnd
there is no division into three or four
nets with n chance for tho nudienco to
rest nnd run down tho show. And yet
tlio lecturer often starts out fearlessly
without training, or with training that
Is far worso than none, nnd on tho repu-
tation holmsmndo in somo totally differ-
ent nrt he fearlessly rushes In whero
nugels would naturally hang back and
adverti-c- s to lecture. At tho cxpeno of
tho public ho thus, if persistent nnd
bravo, at last learns to bo natural if ho
didn't foolishly get his originality nnd
individuality traiucd out of him by a
journeyman elocutionist on tho start
and is then considered a professional.
Ho can think of other moro interesting
topics than his siccch cud sit himself
down y tho roadsid j of lifo nt timc3 to
calmly remove tho thorns and brambles
from liis tired ftet thorns nnd brambles
niYiimnlnled all nloiifr tho harsh nnd
fiercely thorny road over which ho has
traveled toward even u moJcra to success.

I nut often asked, "Aro tho audiences
ns different ns tlio people, nnd whero do
yon find the most enthusiastic nnd np--1

precintivu nmlienccs?" I must say that
no geneial rule can bo given so far as
points of tho compass nro concerned.
Tho west is hardly moro enthusiastic
than tho cast, though a young audience,
a collff,o audietico or an audience of
teachers or iiuwspaper men is tho nudi-
enco for enthusiasm.

Portland, Me., is said to bo tho quiet-
est nnd Chicago tho most enthusiastic.
This is tmo in somo respects, but if you
can get time to watch tho faces of tho
New England andicuco without forget-
ting your peace you will discover the
samo degree of appreciation and enthu-
siasm, though manifested perhaps in n
different way, in tho ono case ns in tho
other.

Lecturers nro better treated on the
wholo now than 20 years ngo, and tho
eggs used by thoso who criticise tho per-
formance nro of a higher order of excel-
lence, it seems to me.

No ono can bo quicker to recognize nnd
apprcciato such it reform than I can. No
ono hails with greater gleo or moro opti-
mistic salvos of npplauso this stride in
tho direction of improvement.

1 had intended to givo a fow little per-
sonal experiences in tho way of anec-
dotes of n comic character, but spaco
forbids; besides I doubt th9good tasto of
writing flippantly of such a serious mat
ter as lecturing, especially humorous
lecturing. I had nlso thought of devot-
ing n page to lecture managers with
whom I havo met, but tho subject is too
prolific, nnd besides I am afraid that
somo leeturo manager might reply with
an essay on "Lecturers With Whom Ho
Has Mot."

A correspondent to the Allahabad

Pioneer mentions the enrcer of n young
tigress who, the space of nine
months, killed .some dozens nf human
beings, depopulated several villages,
and stopped wotk over n greater part
ofn forest division in Fpite of the
most streiious efforts made to destroy
her efforts increased by nn incentive
of five hundred rupees teward offered
for her head. She began her career
in July by killing two woman near
forest village, nnd by the end of the
following December had killed at
least thirty persons, becoming bolder
nnd more cunning with each fresh
murder.

The villagers left their homes for
safer regions, and no wonder, for the
writer found on one occasion village
seemingly deserted, but in reality in

state of scige, the inhabitants being
afraid to draw water from stream
one hundred yards from the houses.
