REPAYING MAIL BAGS.

A Groat Industrial Estab-
lishment Located at

tho Nation's
Capital. , ,

Special to The Repubucan. -

Every one knows that uncle
Sam is engaged in various pha-
ses of business... in., orjler to
carry out his main purpose, which is
proper conduct ol the government of
over sixty millions of people. Per-

haps the average citizen does not re-

alize, even those who arc more or less
familiar with Washingtpu, that at
the Nation's capital there is a large
establishment controlled entirely by
Uncld Saul, which is devoted to purely
industrial purposes. It is the shop
where the mall bags Used in the pos
tal service are repaired. Some idea
q( the magnitude of this bnsincss can
be gathered from the fact that the
building occupied for this purpose i3

large five-stor- y structure where
there ore over two hundred and thirty
persons employed,

The annual expenditure is about
$100,000, and while this ruajrseem a
large amount to be used simply In

I the tepair ot mall bags, yet is said by
me post oiiicc department oiuciais,
that if the shop was not in existence
that tiie government would spend two
or three times as much as it does at
present in the purchase of mail bags.
As every one knows, the bags are
made of canvas or jute, and are Sub-

jected considerable hard usage. Even
an expert baggage smasher does not
handle the luggage, of the traveling
public with tuore recklessness than
the mail bags are treated in their long
journeys. -

Tiiul a "prime requisite iu the
dispatch ol the mils, and the bags
are loaded into wagons, and from
thence into cars, or the process is re-

versed, and the main consideration is
the saving of time. When the bags
become worn or torn or damaged in
any way, they ate gathered together
and. forwarded to the great repair
shop in this city. There is a small
repair shop in Chicago where, how-

ever, only minor injuries are made
good. At the shop in this city, some
200,000 mail bags are received, over-

hauled, and sent to different parts of
the country every 30 days. Some
or the mail 'pouches are mede of leath-

er, and experts are needed to make
necessary repairs. There is in addi
tiou a mall lock shop, where 15 skill-

ed mechanics are employed, and about

30 other men and boys.

The pay of those who repair mail
bags is not large; but the labor is un-

skilled, as it consists mainly In sew
Ing and patching the canvass sacks.
It is a singular thing, but occasional-

ly mail matter is found in the sacks
which are sent to the repair shops.
This is mostly newspapers and circu-

lars, but once in a wlille a letter Is

found. - Fpr this reason bags are
carefully inspected befor t;hey are
placed in tVe hands of the work peo-

ple.

Sofue tline,ago a patent attorney In
this city forwarded p book of patent
coupons to a client to be, used in se-

curing copies of patents, His client
received the letter but It did not con-

tain the coupons. A long while, after-

wards a ppst office inspector called on
the attorney and asked him if lie had
not sentsent a book of coupons
through the mails which had not
reached their destlnatian. He said
that he had, and the inspector pro
duced the lost coupons, which it
seeraS had been fouud in a mail'sack,
which had been forwarded to the re-p- air

shop.

It was evident thattbpletterhad been
rifled by some one who supposed that
the coupons had an available money
value. A list Is kept of the coupons
aud in this way the jxut office in-

spector was able to trace the' owner
of the lost book.

A year or so ago one of the cu
rious features of the niall bag repair
shop was a woman employed as one
ol the repairers who had been totally
blind for years. Her special duty
was to examine the nia'il bags which
bad defective cords, and either repair
them or to supply them with new
ones. She did this work with won-

derful quickness, and was reganled
as one of the most efficient; workers
In the shop.
