Complete Story of the Plan of
Attack on the Philip ¬

pine Gibraltar

DETAILS ITIIJHTO VMrVBLINIIED

Men of Oth 10th and 23rd RegIments
Scaled the Helghta From

RIdge to Ridge

In justice to the brave boys of Com
panics A and C oi the 6th Infantry
the jrd battalion of the 19th Inlantry
and Companies AI K and M of the
aird Infantry who took pait In the
ruetuorableadvance on the rebtl strong
holds in the mountains of Cebu on the-

22nd and jjtd of September we have
been reiiuested to publish the follow-

Ing account of the fighting by men
who were engaged In it inasmuch as
our previous report horn our own cor¬

respondent gave more prominence to
the Tennessee volunteers We are
pleased to give this complete and Im-

partial
¬

account In justice to the brave
regulars who participated on that
memorable occasion and who acquit-
ted themselves like soldiers every
man of them

On September 12th Detachmenta
from Companies A and C of the 6th
Infantry and from the battalion of the
rat Tennessee Volunteers stationed
here making a total of about 300 men
marched to 151 Pardo and ascended
mountain to the enemys left taking
a cannon with them Alter a great
deal of effort they succeeded In plant ¬

ing the cannon wheie it overlooked
the insurgent works Prom the Amer¬

ican position elgtbeen 01 the insur
gent foils rifle pits and trenches
were in view

As soon as the insurgents caught
sight ol the Americans they opened

tie with their ilh century smooth
bore cannon to which the Americans
replied by sending shell and brapnel
into their wojts scattering death and
dttttuclion within a radius of many
le ftfrom where they struck The

Monitor Monadnock was anchored in
jhe bay and SB toon as the Amrllcana
hal got In position on their mountain
the Monaduock threw several kbella
at the enemys works tint they all-

Ot wide of their murk and it was
F6on to te seen that if this Gibraltar
of the Philippines was to be captured
it would have to be done without the
aid of a warship

Karly the next morning Sept I3th
about 250 wen stalled down the moun

tamand alter crossing two ridges
were at the base of a ridge on which
were three forts and several rlflle pits
and trenches In the meantime the
enemy had discovered their approach
and had opened fire on them The
hill was occupied by apparently thous
ahds ot the enemy and was so steep
that one hundred men on the summit
could defend It against one thousand
men in the valley So the Americans
retired to their position on the oppo
site bill to await reinforcements-

On Sept 21st reinforcement arrIved
in the form 01 the third battalion ol
the 19th Infantry and the remainder
of the Tennessee Volunteers Early
the next morning the Americans ad ¬

vanced to the attack In three division
The first division was commanded by
Major McGuire and was composed of
CoA6tb Inlantry 28 strong which
was In the advance and was followed
by Co C 6th Infantry 16 strong and
supported by Cos I and G of the Tat

Tenn Vols The second din Is Ion
was composed of Co K igth and Co
M 23rd Infantry they are also eup
ported by the Tenn Vols The third
division was composed ot the remaIn-
der of 23rd and igth Infantry sup
ported by Tennesseeans The Insur-
gent sharpshooters began firing at the
Amerinans before dawn and kept up
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a constant fire and to all appearances
the Insurgents would make a desper ¬

ate atand and their works would have
to be carried by storm

Three rldfel led up to the hill on
which the insurgent flag had been
but now the flag was moved to a fort
far up on a peak to our left where it
was defiantly floating in the breeze
the emblem pi ignorance and of bar¬

barism
The second division advanced along

the middle ridge The third division
marched about a mile across the valley
to the ridge on the right and began
the ascent There were three peaks
on this ridge On the third and lar
gest peak was an insurgent fort The
first division ascended the middle
ridge a short distant then passing
through a gap In the ridge amidst a
han of bulltts finally succeeded in
crossing to the left ridge which was
within 5ooyards of the ridge occupied
by the enemy The Filipinos here
had three forts several rifle pita and
trenches This ridge occupied by the
Insurgent fortifications towered high
above the other two rldgea along
which the first and second see¬

tion of the Americans are advancing
toward the summit ol the mountain
which was In the center ol the enemy a

stronghold Conld the Americana
gain this high central position It
would command all the surrounding I

peak and make all the other rebel
positions untenable

The Americans slowly but surely
advancedalong the crest ol the two
ridges keeping under cover as much
as possible When open stretches
had to be passed It was done by rushes
always in a hall ol bulleta The ene
my could shoot and had the exact
range of both ridges Had not the
Americans kept well under cover but
lew would have lived to tell the tale
The men on the left ridge had the
hottest time as they were almost dU
rectly under the enemys works It
was In passing a gap that the first
was wounded ills name is John
II Norton Co A 6th Infantry

After advancing several hundred
feet up the rlJge they came to a rifle
pit out of which the enemy fled on
their approach Co C 6th Infantry
took possession of it while Co Aol
the same regiment pressed on led by
its commander Lieut Child They
crossed another gap and going on
for some distance came toa peak on
the ridge which they ascended The
band ol man could not have devised
aa complete a death trap aa that In
which they Sound themseves About
700 yards to the left on a peak was
an Insurgent fort 200 yards further
on the same ridge was a rifle pit and
500 yards away up on the mountain
was another rifle pit The fire from
all three was soon directed on Co A
ot the 6th only 27 strong but those
brave boys promptly rose to the occa ¬

sion To remsln Inactive or to try to
dunce in the raking cross fire would
mean being slaughtered like sheep
so Co A held Its position and sent
volley alter volley Into the rifle pits
ahead It was here that the only
American killed In the whole battle
met his death Shortly after Co A

ascended the peak and were in the
midst of the terrific cross fire a bullet
pierced his heart and he uttering a
groan fell over dead

Co A continued to send volleys
into tile rifle pita ahead until the peak
which they were on seemed almost
like a timing volcano Finally they
succeeded In silencing the two rifle
pits but aa their ammunition was
about exhausted and the supports
failed to come up they remained for
about two hours and receiving no
support were ordered to tall back to
the rifle pit previously captured In
meantime another man had been
wounded out of Co A-

While Co A was up on the peak
In the cross fire and sending volleys
in return Co C was in the rifle pit
sending volleys into the fortifications
on the opposite ridge

In the meantime the second dIvI-

sion
¬

on the middle ridge advanced
under cover as far as they could then
their sharp shooters did fine work In
picking oft the enemys sharpshoot
eta and shooting into the enemys

worksIt
now 430 pm The ad

vance was commenced at 6 a in and
had not stopped to test or eat and
tne majority of the men were well
nigh exhausted So it was decided
to discontinue hostilities for the day
A few sharpshooters continued to
harrass the rebels until dark while
the rest of the troops ate supper and
lay down to sleep with their guns
beside them Thus ended the first
days battle

The American casualties for the
day were Win M Hanley Corn
pany A 6th Infantry killed John
H Noreou Company A 6th Infantry
wounded in arm ameaCoDwIY com
pony A6th Infantry wounded in leg

Arthur Company C 6th In ¬

fantry wounded in leg Sergeant
Covay Company K igth Inlantry
wounded in chest

After ten hours of continual bard
fighting the Americans had succeeded
In getting hall way to the summit of

the mountain which was the key to
the Philippine Gibraltar

Toward evening the enemys flit
was not nearly so accurate as in the

morningAs
the story published about a

mountain battery of two guns In the
ad vance center It was conspicious by
Its absence as no such thing is on the
bland oi Cebu

What was the out look for next
day The enemy marfe a very deter
mined stand one rifle pit had ben
captured and two more had been si
lenced yet It appeared that the re
mainder of the way to the summit o1

the mountain would have to be con
tested Inch by inch with a probable
lou of many men Nevertheless
our brave boys slept and
peacefully as II at howe Day dawned
and soon everybody was awake The
dead and wounded had to be kent
back to Cebu Company A 6th Into

fantry had been in the hottest of the
battle the day before and was there
lore chosen to return with the dead
and wounded to Cebu They left at
9 am and alter a very difficult
march over ridges down mountain
slopes through ravines streams and
wading creeks they arrived about 3
pm very much exhausted

Early the same morning Sept 23rd
the remainder ol the force advanced
up the ridges cautiously bnt no en ¬

emy was to be seen They fired vol-

leys
¬

into the forts and trenches No
reply Then the truth burst on lhemI
Then were they masters 01 the sltua ¬

tion The Gibralter of the Philip
pines had fallen for under thecover
of darkness the enemy had evacuated
their strongholds and fled

The insurgents occupied another
mountain about three mites away bnt
It Is nothing like the position which
they left

The men engaged In the battle and

by a unit of a few events On the
nth of May 1899 the Second Dilut ¬

ion companies D H I P and K
landed at ManllaP I and blvonacked
on the Luntta

During the day we brushed off the
biine and plunged Into a new Khaki
uniform The next day we marched
to block house NO5 From then till
May 14 1900 company I has been In
Manila two nights and these only in
passing Ours has been the chase of the
Pino and the feast of hard tack ours
the path of danger We were with
Lnwtona flying column front June 9
1899 to June isth being under fire
at Guadaloupe Ridge Los PInos and
in n veritable hot bed atZipote river
where companies I and P acting as a
reconnaissance in force found the
enemy in strong force and position
and held them In check till reinforce
ments enabled them to charge OtherIItakIngmaking our lines secure by bout teahhWading
swimming small steams pushing our
way through bamboo Jungle at nighty
to surprise parties who were
our outposts sleeping on the wettl
ground or doing outpost duty a
cloud of mosquitos the very skiso
weeping copious tears at our plightb1no1Beefwere absent and not accounted for
No dreamy eyed maiden of the far
East brought us eggs and fish in sea ¬

sonthey were not allowed beyond
our Inner lines The commissary
served not the dainty short cake and
Ice cream but better days came to us

We had sonic pretty hot fighting in
October and many previous expedi-
tions Ive not mentioned I was with a
partyof sharpshooters oi the twenty
eight at La Teresa July 12 1899 We
were attacked by overwhelming mint
bers but fought our way to the near
est bill sow which we drove them
Into the forest and seeing our rein ¬

forcements they fled Into the moun-

taIns

One of our party straggled of
and was taken He Was retaken in
March 1900 Another sunk suddenly
while crossing a swift stream I think
he was wounded1T-

he enemy left five dead on the
field and evidence ofis1any wounded
Company I has lost three killed In
action nine wounded and a total of
nineteen deaths No suicide and none I
quite loco yet Now weare codec
cooling properly Tls a short walk
to the luencta whete some bands live
a concert most every night
