I In 1793 a small settlement was
j made by emigrants from Pennsylvania

upon tile banks of the Rolling For
t not far from the present site of Nei

Haven says the Bardstown Standard
I Among them was a family named

Williams who bad two sons one aged
about twelve years the other fenrteenv
These boys were one day playing up-

on the banks ol the stream ncjt far
from their cabin They were engaged
in the childish pastime of skipplag
stones along the surface of the water
sand icon noticed approaching them
two men dressed is settlers These
men stopped from time to time to
skip stones along the water as if full
ot innocent sport and this together
vith their dress and the fact that no
Indians had been seen or heard olin
the vicinity prevented any alarm en
the part of the boys

When however they had approach
ed so near the toys that they knew
the latter could not escape they
sprang quickly forward and soon had
captured them The captors proved
to be two Chickasaw Indians Tak ¬

lug the children in their arms they
turned into the lorrelt and made a
rapid march due south of ten or
twelve mites They then halted
made a fire and camped for the night
Anticipating no trouble from tbe
children they set their rifles and
tomahawks against the trees at their
heads and lay dowato sleep each of
them holdings boy ia his arms Af
tee lying quietly thus until the fire
had burned to a bed of coals the elder
of the boys began trying to release
himself from his captors arms anti
as the latter seemed to be very tired
