Into the_Ever and
Was Drowned.

Swuicide Und:r__Stranze Cir-
cumstances of a Woman
Member of a

Comedy Company on Its Way
From Madison to the City
of Louisville.

Rowona Boat Followed by a
Terrible Tragedy.

The crew on the gasoline boat Han-
over, which arrived at this city from
Madison with the King Ping Pong
Comedy aboard, reported that a wo-
man member of the company commit-
ted suicide by jumping overboard
about ten yards above the Plow Han-
dle Point at 1:20 o'clock. The cause
of the deed is not given and the affair
is a peculiar one, The woman’s hus-
baund, who jumped overboard after
her, almost drowned through baving
placed a life-preserver on wrong.

The woman was the wile of James
T. Kelly, one of the proprietors of the
show, but her stage name was Ida
Carter, Her sister, a mewmber of the
same company, Is known by the stage
name of LilHan Massey, and the lat-
ter told the Evening Post that her
home was 719 Busseron street, Vin-
cennes, Ind. The members of the
company were very reticent when the
boat arrived at this port at 7 o'lock,
and in responding to questions gave
all kinds of evasive answers, declar-
ing they knew of no reason why Ida
Carter should have ended her life.
The men of the party busied them-
selves in hurrying the company's
baggage away from the boat and Lil-
lian Massey passed the time wringing
her hands and crying. It was evi-
dent that there was more than ordis
nary stery in the case.

The fact, however, was learned that
the King Piog Pong company exhib-
ited at Madison, and started om the
Hanover at night to come to Louls-
ville, so the company could catch a
train for Danville, Ky., where itis
billed to perform,

The Hanover was In charge of Pilot
John Ferris, who did the duties of
both master and pilot, and from him
it was learned that just after leaving
Madison the majority part of the com-
pany was in a guarrel in the boat's
cabin.  Ferris says one of the actors
waved a revolver, and, swearing like
a sailor, declared he wanted Manager
King's life, and nothing else would
do.

While this was going on, James T,
Keller and his wife, Ida Carte:, seated
themselves on camp stools on the
boat’s forecastle, and seemed to be in
deep trouble, but their conversation
was la monotones and could not be
heard, Suddenly Pilot Ferris heard a
splash, and at once say that a woman
was overboard. He raog the stop
bell. Just as he did this, another
splash was heard. This proved to be
Mr. Kelly, who had gone overboard
atter his wife,

The boat ran a short distance on
her own momentum. Meanwhile a
lile-boat had been lowered by the
crew, and Kelly was caught just as
he was drowning, but the woman had
disappeared. When Kelly was pulied
aboard it was found he had puton a
life-preserver befure making his
plunge, and had adjusted it wrong,
80 that it held his head under instead
of above the water,

Every eflfort was made to ascertain
the names of all members of the show
company, but the manager declined
to make any kind of statement, ex-
cept that there were twenty-five peor
ple in the party.

The company proceeded on its way
without taking any steps to recover
woman's body.—Louisville Post,

the value of $200. Maddox says he
owes $750 and that he ought not to
be requred to pay the $r00,—Inquirer,

How Children are Sold.
The Hungarian authorities are
taking decisive steps to put a stop to
an extraordinary system of selling
children which prevails to a large ex-
tent in the central provinces.
Once a month childless parents
appear in a large foundling hospital
in Temesvar, where they seek out
the children that suit them and depart
after paying a sum ot money for their
purchases.
On a recent occasion thirty children,
ranging from one to nine years, were
isposed of in this way without
sufficient guarantee belng given that
the purchsers were respectable people
who would treat the children properly.
The most beautiful children were
those most sought after, especially
falr-haired girls, as these in Hungary
are rare,
In three cases circus people bought
six children to bring up as acrobats.
In one case a millionaire sought a boy
to bring up as his heir, as he has
disinherited his own son, The
authorities now insist on the most
careful lnvesugnlo'ul into the status
and motives of the purchasers.

The news has got abroad in Hunga-
ry thst there is a ready market for
children in Temesvar,and the mothers
of illegitimate children are eager in
many cases to send their unhappy
oftspring to an institution where they
have such prospects.

The most curlous incldent in
connection with the Temesvar
institution was that of a mother who
sent her child there to be disposed of
and who, after the little one had been
sold, obtained the address of its
purchasers and, as the result of
considerable negotiation with the
foster-parents, actually bought it back.

JIM CUMMINGS

RETIRED OUTLAW

The Only Member of the
James Gang

WHO WAS NEVER PUNISHED.

Tells the Story of His Four Sur-
renders.

Higginsville, Mo., Oct. 11,

Jim Cummiogs, the only member
of the Jesse James band of outlaws,
who has not been killed, caplured,
tried or pardoned, although he has
surrendered four times, is engaged in
the comparatively peaceful occupation
of breaking horses in Missouri.

Jim is practically the last of the
famous outlawed Quantrell tronpers,
and he is the only one of the band who
was neither killed nor captured, and
who never surrendered except when
he was not wanted,

The fate of the others is familiar.
Jesse James was shot by Bob Ford, a
new recruit; John Younger was killed;
Bill Caldwell, Charley Pitts and Clell
Miller were killed at Northfiield,
Minn.; Cole, Jim and Bob Younger
were captured soon afterward and
sent to prison, where Bob died and
the other two remained for a quarter
of a centary,

Bill Ryan was captured and im-
prisoned, and Frank Jumes surrem-
dered, was tried and ‘acquitted and is
vow living in St. Louis.

Jim Cummings is undoubtedly the
most successful surrenderer known.
He always managed to come in when
he was not waunted, He was only
once detained and that was fora
night,

The ex-outlaw grew confidential
the other day and told many things
about himself aever before made pub-
He.

Jim's first ‘‘come-in'’ was In 1865,
after Quantrell had been killed in
Kentucky,

“We had had a fight with some
Federal troops at the Missourl River
near Lexington,” he said, ‘‘and Jesse
was wounded—shot in the left breast
near the heart. We thought he
would die, but we brought him down
yonder and hid kim in the brush for
a day or two.

*I helped put him in the wagom
and we drove to Lexington, nine
miles, and surrendered. But before
we went in we were assured that the
Federal authorities would grant us
our liberty, the same es regular Con-
tederates. If we hadn’t had that as-
surance we never would have gone in,
*‘My next come-in was before Jesse
James was tried at Gallatin in con-
nection with the Rock Island train
robbery at Winston. I just thought
I'd better surrender, I was then liv-
ing at Buffalo, Wyoming, & new town
that has grown wonderfully since.

I was running a shoe shop and
making good money—$25 a week
clear, I plcked up cobbling so that I
could mend shoes, and then I hired
other workmen to help me, I liked
that business, but I concluded it was
about time to surrender.

“So I went to the house of a man
whom I had known since boyhood.
He was from Clay county, Missourl.
I went in at his back door and told
him who I was. ‘Get out!' he sald;
‘you're drunk!" He wouldn't believe
I was Jim Cummings, I finally con-
vinced him, and he advised me to
give myselt up, I1did so, and the
Governor of Wyoming was notified.

*‘He notified the Governor of Mis-
sourl, Tom Crittenden, and they heid
me to await requisition papers so that
they could bring me back to Missouri.
The people who knew me there in
business said I was a crank. ‘That's
no more Jim Cummiogs than I am,’
they would say. ‘'He'seither a crank
who imagines heis Jim Cummings,
or he is a sharper who is trying to
work the State for a free pass to Mis-
sourl, If they take him to Missouri
he'll turn out to be somebody else.’

It was really a hard matter for me
to get them to believe I was Cum-
mings. Even the officers at first
dido’t want to take charge of me, I
was ready to come back with them,
and had sold my business for $600,
getting a $12 pair of boots and a $10
pair of shoes to boot,

“After one night in custody, the
authorities received a telegram from
Gov. Crittenden saylog that he dida’t
want me, They seemed to have
nothing against me. The officers
turned me loose and I was mighty
sorry 1 had sold out my shop, I
went back and tried to buy it, but
couldn’t, Since then the lot I owned,
that went with the business for $600,
has been worth $12,000. I missed
out on that,

“Really, I belleve I felt worse be-
cause I'd sold out so low than it I had
been brought to Missouri for trial.”

Cumming’s third surrender was in

California about a dozen years ego.
It was shortly after a daring express

robbery in Missouri,

A man representing himself to be a

messenger in the employe of the
company presented himselt at the
door of the coach, in the old Union
depot shed, and handed Messenger
Fotheringham an order purporting to
be from the proper officlal of the com-
pany, authorizing the stranger to ride
in the car to Kanssas City. Fother-
ingham, who was arrested on suspic-
fon of being an accomplice, having
been found tied hand and foot in the
cdr after the robbery, was incarcerated
several weeks, and after his liberation
sued the express company and recov-
ered damages.

‘he man who robbed the safe af er
h‘e}::d and gagged Fotheringham
ju from the train with a big va-
lise full of greenbacks and made for
the morth.

“The escape of the robber wasa
vine weeks’ wonder. He seemed to
have disappeared from the eaith,
when the plight Into which he had
thrown poor Fotheringham touched
a tender spot in his make-up. Let-
ters began coming to the Chief of
Police from different quarters, signed
“Jim Cummings,” seeking to estab-
lish the innocence of the express man-
ager,

“Jim Cummings,” in the letters,
confessed the robbery and took all
the blame, Just about that time the
State was too small and uncomforta-
ble for Jim Cummings, of Clay coun-
ty, and he had not been heard from
for years, He had not even surren-
dered in the last eight or nine years.

Why, then, should not Jim Curm-
mings be the robber? Some persons
believed he was, bnt the authorities
didn’t, They took the clues furnish-
ed by the ready letter-writer and ran
down the real robber, who turned out
tobe a man named Wittrock, who
had gone into the coal business in
Chicago.

The real Jim Commings was living
ing placidly in Calilornia under an-
other name. At some piaces he wag
Jim Johnson and at others he was Jim
Wilson.

“I read about this fellow's trylng
to masquerade under my name,’’ said
Cummings, “and it worrled me. I
didn’t propose to be suspected of any-
thing I hadn't done. I thought those
letters, signed with my name, might
give me trouble, that the officers
might find out where I was and ar-
rest me, or try to, so I concluded to
come in. I went into town, out there

in California, and told the authorities

who I was and that I had nothing to
do with the train robbery near St.
Louis. I was able to prove conclus-
ively that I had not been out of Cali-
fornia. They had nothing against
me and I returned to my business.”
“] bought a ranch once in Barry
county, Mo , down near the Arkansas
line. It was about ten miles from
Cassville, the county seat., I was go-
ing under the name of Jim:  Wilson
and was constable for the township.

““After a while I had to sell out my
ranch and leave the State. I drifted
to Arkansas and bought another
ranch at Beaver, in Carroll county.
There I lived some years and was a
United States deputy marshal.”

“*How did it happen that nobody
killed you for the reward that this
State offered?'’ ssked the correspond-
ent in surprise,

“Well,”” replied Cummings, *'it
was just this way. The State had a
standing reward of $5,000 for me, but
down there in Arkansas such an
amount of money was too big for the
local imagination. If the reward had
been $600, no doubt somebody would
have killed me for it; but $5.000 was
8o big that they had no confidence in
its being paid. That's where the
State of Missouri made « mistake.”’

Despondent over his failure to se-
cure work, Luther Maloney, aged
thirty. five years, shot his wife, Cora,
in the head as she lay asleep with
two babies at her side.

trees, OId Ben Hardin's home was a
happy one. His doors were always
open, and he dispensed the most lav-
ish hospitality toall who came be-
neath hls roof. Many distioguished
men were entertained by him at his
residence, among whom may be men-
tioned Gen. Willlam Preston, former
Senator Garland, Bishop Kavanaugh,
Judge John Brown, Gov. Willlam Du-
vall and many others who afterward
became men of national reputation.
Mr, Hardin's death occurred in Sep-
tember, 1852, and was the result of a
fall from a horse, which he received
as he was journeying trom Bardstown
to Lebanon to attend coutt. He was
burled in an old graveyard in a field
near the pike leading from Spring:
field to Lebanon by the side of hils
mother. His grave is marked by an
unpretentious stone, bedring the slm-
ple Insription, ‘Bén Hardin, of
Bardstown.” Mrs.Hardin had preced-
ed her husband to the grave in Ang-
ust, her death being hastened by con-
stant sttendance upon Mr. Hardin.
She s buried in the midst of children
and relatives. A marble shaft that
has been sadly disfigured by vandals
marks her last resting place. The
only inscription it bears ls ‘‘Elizabeth
Barbous Hardin, Wile of Ben Har-
din,”” Mr. Hardin was a large slave
owner, and on account of his leniency
to them it was proverbial that they
were the most worthless negroes in
the State, Ha:din often sald it took
all he could earn at his profession to
support them,

Morton's Springs, celebrated in the
early annals of the State as furnish-
ing water to the first ploneers of
Bardstown, 18 located om the old Har-
din farm, and, although it is halfa
mile from the residence, Mr, Hardin
would drink no other water while at
home. This spring now operates one
of the largest distilleries in this sec
of the State, Mr, Hardin's law office
was located in the front yard, but was
long ago demolished and now ounly
the ruins remain.

Charlie Nelson Finding Things.

Hon, Ches. A. Nelson, of Hardin
county, who has charge of the excava-
tions In connection with the State
work mow In progress at Eddyville,
has unearthed some exceedingly
handsome and valuable archaeological
specimens. It appears that the
course of the etate work has fed into
anold burying-ground, with results
that are full of interest to lovers of
the red men's lore. Some nh*ut
specimens of Indidn and
weapons were brought to light and
several skeletons remarkable for
thelr immense size were taken out in
n remarkable state of preservation
one jaw-bone so large that it fitted
easily around the lower jaw of the
largest man was found, The most
valuable relic of all, however, was
limestone plate about the size and

with the chiseled likeness of either
an Indian chief or medicineman in full
costume. Underneath this figure are
several hieroglyphics, said to be of
Chinese characters, Itis said that
there are but two specimens of
simular characteristics in existence,
and that these go far towards
settling the issue as to whether or
not the Indlan was of Asiatic origin.
This relic was unearthed twelve feet
under ground.

Only the outskirts of the Indian
grave.yard have as yet been invaded,
and many rich finds may yet be look-
