FATTENING THE HOGS.

Varlety of Food More Economical
Than Corn.

Althongh on most farms the hogs
are pushed forward after the fall is
nearly over, says the practical farmer,
they are not always put up in a con-
dition in which to facilitate the fat-
tening operation, the true way to use
corn is to “finish off"' with it thereby
hardening the fat. To really fatten
a hog he should be ted in such a man-
ner, previous to being penned, as to
force growth. First build up the
frame for the reception of the meat
that may be laid upon it, and to do so
feed such food as will not only
forward growth but keep the ani.
mal in a condition that will entail
but Ittle expense when the time ar-
rives for getting him fat. And to do
this in the most economical manner,
pumpkins, beets, turnips, carrots,
winter squashes and parsnips, togeth-
er with finely cut clover hay, may
be fed with good results. It will not
do, however, to feed such substances
in a wasteful manner. A caldron or
steamer should be roots and a warm
feed should be given early in the morn-
ing, the mass first thickened with
one part bran and two parts ground
oats. At noon a feed composed solely
of chopped roots, raw but not too cold
will be sufficient, At night they
should recelve a slop, slightly warm
composed of ground oats, one part,
and corn, with a little bran to some-
what thicken slop. Such foed will
not only_ keep the hogs in good
health, but will be the cheapest diet
at this reason that can be allowed, as
it will rapidly push them forward while
the weather is not severe., The hogs
will become very fat, and should not be
fed corn in large quantities only for
two weeks before being slanghtered.
It should mot be overlooked that the
sweetest and tenderest meat Is always
produced when the process of fatten.
ing is done quickly, and if this is fol-
lowed bul little exercises need be al-
lowed the hogs. Exercise always
hardens the muscles, and the hog is
no exception to the rule; consequent-
ly, the more exercise taken,the tough-
er the meat. While it may, no
doubt, be advisable to permit
of some exercise, for the sake
of keeping the animals in health
yet the hogs that quietly eat their
food and take thelr rest will always
fatten readily. Nor should hogs be
surfeited with food. They should be
so ted as ro recelve It at regular hours
and in such quantity that they will
eat it up clean, but no more. In Octo-
ber or November they can be better
managed than latter in the season, as
the quarters can then be more easily
cleaned. It does not pay to keep a
hog during winter. It should be
slaughtered as soon as the weather is
cold enough, for the food is partially
wasted during the winter months in
providing heat.. This is avoided in
the fall seasons and the hogs should
be made fat now. When the cold
season sets in let them be quickly fin-
ished on corn and then slaughtered

as soon as possible.

Mr. Goebel
and the whole Legislature authorized
Gov, Bradley to borrow ¢§500,000 and
pay off this amount of the floating
debtofthe State, and it did not increase
the debt of the State one cent, When
the transaction was complete the
State owed $500,000 more of bonded
debt and $500,000 less floating debt,
and the transaction was authorized by
the Democratic Senate.
