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JAPANS CHIEF AIM

Willing to Give 30000 Lives

to Possess Port
Arthur

Russian Army in Decidedly Diffi ¬

cult Position

The supreme wish of the Japanese

now is the capture ot the stronghold

at Port Arthur and the destruction of

the Manchurian railroad in as many

places as possible These two things
accomplished Japan believes the war

would practically be over But be

tween now and that accomplishment

there is much hard fighting and a

possibility of defeat for both sides

War strategists of all nationalities
many of whom are now in London
believe no sacrifice of men is too grea
for Japan to wake if she has even a
chance to gain Port Arthur A loss
of 30000 soldiers more or less would
amount to nothing in view of the
great advantage which wouldaccrue
from the occupation of that fortress

Already Japan has made strenuous
efforts to throw thousands of men
into Southern Manchuria within less
than one hundred miles of Port Ar ¬

thur
The Russians are in a hard posi

tion With hundreds of miles of
coast to guard to prevent the landing
of troops with an attack on Port Ar
thur expected and the Manchnrian
border along the Yalu to protect it is
necessary to spread their forces over a
wide territory This makes it all the
easier for a Japanese force to be land ¬

ed say the war experts and theyI
consider it wonderful that such stub ¬

born resistance has already been met
The reports that the Japanese have

concentrated about 60000 troops at
Wonson on the east coast of Korea
with the object of entering Manchu-
ria are coufirmed The column will
cross the Yalu north of Ping Yang
and create a diversion in the region of

Harbin on the Manchurian railway
where Viceroy Alexiefl has establish-
ed

¬

his headquarters
Harbin is on the Sungari river at

the junction of the Manchurian
branch of the Siberian railway andI
the Chinese eastern branch where it
starts south to Dalny Port Arthur
being distant from the last point Coo

milesIt
is distinctly a Russan city as

though it were located in the heart of
Russia and none but Russians and
Chinese are permitted to own land
construct buildings or engage in any
permanent enterprise

On the Yalu river the Russian
army has in its rear a line of moun
tains and the Yalu in its front This
army must be supplied by water from
Port Arthur The march of a Japa
nese army on Harbin would break
the supply line of this army as well
as cut Port Arthur off from the northe
Therefore military and naval men are
looking for developments between
Wiju at the mouth of the Yalu and
Kin Chow fifty or more miles north

In one reppectthe behavior of the
negroes immediately alter their eman-

i cipntion was remarkable It is pro-

bable that some of them bad suflered

cruel punishment or other hash treat
ment while in the condition of slave

try but not one act of vengeance on

the part of a negro after emancipation
in one record

On the contrary there were man
instances ot singularly faithfulandnegroeh
flies

Neither could they at that period
be charged with many criminal ex
cesses beyond pig and chicken steal ¬

But their Ideas as to what usefieft r

newly won freedom were rather dim
and contused

A good many of them probably
indeed a very large majorty remain
ed on the plantations and continued
their work under some sortof contract
arrangements with their former mas

tersBut
other colored people a not in

considejablej number followed tho
natural impulse ol testing the quality
of their freedom by walldmg away
from the places on which they had
been held to labor and by wandering-
to the nearest town or military post

to have a good time for awhile
Stillothers made contracts with th

planters arid then broke them with or
without cause These were compara-

ly and prudently met would in a
