Whether or not the murderer secured
any money is not known. A deligent
search was instituted Sunday and dis-
closes the fact that there is not now
any money in the house, If Poole
really kept his money there the mur-
derer doubtless got possession of it.
There is considerable doubt, howev-
er as to whether if was not secreted in
some other place, Be that as it may,
#t is practically certain that the sole
motive of the murder was robbery.
So tar as is known he had not a single
enemy.

A Corner's inquest was held Mon-
day morning and a verdict returned
that the negro was murdered by an
unknown party. Theé Governor has
been appealed to to offer a reward for
the arrest of the murderer. This re-
ward, if offered, will be supplemented
by the citizens of Fordsvjlle.
