| whoere greet him Is proof that the Troe
Gospel which he preaches has to some
lextent found a responsive chord In
| thousands of Canadian hearts.

One of Pastor Russell's addresses
while here was from the words of Bt
| Paul: “Moreover,” brethren, 1 declare
| unto you the Gospel which I preached
| unto you: How that Christ died for
our sins, nceording to the Scriptures;
and that He was buried. and that He
rose agaln the third day.”—I Corin-
thians, xv. 14,

“Wonderful, Indeed, is so complefe &
statement of the Gospel in so few
words!” sald Pastor Russell "8t
Panl, like the rest of us, would have
{ enfd more without the guidance of In-
spiration—would have sald too much,

“Our text teaches that we are sin-
ners, nnd also that our sins are beyond
our power to wash away., This Is a
fundamental doetrine of the Christian
| peliglon. The fallure on the part of
| many to realize this, that we are all
imperfect, as hindered them from see-
ing the necessity for a Bavior. and
therefore the necessity for acecepting
Jesns as thelr Redeemer.,

*“Po say that we nre sinners,” sald
Pastor Nussell, “Implies a time when
absolute righteousness existed In our
uncestry.”

“Christ Died For Qur Sina"

“For Christ to die for our sins Im-
plies that our sins had a death penalty
gttached to them. This also Implies
that that death penalty was a just one,
becnuse & Just God would not punish
anjustly. The justice of a death pen-
alty Implies a high degree of Intelll-
gence on the part of the sinner, and
thut he was in a condition in which he
wonld not have needed to die If he had
| not slnned. Al this corroborates ex-
actly the testimony of the Old and the
| New Testament Scriptures.”

**The Seripturnl proposition that
‘Christ died for our sing,” ” said Pastor
Russell. “further Implles that Christ
wus not of the fallen race, for had He
bien ITe nlso would have been a sin-
| per, and how could a sinner have dled
for our s8ins? How could such a death
lhave been of any value to mankind?

Gospel In a Nutshell.
“As n great oak may be sald to be
Io an acorn, so the great Gospel Mes-
sage mny be sald to be In our text.
Every time we look at it, It seems &
little lurg®F aGd Hioré beantiful than
hefore. We can almost seé It grow.
Hut thé G does not grow; our ap-
preciation of it expands as we grow in
grace and In knowledge of the Divine
Plan and In the 8pirit of our Lord"
*In his Eplstle to the Romana (xi,
16-24), Bt, Psul uses the lllustration
of an ollve tree and declarea the
branches to be the members of the
‘Body of Christ, which Is the Church.
The Israelites were the natural branch-
es, and therefore had the first oppor-
tinity of becoming members of the
Rody of Christ. In fact, all privilege
wus excluded from the Gentlles until
lsrnel's time of favor was complite—
three nnd o half years after the cross.

This Is a part of the
same Gospel, becunse It nll springs
from the same gracious promise. Its
value was Intensified when God made
oath to its certainty of fulfilment. The

ilhmu:h the Jewish disciples, and now
has accumulated a considernble wum-
| her of the Gentiles--probably the fore-
| ordained number Is completed.
“When the elect number shall have
been tested and shall have been ac-
cepted in the resurrection chauge, thls
most wonderful feature of the Gospel
will bave been aceomplished  Then
| will speedily follow the establishment
of Messigh's Kingdom, and the hless.
