THE CRUSH OF WORLDS.

It Will Come When the Solar System
Falls Into tho Sun.

The whole of the present solar sys-
tem Is ultimately to fall into the sun.
causing an explosion that may result
lu n new solar system. Such Is the
theory put forward In the Journal of
Natural Science by Professor Philip
Fauth. a well known astronomer,
whoso reputation has rested principal-
ly upon bis researches Into conditions
011 tho moon.

The novel feature of Dr. Fit tit If
theory Is that It Is based upon the sup-
position that a great part of the known
solar system. Including especially the
planets Jupiter. Fiiinus and Saturn,
are not composed of mineral matter at
all. but are tremendous masses of Ice
or balls of Ice surrounding a mineral'
kernel. Furthermore, he declares, a
part of what Is now known as the
Milky mjjij Is not mineral or gaseous.
but "a rn.ig of Ice dust," masses of
particles of ice suspended In space, the
outer planets receiving a constant ad-

dition to thiir Ice mass from this
soim e

Piofessor Fauth declare that the
world already at saue remote perlni
has had a similar experience, resulting
In the dentil of nearly all animate na-

ture, and th.it all species of life ns we
know It have arisen cluee then. Even-
tually the planets swinging through
their narrowing orbit will fall Into the
sun, causing a new explosion and pei-hap- s

the birth of a new solar system,
but for (hoiisands'of years before that
time all life, cither on earth or else-
where, will have dhappcared. New
V01 It Sun.
