Destruction of Birds Costs Billion

Dollars a Year,

Chiengo, No. 18.-—Destruction of
birds, according to Col. G. 0. Shields,
president of Lthe League of American
Sportsmen, costs the United States a
billion dollars a year. Colonel Shields
made the assertion in an address be-
fore the Chicago chapter- of the
Daughters of the American Revolu-
tion today.

“Cotton growers,” he sald, “lose
£100,000,000 a yeur by the boll wee-
vil, Why? Because the quails, the
prairie chickens, the meadow larks
were former-
I¥ there in millions, have been swept
away by thoughtless men and boys."”

The chinch bug costs wheat grow-
ers pnother $100,000,000, he said,
and the Hesstan fly $200,000,000.

“It tukes more than 24,000 chinch
bugs to weigh an ounce, and nearly
50,000 Hessinn flles to weigh the
same,” continued the speaker. “A
quall Killed by an expert in Ohio had
in It craw 1,200 chineh bugs. An-
other killed in a Kansas wheat fleld
had 2,000 Hessian fies."

(ulom-l Shields added that putmu
growers pay $17,000,000 a year for
spraying poisons and remarked that
n quail slain in Pennsylvania had 127
potato bugs in its eraw. He sald
thut Mrs. Margaret M, Nice, of 4he
faculty of the Massachusetts State
University, after long study, estimit-
od that & quall destroys 75,000 bugs
und 6,000,000 weed seeds annually.
