We are now nearly at tho begin-
ning of the greit American Revolu-
tion. In this struggle Vieginia was
ane of the foremost of the colonies,
and ber prompiness was due fna
lurge meastire 0 the determined
chnrnoter of hee Jeaders.  Patrick
Henry was the most famous of these,
wngdl I shinll liere give you an sceount
of him; but first [ onght to tell you
liow affalrs were at the moment when
he nppeaved.

There wers many other colonies,
von know, on (he soil of Amarien,
Boon after thoe settlement of Jimes-
town, a party of Dutch snd English
establishod New Amsterdum (1614),
now the eity of New York, They
(in Iﬁ?Ui)nnum\mr of English; who
lind made a bargain with the Virginia
Company, in Tondon, landed . at Ply.
maih, in New Englanid, and found.
od the Colony o1 Massolinsetis,
Soon stterward (1634) the Doteh and
Swedes settled Delaware and Penp-
svivanin, and n party of Eanglish
Catholios, under Lord Baltimore,
founded Maryland (1631). And =o,
step by step,  the whols enunfry
along ‘tho Atlantio was seitled hy
whits people, wha  drove back thp
Luilians, and evory. year grew slrong-
ermld narn prosperous,

Thin may not seon very intorest-
ing; but when you hear of n famous
man, you like to:be told when he
was born, nnd how lils arly - life wns
passed ; aud it is well 10 the origin o)
natlops., The United States is now
the Iargest Republic in the world,
and Amerdean bovs onght 1o kuow
liow thielr countey hiad its benrfng.

For aboot one hundrod and Afly
f--,-nruhicqlanlm Went on profjper-
ng fand If England, to whom they
helonged, had. treated them justlv,
they might bavo remained a parct of
the British Fmpire, They sere
strongly attached to the “Mother
Conutey,” ns they ealled England;
but Instead of relurning this attach-
ment, and taking pride in her rohnst
chiililren, who were growing to man-
hood In the New World, Eugland
seemod to haveno thonght in refor-
enece to them but what profit she
conld derive from them. Bho seom-
ed to look down wpon them, and
(reated them like inferlore, To eall

in hunting and fishing, or playing the
fiddie, instend of helping on Wi fu-
ther's farm and xt Inst, as hifs family
did not know whst to do with him,
he waw sent to-bo - o, elerk inn small
coumMry etore. Bome time afterward
he opicued a4 store for himself, Hul
#oon flled.  He then 'miarrled &
young Indy "of the nelghborliond,
whose father gave lilm n farm ; but he
failed at farming, too, and two years
aftenward (he farm was sold. Hg
thin wenl back to store-keeping, and
fatiod at that sgain j and now ho was
without the means of support fop
himeelf nud his wife.

Tliin wns s own faull, as you ean
ongily dgee, Ile would not attend to
his business. e stil] passed Ris tlme
T Ashing wpd plaving the fiddlo, and
the consgquonce was that he succeed-
od ot nothing which ke undertook.

Semething, ho now saw, had to be
fdone.

port him, and no doubt he was too
protid to consonf ta' that.  He there-
farn resolved to stady law,and bore
rowed some old Inw books, which he
bogan 1o read ; and 4ix weekg after.
ward ke applied for a lreensa to prac.
tive Inw.  This secemed quite absurd.
Tho old jodge to whom he applied
found that he knew almest nothing
of Inws and was unwilling to give
him his license. As Palrick Menty
promised  hin, liowever, that he
wonld go on stoilying, he ol lnst con- |
seted.

They know how idis
andl dgnorant . ho was, aod no doubl
supposed that the law offics wonld
soon be slibt up, fnst A Blastore hnd
ben. There 'was nothing nbont him
te show that ke wouldl snceeed,  His
appearnies was as ungainly as possi.
ble. He had n stooping figure, and
wag awkwari in all his movements,
He wore fadled old elothes, lonther
breeclios and varn stockings, and hig
manner of apeaking was qulle | as
rougl as Lis drgss, As an Instanee
of this, he pronouneed “natneal,’
“leariing”  and  “earth"—nait'ral,
larndi’ and aivth—for, when he and
one of his friends were dispoting ane
day about the advantages of eduoa-
tlon, he exclaimed : “Nuwit'ral parts
are better than all (he larain’ on
airth!"

firmer and Jouder. As he went on
be becime mure and more excitod,
and #oou hils eyes bagnn to flnsh mnd
lilw voice to fill the whole coart-house,
He seemed searcely to be the sume
man, wud carvied every Hstenor nlong
with him, and he saw from L8 treat-
menk of the éase, that ho knew just
what he was aboul..
