. We learn that Mr. Scott Lord, the

counsel for the contestant of the will,
eceived tlOO.OOO. These immense

fees are beyond anything ever known
or heard of, not oiily in this country
but in foreign lauds. The lamous
lawyers of England or France have
never received such large sums, even
in cases of much longor continuance.
To bo sure, there have been very few,
if auv. cases involving such an im
mense amount of money, for there
have been very few men in the world
worth so much property as air. uor--

nelius Vanderbilt lelU During the
entire eight years when the famous
Wan en Hastings trial wentou, none
ot the lawyers received sucu neavy
fees. In the even more famous case
of "Jarudvce and Jarudyce," there'
portor or that case is silent lit regard
to the lens Of tue couusci, out we pre-
sume they consumed the estate.

Krskine. tbo leader of the bngnsli
bar in his time, one ol' tbo most brill-

iant lawyers Great Britain ever pro-

duced never received a greater yearly
income than $00,000, and never more
than 5,000 in any case. Sir James
Scarlet, afterward Lord Abiuger, a
rorv successful lawyer, bad an in
come certainly not to exceed &rsK- -
iuo's. The samo is true ot unrrows,
another great lawyer. Bnllautine re
ceived from the British Government
a very large fee for going to Calcutta
to try a murder esse, nut a large pan
of it was consumed in exuenses.

Amorica takes the lead in lawyers'
fees, and it is only within a dozen
vears or so that onr lawyers have
been so lucky. Pinckney, Webster,
Choale, or any of our groat lawyers
in times past never d roamed of such
extravagant bills. The first great fee
ever known in this country was re-

ceived by Clarkson N. Potter in the
foreclosure of ifae Cauaudaigua rail-

road, not many years airo. It is
stnted that be roceiyed $100,000 in
that caso. It is reported that Charles
O'Connor rocoived $75,000 in tho
Jumel will case and $1C0,000 in the
Parish will caso. In the latter case
Judge John K. Porter and Daniel
Lord received large iocs.

To como to our own city, wntcii is
seldom far behind in anything, the
late Henry Burden paid lus lawyers
upwards of $75,000 in the famous
Spike esse, and Wal-

worth, tho referee in that esse, re
ceived $50,000 referee's fees. In the
Marshall will case Towusena en

Browne received $20,000.

A Whale Thresher- -

The schooner Martha, from Geor
gia's Banks, brought, with a cargo of
fish to this port yostcrday, the lar-pe- st

whale thresher remembered by
old market uiou to have ever been
seeu in tliis city. It was caught in a
pound not at Wood's Hole, Mass., on
Tuesday aud was killed with a lance.
The last oueextubiiouin wasuiugion
market was fifteen years ago, and it
was so small a speciineu of its kind
that some fish dealers believed that it
was a snecies of shark. The fish that
arrived yesterday was exhibited by
C. A. Lewis, it was very neany
fourteen foot long and monopolized
the entire lruiit of the stand. Persons
stopped lo examine it, and all day
long a throng was pressing arounu
it. --Half of the length of the curious
fish was body, aud the other half
tail. The tail lapered ou gradually
and had been looped up by a rope
attachod to a beam above. The
weight of the creature was 600
pounds. The naked skin on tho hack
and sides was a uniform bluish drab
color from the snout to the tip ot the
tail. The tail was as much a separate
part of the body as a a dog's tail is
of its body, which appearance made
it resemble a land or ampiuuous au
imal more thnu a fish. The eyes
were as largo as cow s, aud could be
rolled in their sockets. The mouth
was comparatively small, and the
tcoth short, sharp and of a nuitorin
length in both jaws. Sticking
straight up from the middle of tho
back was a dark fin, eleven inches
louir. of the same color oa the body,
tough and compact, yet neither bony
nor hard.

' The medial, pectoral, and
caudal fins. They flared out Horizon
tally and were set low. Ou the un-

derside the bodv: was of a mottlod
salmon color. The fish yieldod like
caoutchouc to the linger, but on re'
leasing the pressure the skin sprang
back to its original form. Tho body
from end to end seemed a mass of
cortilage.

THE CODE OF 1ION0K.

What Gen, Sherman says of the
Old Time Way of Settling Dif-

ficulties amongst Army
Officers- -

A Hint that the old way is the
Best- -

I Washington Letter to tho Army and Nat?
Journal.l

Sneaking of tho Stanlcy-Hnzc- n dif
ficulty, Gen. Sherman remarked that
they usod to sotllo those allitirs dif-
ferently in old timos. And there are
those who .till coutend that a court
of law is not the host place to settle a
dispute of this nature. However
mucn we may veign against tne coae,
there is a doubt that in the olden
times, whon the officers both mili-
tary and naval generally obeyed its
dictates, there was much more punc-
tilio and more care for tho nice points
of honor than exist at (he present
day. Fifty years ago, whon we were
regarded as ratner a rune people,
it would have boen impossible for
any officer to remain in cither the
army or navy who would permit the
slightest slur upon his character as a
soldier or a gentleman. Those were
our barbarous days, it may be said,
but barbarous or not it is certain that
Gens. Jackson, Scott, Kearney, Hun
ter, Humner, with btockton and a
host of others of both services, whom
the country has been proud to honor
to exalted positions, were at vari-
ous times mixed up in those affairs
of honor, and they novor recognize
any other way or settling a certain
class of disputes. It is true that in
the early part or tins century tue

of both services wore a pugna-
cious set of fcllowB, and there were
two causes that were the occasiou ot
many a duel and the stirring up of
bad blood in the army and navy.
The reduction oi the army in 1812 and
the still lurlher reduction inlSlo,
throw out a great many othcers.
Those who were left out fauciod
tlioinsel vos wronged by those re-

tained, and there were many hostile
meetings ou this account. Our naval
officers were justly proud of their
success during the war of 1812, and
the officers of tho English navy, who
were in many Instances overbearing
and uncivil would pretend, in foreign
parts to make light ot our ships and
aur officers. But they were always
sure to be picked up by some of our
gallant sailors. Between 1807 and
1835 there were iunumerablo duels
fought pv our naval officers. During
that period, .one commodore, threo
lieutenants, two surgeons aud seveu
midtbipmen were killed in duels, and
one captain aud one lieutenant of ma-

rines met their death In the same
manner. The affairs that terminated
fatally were but a small portion of
them. Iu the army duelling would
break out occasioially as a sort of ep-

idemic, and it would be impossible to
doscribe all the hostile meetings that
took place years ago. Somo like that
of Mai. Thomas Biddle, paymaster,
near St. Louis, in 1841, were terribly
bloody aflaira. The anair between
Captains Wright and Hook at Fort
Hawkins ueorgia, wiucn iook pisce
filty years Bince was a little remarka
ble as at tue nrst nro w ngnt was so
badly wounded I that ho could not
stand, but he insisted ou another shot
which, by all of the rules of the codo,
be should not have had. It was
agreed to, however and at tho next

lie crippled unpiain iliook lor
life. The old officers will aflcclion- -
ately rcmcmbor Captain Hook, after
wards of the commissary department,
who was so long stationed here, and
who was, like Gen. Gibson, one of
the most genial gentlemen that the
army ever produced. About tho
same time mere was anotuer remni-K- -

able aflair between Gen. Brooke, ol
the Fourth Infantry, aud an officer of
the regiment, whose name we do
not recollect. This occurred at the
port of Trader's Hill, also in Georgia.
Brooke had but lately joined his reg
iment from West point, and lie louuu
a protty hard rollicking set of fellows
at tho post, Brooke vats au exceed-

ingly amiable young follow, and ho
bore a good deal ot badgering irom
the officer, who had the reputation of
boing somothing of a hector, and at
last he could stand it no longer, aud
he called him out. They wore to use
muskets aud to raise their pieces and
fire at Hie word. Brooke's opponont
tried fo intimidate him by sendiug
him word that be would shoot him
through a certain button of his coat
But ho did not scare at an. wnen
the time .was given he noticed that
his antagonist had forgotten lo cock
his piece, and he sang out, "Hallo
there, you have forgotten to cock your
musket." ana so tney commenced
ovor ngaiu. Brooke killed his adver
sary at tho first tire. He know that
he was in the right, but the affair
made such an impression upon him,
as he was of a sensitive and retiring
nature, that be left the army and died
soon aflor noar Washington.

It would be impossible to give a
history of duelling in the army in a
small volume. The cpldomio broke
out in a mild form while our army
was idle In tho city of Mexico, but it
lasted only a short lime and no great
damaue was done. Wo could not,
perhaps, wish to see tno code revivon
in all its rigor, that there are many
who think as the Emperor William of
Prussia did, rocently, when ho dis
missed an officer of his army for re
fusing to fight a man who had chall-
enged him. "For," said the old Kai
ser," "I can not trust the honor of the
army In tho hands of a man who will
not light for his own honor."

Scaling the Alps.

Every ono, says the Saturday Re- -

viow, who has visited the valley of
tho Arve, has seen and wondered at
the Aiguille do Dm, and probably
to most of those who have looked at
it an attempt to ascend it must have
appeared about as hopeful nn under-
taking as an attempt to climb up an
obelisk would be. By a considerable
number, even of those who know
how a way could be found through
tho most forbidding craggs, the Dru
seems to have been thought inaccess
ible: but a belief in the possibility of
scaling the mountains has been eutor--

tsinod by a few sanguine men, aud
notably by Mr. C. T. Dent the secre-
tary, we believo, ot the Alpine Club
who has continued to maintuin his
opinion in spite of facts strongly cal-

culated to shake his confidence in its
soundness, At length he has been
ablo to vindicate triumphantly the
justice of his views for last summer
he succeeded alter repeated attempts,
in reaching the summit or the famous
Aliruillo. It.was then, therefore, an
error to regard this peak as inaccessi
ble, but it must be stud that itr was an
error for which some excuse must be
made, for it cortalnly appears from
Mr. Dent s account that the mountain
was nearly as difficult as a mountain
could bo without proscutiug to the
climber absolutely insuperable ob-

stacles. The Dtu - Is but a small
mountain, being only 12,517 feet high,
but its very remarkable form places
it if the expression may be allowed

in the first rniiK ol Alpine peaks;
and how much its wonderful steep-
ness has impressed mountaineers is
shown by the fact that, during the
time when the Alps were being sub
jugated, it was left in peace. Not
till is3 was a serious ntieinpt mane
on it. The attempt made to scale the
Dru in 1873 seemed to have excited
tho ambition of members of tho Al-

pine club, and between that year and
1878 not a few assaults were made on
this peak. After an unsuccessful at-

tempt from I he northern side in 1875.
Mr. Denlilld try tlio moun-

tain until the last year, whon he ar
rived at dismount with what he calls
tho "fixed determination'' to climb
tho Dm, or, so far as might be possi?
bio, to prove its inucessibility. Thore
is but one first ascent to bo mado in
the Alps, and most of the peaks have
been ascended aim most or i lie passes
crossed many times. It is impossible
lo supposo that men will continue for
long to Und anytliliig Inlerektiiig in
devising "new routes" and fo solving
a problem winch may thus bo des'
cribed : Given a mountain, to find
the worst way to the suuimit. A cer
tain number of travelers will proba
bly continue to take pleasure In fol
lowing beaten tincks, but energetic
traviers if unable to betake themselves
to the Andos, tho Cancnans, or the
Himilavs. will most likely gratify
their appetite for bard w ork 'end ad
venture by dispensing with guides
and making their way unaided to the
tops of difficult peaks aud over the
most trying passes.

' Glass Thread.

.Builder'. Alonthlr.

To mako fine glass t broad, the

glass rod dipped in It and thus a
Hi read pulled oui, wiucn sonuiuva
first in lis thinnest parts, and so cau-

ses a thread or nnilorm thickness to
be obtained. 1( this thread is blnccd
over a hot motalilc cylinder, nun uiu
latter revolved, any length of thread
may be obtained ; the thread may bo
obtained finer by revolving the cylin
der more rapidly. The beating ot
the cyliuder has the effect of anneal-
ing tho glass to somo extent, while
the rapid cooling, if wound on a cool
cylinder, would make It more brittle.
A bundle of such threads look like a
bunch of silk,, and it has thoreforo
been cnllod glass silk, Its usefulness
to chemists and druggists has Intoly
been brought to the notice of the '

Fronch Socile de l'harinncie by M.
Limousin. It is now largely used iu
Germany, and especially In Austria,
for filtering liqnors in laboratories.
In the microscope the threads are as
flno as those of silk or fibrillae of cot-

ton ; they break more easily than the
latter, but are excessively supple.
From the uiutllornbility of the sub-slau-co

it is very well suited for fi-

ltering acid or alkaline solutions, even
concentrated, and various oilier sub-

stances, such ns nitrate ot silver, al-

bumen, collodion, Pehling'a liquors,
etc. It attords great rapidity of How ,
with good filtration; Itdoesnot, llko
filters of paper or tissue, communi-
cate organic matters to tho liquids,
altering mid perhaps giving them a
disagreeable taste. It is much pref-

erable to asbestos, which, from the
arrangements of ila parallel fibres.
cannot bo formed into a ttoxiuio nun,
and which lots fragments pass that
float in the liquid. For analysis it is
very advantageous, allowing of a
ready determination ot insoiunio
matters deposited ; also by calcina-
tion and fusion of tho glass may bo
found the volatile principles fixed fit
the passage of the liquid, unmixed
with ompyroumntio products.

tho price of glass silk is
f til high, it is no great expeiue to
use it, ns its excessive lightness ad
mits of a considerable uuniDcr ot ni
trations being mado with a amall
weight of It ; besides, it may servo
an indefinite time, if alter ench opor- -
ation it is thoroughly washed with
water and dried in the air.

To mako Jupancso cement, mix
the powdered rice with a liitlo cold

water, and then gradually add boiling
water until a projmr consistenco is ac-

quired, being careful to keep it well

stirred all the time; lastly, it must bo
boiled for ono niiuuto in a clean sauce-

pan. This glno is Iwautil'ully while
and almost transparent, for which
reason it is well adapted for fancy pa-

per work, which requires a strong and
colorloss cement.
