How to preserve the hair is a snb

frequent Inquiries from every direc
tiqu which come to this office.. One
wishes to know what will prevent
baldness, another how to preserve
their hair from turning gray, another
how to eradicate dandruff, elc. Now
it Is a delicate matter to recommend
any special trcatmont, but Prof. Wil
son, of England, who is deemed high
authority 'on tho hair, condemns
washing it, and advises, instead, thor-
ough brushing. This promotes cir
culation, removes scurf, and is in all
respects, he says better than water. .

Cutting the hair does not, as com
monly thought, 'promote its growth.
Most of (be specifics rocommeuded
for baldness, not cqceptiug petrole-
um, are mere stimulants, and are sel-

dom or never permanently success-

ful. Some of them give rise to con
gestion of the scalp. "When a stimu-iun- l

isjdcsirable, ammonia is tho best
It is safe. ' .
- For falling out of tho hair, Dr
Wilson prescribos a lotion composed
of water of ammonia, Almoud oil,
and chloroform, one part each, di
luted with five pnrls alcohol, or spir-

its of rosemary, the whole made fra
grant with a drachm of oil of lemon.
Dnb it on the skin, after thorough
friction with the hair brush. It may
be used sparingly or abundantly,
daily or otherwise.
