hite rabellion, and they commenoed
their glorious and lengthened war
aguinst the far grealer resoarees of
the renowned Pavhin. The latter, by
medns ol the *duplicity of which lie
weos sunh s consummale master, had
snttapped  Travelis, ove of the Bul-
fote heads of houses, uto his power,
and then Juid siege to thetown ol
Sull, Heendedydred by bribesto in-
duce Tzayelin to turn traltor, Cun-
uinf hero mothis mateh the erafty
Suliote pretendad compliancs, and
even lelt his own son, Foto, in Al
Pashin's hands ae s hosiage, o ro-
wirned 1o Sull under protenso of bo-
traying the towiy, but 1o sooner had
ho arrived than he'bont u letter of de-
flance to the Pasha. Al then hs-
salled tho'town, and it was here that
the herolsm of the Albaninn women
heoame so conspicuons. Moako, the
wifo of Tzavelin, and mothoerof Fotoy
