Judge Jackson's declaration that

he did not Intend to "exclude intelli
gence from the Jury-box- ," and that a
man who had read the newspapers, if
honest aud otherwise qualified, was a
competent juryman, is worthy to be
recorded. It has been too much the
custom of courts to reject good men
simply becauso they had heard or had
read ex parte statements of a case,
aud were iiimillur with tho common
rumors in relation to it. This prac-
tice has excluded the best aud most
intelligent men from juries upon the
false ground that they are so biased
that they cannot make a just verdict
after having heard tho sworn testi-
mony, and the consequence, has been
that ignorant, incompetent, and prob
ably corrupt meu, in many instances,
have been delegated to decide ques-

tions affecting the welfare of society
aud involving the lives and property
of individuals. Packed juries are
growing so common that in nine
cases out of ten when a verdict does
uot accord with publio sentiment the
Jurymen are looked upon with sus
picion, aud their characters brought
in question. This oftentimes is un
just to honest meu, but it is oftener a
fact that the jury has been "packed."
Lawyers who maka it a business to
select jurymen are common to al
most every county. When there is a
had case to be tried, with popular
opinions fixed, the lawyer who can
tell a prisoner what man to challenge,
and what to acce'it, is a very valua
ble machine. He may judge men by
their smypathies, by their intellect-
ual qualitios, or by their integrity,
aud lie will manage generally to get
enough of tho class he can influence
to either clear his client or hang the
jury. In tho trial of felony cases,

much depends upon the character of
the sheriff. Ho has a power almost
unlimited, and under some circum
stances the. conviction or acquittal of
a felony may be charged to him. He
is presumed to know, aud generally
does know, the character of almost
every man liable to Jury service with
in his. county, and he can provide a
jury t4i suit himself. A good sheriff
is apt to select good, honest men, and
will only take doubtful ones when
the best are rejected. '

If the rule suggested by Judge
Jackson were adopted by all the
judges in the State, there would be
far less complaint of the inadequacy
of the courts to reach criminals. As
it now is, nine out of ten of the worst
criminals escape the law, not only in
Kentucky, but in a majority of the
States. Wealth, political power, and
personal lufluonco are tho chief agents
in destroying the efficiency of the
jury system. Men of intelligence,
moral courage, and just actions are
excluded from juries by peremptory
challenges, if not for cause, and the
chief cause in most cases is that they
have read newspapers aud heard ru-

mors. It is a fact, nevertheless, that
any intelligent, honorable man can
readily distinguish his line of duty
after he has heard the proof as pro.
duccd before a court, and he is not so

biased by what he has heard outside
the tribunal that lie cannot do equal
and exact justice. In a large majori
ty ofcasos it is not justice that the
prisoner wints, and for that reason
just men are not in demand.

o'clock this morning a bloody tragedy
was enacted at the house of Mrs.
Theresa Prettyman, 1125 Piue street
Albert, or Burt Wing, shot and killed
Joe Glenn, clerk in a dry goods store,
in the presence of Essie Davis, a wo-

man of the town. Wing and the wo-

man were a short time ago from
Greenville, Ky., and Davis became an
Inmate of the house of Mattie Roberts.
Here she made the acquaintance of
Glenn. The latter yesterday engaged
a room at Prettyman's, and late in
the evening Glenn and Davis went
there. Wing had become jealous of
Glenn, who divided the woman's af-

fections with him. He,.went to the
house, found them together; he up
braided Glenn for his treachery, sud-

denly pulled a revolver, and shot
him twice in the head, killing him
almost instantly. Wing rushed from
the house, but was soon arrested.
The Davis woman was also lodged in
the calaboose. Wing claims the shoot-in- g

was in self defense ; that Glenn
drew a revolvor; that a struggle for
the possession ensued ; that he secured
it and fired. The whole party lived
atOwensboro, Kentucky. The real
name of the woman is said to be Ma-ria- nt

Eaves.
Albert Wing is a younger brother

of Hon. E. Rumsey Wing, who was
United States Minister to Ecuador
under Grant's Administration. Joe
Glenn, was the son of a merchant of
South Carrollton, Ky.. and Mariam
Eaves,' alias Davis, is a daughter of
Judge Eaves, of Greenville. She is
a Mrs, Reno, but has left her husband
and two children. She confirms the
story of the killing as told by Wing.

She has been intimate with
Burt Wing for a long time, and when
she ran off to St Louis with him she
forsook her infant which is only two

months old.
Burt Wing, the man who did the

sentenced to the penitentiary for two
years, but was pardoned by the Gov-

ernor. He is a brother of Charles

Wing, who is now in Jail at Prince-

ton for murdering the Marshall of

that town. He is also a brother of
Rumsey Wing, the Minister to Equa-do- r,

the youngest Minister that was
ever sent from this country.

Joe Glenn, who was shot is a wild
young fellew, but has borne a good

character. He left his home, South

Carrollton, for St Louis a year ago.

His father is a well-kno- merchant
at Sacramento, Ky., and his mother,

Mrs. D. Ella Glenn, is one of the best

known lady teachers in the State.

The a nerease of Widowhood.

An interesting social problem is
presented in the statement that the
village of Augusta, Ky., with a popu-

lation of only 800 souls, includes sixty--

five widows. Probably no other
village of the same size in America
contains so many women in weeds.
The study of the conditions most fa-

vorable to the increase of widowhood
has been neglected by our scientists
in their efforts to discover the cause
of the growing frequency of divorces.
In times of war the most unscientific
observer has noted an increase iu the
number of new widows, but this has
been attributed to tho theory that
very many of those reported lost in
battles were married men. If the
number of widows i& found to be in
creasing in a time of peace and ac
knowledged prosperity a new theory
must be sought There are those who
lament the frequency of divorce upon
the supposition that it leaves women
without protection and support, while
every woman attractive enough to
secure a first husband is supposed, as
a widow, to be able to secure at least
twice as many elligible offers of mar
riage as before. Recent observations,
however, show that in divorce cases
there is a growing tendency for the
separating parties to quickly contract
another alliance. See Tabor, CoL
Sprague, R. I., and numerous theat-
rical cases. If, as seems to be war-
ranted by the state of affairs in Au-

gusta, widows are becoming less pop-

ular as wives, the problem is indeed
a serious one. Heretofore .but little
sympathy has been bestowed upon
this class of. women, since it has been
supposed that they were often unable
to remember their lamented husbands
as long as etiquet required on account
of the offers of marriage forced upon
them.

It cannot be that the widowi of
Augusta are unattractive, since the
young ladies of that village Justly
claim to be among the most beautiful
in Kentucky, and by common consent
the charms of widows are increased
in proportion to their former attracti-
veness as maidens. That so many
persons should remain widows in this
village, therefore, must argue that
the ranks of widowhood are recruit
ed more rapidly than is needed to

supply the ordinary demand for wid
ows in marriage. Whence, then, this
great rate of mortality among hus-

bands ? . The women of Augusta do
not affect strong mindediiess. They
do not assert "women's rights ' to
such an extent as to drive their liege

lords to driuk or madness, from

which death is a pleasant reli-- f. It
must be that the women of Augusta'
have been too careless iu tho selection

of husbands. Relyingupon the usual
popularity of widows they have not
rejected any offer of marriage merely
becauso the would-b- e husband seem-

ed near the grave. If it shall be prov- -

eu that divorced wives are to take the
place in the matrimonial market
hitherto filled by .widows there will
be less willingness on the part of
wives to bury their husbands, and
the census returns will show a con-

stant decrease in the number of wid-

ows. In time men offering for mat
rimony need not be surprised to find

themselves required to present a cer
tificate from a medical examiner as is

now required by Insurance compa-

nies. It may be depended upon, that
so soon as widows cease to be sought
for as wives, it will become unfash-
ionable for women to wear weeds.
