Tinnded ot Los Angelé®on Monday
morting June the 25th, st 6 o'clock,
lay there an houror o, aud arrived at
my destination (Orange) at 100'clock
the same day, making the tip in five
days. The trip was well worth the
money, as T saw greal curiositios and
beautifn] scenery on my way ; it wili

"nilluml. und thie trees did Icmkluuu-
tiful Jopded down with the delicious
fruity and yon may rvest assured I
woent for them, but after awhile I
saw il ate so omany I didn't care
anything about them, but whenever
anything is plentiful around, that's
the thme you don't care for it. The
rest of the fruit was just coming on.
The geapes get ripein Soptember and
Inst il Novemnber and itis w big tine
gathering them. The climute is di-
vided into  two  seasons; dry and
rainy.  In the summer it never raius,
from April to November, and it is al-
ways pleasant, no hot weather, but
nice anid cool all the time; of course
there are some fow hot days, but noe
matter how hot the days muy be the
nights are eool the year avound, and
you have to sloep under o blanket or
fwo evory night. We use the same
cover the year avonml,  The rins
commencs in November and haveit
off and on till April, then the people
have all the rain they want, they
don't waut any wore us it would
huet things. The winter I8 not
much more than suminer; it never
freczes aml everything grows the
yoar around and the oranges and
lemons will ‘be getting ripe by
Chrlstmng, aud have one or two
crops by June.  Vegetables are to be
hid the year around, and while you

all are freexing up back there, the
people here are eating fruit and veg-

etables all the year. Anything will
grow you stick in the ground, all
kinds of flowers growing wild, The
grent Pacific ocean s twelye miles
from Los Angeles; and while at Or-
ange, 1 went down with a large party
of ladies and gentlemen and camped
o the beach for & week, and I must
sny 1 nover had a better time. The
mountaits run all over Los Angeles
county and in fact most of California
uud some of the grandest scenes in
the V. 8, are to be secen in Loa Ange-
lps county, in the mountains nnd
canyons, aud I spent two days camp-
ing m the mountaing and had a de-
lightful time. Southern Califoruin
is n wonderful country—the paradise
of the world. Up in the northern
portion of the State the elimate is
different, but I am told it isalso a
pretty cotuntey; only they have very
ool winters as it is  further novth,
The finest whest in the country s
ralged in California,though the north-
ernportion of the State raises the most
Watermelons and pumpkins grow to
an immense size.
