bered up, and had made arrangement-
with his deputies to take charge of
the office wltli all of its emoliunouts
excepting f150 a mouth to bo paid
him for the remaining seven years of
his term. It was further stated that
after doing' this Capt. Honry
sent to Morgan county to paint the
mountains as red an ho doslred.
This dispatch was evidently aeut by
anenciuv of the Appellate Clerk's. A
subsequent issue of the Courier Jour-

nal contained interviews with Capt
Henry and Capts. Sam M. Gaines
and Thos. G. Poore, his deputies.
They alt emphatically denied any
such amuigemeut and it waa clearly
shown that Henry had uot boeu to
tho mountains but had sobered up
and was at Mt Sterllug, looking after
some of his property. Tho Commer
cial, defeudiug Capt. Henry,
stated that his spree iu Louisville
waa si m I y a vlaiu druuk aud that
ho weut to Frankfort Intoxicated,
but that he was at no time disorder
ly. The Frankfort Yeoman, while
not stating that the office had been let
out ou the terms above named, says

in an editorial : '

"The entire management and con

trot of the office is iu the bauds of two
deputies. Cant. Sam M. Gaines aud
Capt Thos. G. Poore, each capable,
sober and trustworthy. It has been

understood at Frankfort lor some
timo that Capt . Henry would as
sume n further iwrsoual control of
tlie businetu f I lie off.ee, tho power
to act lu all matters having been del'
egated to these parties. ;

The iuability of Capt Henry to ab
stain from liquor, and tho scandal

which results from his druukeuuess,
has made this arrangements neces

sary. Tho courts would not have
tolerated his (.reseuce, and he had the
discretion to arrange for the per
fonnaueeof work by others.. Thit
we think be had a right to do, and if
it satisfies the Judges, who aro most
concerned, it ought to satisfy others.

Of the arrangement between the
Clerk and his deputies wo may say

that it is such as cau be lawfully aud
properly made."

The Courier Journal editorially
calls npon Capt. Henry to resign, and
siyi it is the duty of the Court of Ap
peals to remove him if lie does uot.

Iu the same paper the following dis-

patch appears :

FKAXiroBT, Nov. 27. Capt Tom

Henry is in the city1 and is at work in

his office. Quite number of people

were in atleudauco on the Court of
Appeals tills morning under the im-

pression that the court would take
action in the v matter. They seemed

disappointed when ,they realized that
nothing would be done. Until the
information is filed of course nothing
will result from Die publication.

The following ia an extract from
an Interview with Capt Henry, at
Mt Sterling: : , V .

"Do you suppose, said ho, "that, I
am uot. entirely conveisant " with the
law on the subject ?v I have' read It
forty times. No, sir; if I aiu absent
from the Court of Appeals I leave my

affairs In the hands of efficient and
trustworthy deputies, with whom
there cau be no fault or cavil. Such

being the case, my constant presence
is not needed, -- ami, sedentary habits
not agreeing with my health, I oon
eluded I would turn my attention to
trading aud more active pursuits, be
ing mindful tp be present, in Frank'
fort enough to see ' that every detail
oi luo omce is cameo, out.
