One of the largest express companies
and dealers in exchange in the world is
the Goverpment of the United Statss,
The difference between the postal sor-
vice and the express and trunsportation
companies is that tho peoples of the
United Btates hire private corparations
to do their heavy freighting business,
and pay them what the aforesaid com-
panies can manage to exact, while they
have organired & co-operative concern
for the ‘distribution of letters, small
prekages and small bills of exchange,
aud the bLusiness is dome, not for the
most that esn be got from its customers,
bat for the loast that will pay expenses,
As 1t i8 desmed important that the
chinrges should be low, it is not even at-
tewmpted to qnite pny expenses, the do-
fleit being made up out of general taxa-
tion. In other words, nearly 95 per
cent, of the cost of operating tha service
is collected from thoss who use the ser-
viee, and in proportion to the amount
they uso it, and the other 5 per caut. is
pnid out of the goneral trensury,
