stomnsch for nnother change, if the Ory-
mtor, in infinite wisdom, has mnde too
gustric juice principally of waler, 1 do
not feel jnstified in recommending ale or
porter as an aid to digestion, Tl sumo
prineiples will equally apply to all of
the remnining processes,  Water 14 the
st solvent known—more nenrly nni-
vorsal than any other, Tlis constitntes
it the best possible drink for ull Lvug
areatures, — v, J. H, Hanaford.
