Genoral Lord Wolseley,
Wio Has e Ciiee Conmasn or
Tk Bririsn Fonops,

The intevosting nalitary operations
now progressing n the Soudan, ani
so far prosperons to British arms,
aldd additionnl Instee to the saldier-
ship of Genern) Lord Waolseley, who
planned tho campaign being sucorss-
fully puresued vndor ils superintend-
oices  On the $th of  August, 1884
Wolseley wan giving the chisl cone-
mand in Bgypi, e arelved o that
conntry about Septembor 9th, 1881,
and iimmedintely assumed command
of alloperations concerning the Son.
dan expedition, the primary object
of which is to bring away Genoiul
Gordon from Khartoum.  When that
and has beon necomplishod, so fr as
s yet known, no further offinsive
operations of any kind will be un-
dertaken ; agd when o rond has beon
apened for General Gordon's retreat,
the maveh southward is to be suspenil.
edand the campaign Lrought to a
close,  The instroctions as above wery
approved and forwardad Oct. 8, 1884,
when the nearest of Gordon's friends
were two liundrod miles distant from
Khartoum, In which vity e wis ser-
lonsly threatened.  As the result of
operations directed by General Taord
Wolselay, K hartoum is now in cam-
minleation with a detachmont of the
British forces, by menus of steamers
running on the Nile, and the stcoess
ol the expedition, so far as its avow-
wd object s coneerned, assured.  Gor-
don can be resoned, it appears, just as
soon as e wishes to bo  resened.
Gieneral Horbort Stewart, it s true,
his done the hoed fighting necessary
o what has been done, but his siper-
lor planned the march through the
desert which resulted in two  victor-
ies to British arms, and virtually the
reseite of Gordon.

General Lord Walseley cames of an
ald family, the Staffordshive Wolse-
loys, of Walsaluy Hall, He wus horn
Jnl{-l. I8, wued is the son of Major G,
Jo Wolsely, of county  Dulilin. At
the sge of nineteen he entored  the
army s an enslgn, and the same
your, 1852, first smelled powder in
the Burmese war, At the -mrmin‘;
of Mynt-toon he led the party whivh
first sealed the walls, and wis svores
Iy wounded inthe left thigh by «
vifle ball,  Heturning 1o England  he
veceived honorablo mention in the
dispatehes. At the outbreéak of the
Crimenn war, in 1854, he landed with
the Nmoteenth Light Infintry and
soryed in the trenches ne an asslst-
aut Engineer. Conspleous sorvices
in the attack on the Quarries, in the
masatdt of June 18th, and in the thind,
fourth apd  fifth bombusdments of
Hebastopool won  for him repoated
mention in dispatches; On Aungusi
HO0th, 1854, whilo he was in charge of
the advaneed line of sa Tnn. the
Russinns made nsortio, aud in the en-
suing skirmish  Wolseloy reoeived
such injuries 1o his hend wnd face
from splintors of stone onused by
a round shot striking a gabion, that
not only was he compelled to rvetire
on the sick list, but his eyesight was
gonsidered for some time to be in
pertl,  Butthis ealamity was averted,
and he onee more joined his rogimont,
and was wrecked in 1857 in the
Straits of Banca while proceeding in
I1. M. 8, Transit to Chinn, During
the Indian Mutiny he took part in
the vellef ot Luckuow, in the siege
and capture of the same place, and in
defence of Alumbagh by Sir James
Qutram, together  with  severnl on-
gagements which took place in con-
uection with that struggle. After
this he was in Gude with 8Bir Hopo
Grant, to whose force he acted as
Quartermaster-Gieneral,  He contin-
ued to sorve 1 Indin during 1868 and
1869, and in 1860 served upon the
?qutarmunmr-linnnml’n stafl’ daring
the Clhinese war, and was present &t
the taking of the Taku forts, When
diffioulties ware threatoned belwoeen
the United States and Great Dritain
owing to the affair of the Trent, Wol-
soloy was sent to Cavada by his Gov-
ernment.  Ho afterwards visited the
Confederate Army,  Later, in Decem-
bor, 1862, he was enga in potting
au ond to tronbles In the Red River
Satilement, - When a  general wos
negded to conduet the war in the
Ashuntee country, Wolseley was so-
lected for the hownor. The mnnner
in which he carried on the campaign
roved highly suceessful, and upon
L!i return to Bogland  he received
tho thanks of both Houses: of Parlin-
ment, & geant of £25,000, and an ofter
of o barouotey, This wns declined,
A special mission to Natal in' 1875, a
brief experience ns ad dnterim  gov-
ornment of Natal and o numbey of
the Indian Connedl, and o residence
in the island of Cyprusas Iigh
Commissioner and Communder-in-
Chiel, after the Earl of Deaconstield
nunexed the islind in 1879, are the
noxt ineldents in his carcor. The
Islundhwana (or Isandoln) disaster
in the Zulu war, eaused the Dritish
minlstey to soud Wolseley out to take
command. He found the war nearly
over on his werival, but he used all
the powers he noseessed Lo settle the
question relating to it.
