AS BAD ASR0WAN.

A DUEL FOUSHT IN AN OPEN
FIELD.

John Ellis Iteturns His Bride of
a Few Days to Her Father

and Is Called to an account
fcy His

l.ouisvllle Post.
A sensational ilunl that wasfouL'ht

at neurit h st ill ion, eighteen miles ill
taut from the city, on tlio Short-lin- o

rouil, wax reported in t ho city this
morning. Tlio new of the all'ray
was liroiiL'lit to town liy John Kills
a participant in the duel, lie la pain-
fully wounded, and camo to the city
in search of medical attention, llo
idati'd the story to a number of
Kfiillcnioii in the East-cud- . These
gentlemen were Interviewed by a re
noner oi l no lost anil l lie story of
tlio occurrence, as related by them,
runs urns:

John Ellis is a youiiir man. and
tho sou of one of the wealthiest stock
breeders In that section of tho coun-
try.

They espied
l'.ms, and btoncstrcct crossed over
into tho Hold, and took up the quar- -
ci. ii is said that no struck K is

iu the face, and then began to throw
rocks. Eilis drow his pistol and fired
ono shot as Monestreot rotivatcd. Ity
mis timo young storts hau como tip
with a revolver in bis hand. He
faced tho slanderer of his sister's
viiiuo at 11 fteen paces and began
firing. Ellis glared at him over the
pistol's muzzle, and returned shot
for shot. Without flinching, tlio mon
emptied their pistols at each other.
Tho Held was clear, and the wonder
is that both woro not killed. When
tho last shot was fired from Stort's
pistol Ellis' weapon dropped from his
hand, b tort s thou wont up to him,
and, producing a box of cartridges,
asked him coldly it ho wanted to re
load.

It was found that one of the balls
filcrccd Ellis' light car closo to the

another took effect in his
left arm, entering at tho wrist and
coursing up along thoelbow. Noith
or of tho other mon was in in red.

Ellis camo to tho city on tho early
train tins morning and had his
wounds dressed by Dr. C. W. Kolly.
no is putting up at tlio farmers'
Central Hotel. A reporter of Tho
Post visited tho hotol for an Interview
but could not And him in. llo is ad-

vised by his friends to shake the dust
of that section of the country from
his feel, as more Iron bio is sura to
follow till some one or the other of
thorn is killed. It is said that ho
will stay In tho city till his wounds
hoal. In the duel both men used
double action pistols of thirty-eig-

caliber,
All tlio young mon engaged are

oald to bo highly respectable, and
belong to tho wealthiest families in
that section.

A Brutal Murder Nineteen Tears
Ago Avenged by One of the

Trosper Boys.

LouUvillo Times.

Deputy United States Marshal
Wallace Gruclle returned this morn,
lug from a trip through Knox, Whit-
ley, Montgomery, Laurel and adjoin-
ing counties, where be has been look
ing up tho testivo moonshiner and
other violators of revenue laws. He
brought homo tho intercstitii' detail
of the killing of Jim 'Higgles, the
mountain desperado, which occurred
last week iu Knox conn I v.

- Toggles' name has been a synonym
for crime and murder in thai section
lor over twenty years. In less hard-
ened communities he would long
since havo been declared an outlaw
and hunted down, or the law would
havo brought him to the fa to his ear-
liest crimes merited. Iu the noun-tain-

though, ho has had things near-
ly his own way, and has led a careor
almost unparalleled in tlio annals of
crime. His death was tho result of a
feud that has existed between Tuples
and tho Trosper family for over
twenty years. Tho causo was the
murder ot old man Trosper by Tug- -

gles just at tho close of tlio war. The
particulars of this crime show a deed
of hoi-ro- so strongly impressed on
mo mind oi a child that healtcrward
proves tho avenging spirit that motes
out the deserved iiitu of his father's
murderer.

Tho elder Trosper was In a field
cur to his house ono morning in the

spring of 18(11, when Tuggles came
along uud engaged him in conversa
tion, lugglcsliad already Rcou i red
a bad reputation by tills time, and he
gloried iu it. Without cause be soon
started a dispute between himself
and Trosper, which ended bv tliolr
coming to blows. No particular harm
was done cither, and tlicy apparently
settled their dill'eraiccand both start-
ed for Trosper's house When they
got to tho door, Mrs. Trosper came
out, bearing iu her arms her youngest
born a boy. The infant's little brother,
a lad about four years old, was play-
ing In the yard. Trosper was carry-
ing a boo, and ho sat it up against
tlio side of the house and started to
go to tho spring, which was near at
hand. Just as ho turned Tuggles
seized tho hoc, and, raised it aloft,
brought it down with terrific force
on the bared head of tlio fated father,
crushing iu bis skull and scattering
his brains out, and causing his instan-
taneous death in tho presence of his
wife and two liltlo infants. Tho
mother swooned and the red handed
murderer lied. The boy,
who saw bis father struck down in
cold blood, performed I ho remarka-bl- o

act of walking to tho ncaiest
neighbor's, a mile or two away, where
ho told his fearful tale.

Tho neighborhood was terribly
aroused, but those were turbulent
times, and Tuggles tied until the all'air
blew over. When ho returned be be
camo noted as a heartless and daring
desperado, llo committed, with im
punity, all sorts ot crimes. II is mean,
revengeful spirit exhibited itsolf
lime and again, when ho would kill
oruiaima neighbor's stock, or burn
their crops. Every ono was afraid of
him. and ho was shunned bv all. To
bold any conversation with him wa
almost fatal, because ho would seek
a c) u aire on tho slightest jivtcxt to
get an opportunity to shed human
blood.

The elder of tho I wo Trosper boys,
who had been left orphans in such a
tragic manner, brought his younger
brother up to believe that (heir lirst
duty was to avengo their father's
death. But little opportunity offered
to do this, unless they went deliberate-
ly uud slow him, which was somo-ihin- g

they did not want to do. They
kept their own counsel, though, and
awaited their chance, which camo
unexpectedly last Wednesday.

Early in tho morning tho two
brothers and Alf liratl'ord went to
the Disney school house, on ltichlaiid
Creek, which is about half way be-

tween Woodbluo and Uarboursvillc,
and went to work to repair the scats
and do somo carpentering necessary
to lit tho school for tho coming term.
Tho elder Trosper is one of the school
trustees, and a new teacher was se-

lected this summer. '

Tugglo bad a niece who was an
applicant for tho position, and not-
withstanding her known ignorance
and illiteracy, her uncle insisted that
she should bo the teacher and swore
that none but sho would be permitted
by nun to teach. The School 'i rus
lees, however, choso another, and
Jim Tuggles threatened death to all
of them, and particularly to young
Trosper.

The day thoy were working in tho
school-hous- e Tuggles happened along
unexpectedly, lie was unarmed, but
curried a spado hi his band. He
came over to the school and begau
abusing Trosper. The young brother
interfered iu the dispute, and Tuggles
raised tho spado to kill him. As lie
did so, quick as a flash a pistol-sh-

rang out ana niggles, the mountain
terror was a corpse. The boy, who
saw his father's murder, had avenged
it at last. The entire community
support them in the act, and thoy
have not boon arrested.

That section has been long neglected
and even dispiscd by the dominant
lllucgrass lulluciice, and tho con-
tempt with which its aspirants have
been treated Is duo chiefly to two
causes the rancorous rivalries of its
leaders and the selfish intrigues of
the pclly politicians who have been
sent to represent tlioso counties in
tlio conventions and in the Leirislu
tu re.

The differences among Hie former
have been bitter and uncompromis
ing, wiine the latter havo Kept their
cars open to every bid made by tlio
dunning tricksters of tho lilucgrass,
wno nave been proiusciu their prom-
ises wbon they wanted the aid of the
Western delegations, and scornfully
indifferent to them after thoir objects
nave occu accomplished.

They breathe
thrcaleniiigs and hatreds for ashmt
time, but they return to tho same
cno to oe ieu again with the same
husks of worthless promises and
violated pledges. All they get is i
few nauseous pull's from the news
paper organs of tho dominant clique,
which are sent homo marked to bo
republished in their local papers,
These they bug to their bosoms as so
much immortality, and vainly im
niagino themselves great statesmen
and brilliant orators. It is pitiful to
see this ever recurring illustration of
weakness ami conceit, and to note
tho poor fruit it bears.

It Is idle to tell them that Western
Kentucky is over taxed ; that all dis
criminations are mado against the!
section and none In its favor; that
the tine turnpikes of Central and
eastern Kentucky have been con
structed at their expense; that they
pay as high tax on somo of their
horses, worth seventy-liv- e dollars, as
a rich farmer in tlio Illuegrass pays
on a thoiiroughbrcd that would
bring $20,000 any day under the
hammer, and that thoy even pay tho
expenses of keeping up several East-
ern counties. What's all that com-
pared to tho promise of an irrespon-
sible Upper Kentucky politician who
assures lirst one credulous fool and
then anolh-- r that bo shall he put on
the next State ticket as Auditor or
Attorney General, or perhaps as
Lieutenant Governor.

It is moro than probable that
Western Kentucky can elect the next
Senator if her representatives will
act in something like harmony and
concentrate upon a strong man, of
whom there aro several, iiut it is
htlo to hope for success other w Uo.

Advertliing Legal Sales.

Union Local

Every few years a bill is presented
to l ho (j cneral Assein bly ot Kentucky,
asking that a law be enacted to havo
all judicial sales advertised in the
county newspapers. Nearly every
State has in the Union has a law of
this nature, but tho Solons of our
Commonwealth In this, as in many
other ideas of business, are ut least
fifty years behind the times. Mil-
lions of dollars worth of property is
sacrificed yearly for luck of intelligent
advertising. Tho Covington Com-
monwealth cities toacaseas follows:

"At Lexington, last week, the val-
uable distilling property of Stoll,
Clay & Co., which not a great while
since cost 150,000 was sold at judici-
al sale for $10,090. Mr. Clay, a party
iu interest, will contest tlio salo, part-
ly on the ground that tho salo was
not properly advertised. How it was
advertised is not stated ; but it may
be supposed it was advertised as ju-
dicial sales in Kentucky usually are :

by sticking up a half dozen obscure
written notices, a plan which, with
whatever purpose designed, affords
an opportunity for speculators or
creditors to get possession of valua-
ble property for a more song."

Tho Hawesville Democrat last week
discovered tho following "legal no
tice posted on tho Court-hous- e

door :
