A Structure to e No Longer Devoled to
the Storage of Arma.

In the future, it would seom, tho
Tawer is to be, even more thap in the
past, one of **the sights o' Loudon."
It is to be entirely divestod of
its utilitarinn charaoter. The rifles in
the Armory are to remain, but the
whole of the large store of arms iy to
be removed to the central depot ok
Woedon. This, we are told, isin ful
filment of n desire that the Prince Con
sort had very much at heart—a degire
that the Tower should be Ymn'ut
wholly snd simply as a bullding re-
mnrkable for its architecture and for
its historieal assoclations. ' In accord-
wmnce with this view, the burrcks and
hospital stores wore removed in 1809,
and the sccoutreinbnts a fow years
after. The workmen, of colirso, went
also, and now .the bullding will” beé do-
sorted, so far &8 ‘mrluuuant tonnnts are
coneerned, by all save the small garei.
