air. riurrcpont was a voung man of
rare gifts and accomplishments and nl
great promise.

"On tho 8th of March. 1879. Mr.
Picrrepnnt wrote a privute letter to his
son for his future guidance and help,
intrusting mo with a copy at that tiuio.
This letter so impressed me by the wis-
dom and discretion that I now oiler it.

My sou, as you
grow older, you will Hud that from the
time of Solomon to tills hour human nature
has not cbaiiKod at all, and that the guide
to a prosperous aud a happy life is pre-
cisely the same as it waa when that wiaa
man wrote. The boy who Is fortunate
euoujin w nave a rumor whose experience
is largo and varied, and who communicates
it with no possible uiotivo but tho best good
of his child, has grout advantage, if he
will hoed what la told him, but will auller
more deeply in the end If he comes to see
that the care, and the earnest warning,
ami the faithful counsel have been disre-
garded.

Banish forever from your mind that
folly which young men so very stupidly
cherish, that "the world and the ways of
the world are essentially different now
from what they were forty years ago,"
and settle forever in your mind certain
principles wuicu you are never to doubt,
and iiuver to swerve from in vour canrua
of life.
