Napoloon, who was killod hete, with
his face to the foe, There is also in
tho inclosure a long flul, raised altar-
tomb, with a cross worked upon it in
tonen, and at the faot of this ia o little
orueltix; with an inseription in French.
Higher wp in the inclosed plece
of ground iy the site of anolher grave
with & rectmbent crogs, I suppose
to the memoty of the soldior who was
killed” at the sawme time (Trooper
Rogers, I think, of Bottington's horse),
but no nume is to bo seen. A nutive
was also killed at the same time.  The
tross loblk so nice ana u, and there
are pevernl livde beds made with stonae
mlg‘in{s in which are planted hydran-
goeas, lilles and little shrubs, Dot oare
and keeping In order are evident overy-
whore.  There s a Hetle wooden ‘oross
{ast doeaying, which rocords that it
wia rul. up to mark the spot by the
Royal Seots Fusillers. The little place
looks pretty, and outa'de are all the dry,
long gross and the ogly dongas.  One
dongs with water runs closo to the
stone ateps which lend to the camaotery,
nod au embankmont hos just been Pu'l
up to prevent the water from washin
away the foundations of the wall whic
runs all around the inclosure, and on
the top of which are planted nloes.
About fifty yards off is the moalio gar-
den (the kraal Is now gone), where the
Prince restod.  He soems to huve been
Eul!ing awesy on foot when he wns
illed, his horse having broken from
him.. The river Ityotyosi is about ons
hundred yards below tho garden. The
ground slopes to the rivor, so people
coming up from it could not be scon
through the long grass. The crest of
the hill on the other side of the river,
whore tho Zulug were first seon, I
about & quarter of a milo off, but they
could make a ciroultous hidden o
roach. The place Is four hours' ride
m Rorke's Drift, or more, and in a
desolnte part of the country.—Natal
