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MINERAL WEALTH.

The Vasl lmportavce of tha Amerloan
Mining Industrios.

It will probubly surprise many of our
readers 1o koow that tho'valoe of the
mineral substances taken from the
ground amounts, every year, to more
thao four hundred million dolare. This
is not the selling value In market, buf
that of the minerals or metals on the
spot where they are produced. The
total value in 1884 was about four hun-
dred sodd thirteen million dollor, which
wis luss by forty millions than for that
for 1883, "Thochief fitoms o s ovor-
mous sum werd a8 follows: Coal, one
bundred and forty-foor million dollars,
the average price st the e being only
ope dollsr and thicty-three cents u ton;
lsuhl il silver, nillll{ willion dollars;

rick and tile, thirty millions; manufae-
tured fortilizers, twonty-soven millions;
iron ore,iwonty-two mitlions; petroloum,
twenty milllons; building-stone, nineteen
milllons; lime, eighteen millions; cop-

, vighteen millions; lond, ten mil-
E:rm. vse toms make up threo hon-
dred and eighty-eight million dollars.
Noother substanpe copiributed as much
as oo millions to the total, which
prounts Lo wn w ol saven dollurs
tor evory man, woman aod ohild in the
country. When we oconsider the im-
meose addition made to the value of
these products by manufacture and
trangportation, tho vast Im of
thie mining industries mny bo roalized,
For exnmple, the iron ore gonsumed dur-
ing 1884 was valuod st unl{h:nnly-mo
sod u hall milllons, but the fron and
steol miade from [t was worth, st the
furnaces, ons hundred and seven mwil-
liong, Thesa are fignres for a vory bad
enr. The value of wineral products
n the next yenr of good business will
robably oxceed five hundrod million
Eollus.—-l’nuﬁ‘s Companion.

The overflshing of the last fifteea or
twenty yoars Is doing for poarls what it
did long ago for opsters.  Fashlon also
hewrs its part i ralsing prices. and »
good set of threa black poarl shirt studs
can oot be got wholesnle much under
£40,  Four years ngo thay could ho hud
fur less than a third of that price.
Mother-of-pearl hns rison in the market
too, nud now costs nenrly one shilling
the pound at the fshorios, where four
pounds could be obtained for the same
movey twelve yours back, The Hish-
