The Result oi Bight Yoarn' Inveaatigation
Ey s Signal Barvies OMear,

Lientenant John P Fioley, of the

eight yenrs. Torandoes are mow so
well understood that It ‘s belleved that
trustworthy warning cen soon be sent
out to the loealition threatoned Lo fact,
experimental prodiotions bhave besn
mada for & year, with good result. Ac-
oording ‘o Lisutenant Finlw. tornadoss
have distinetly marked charactoristics
sod are by no mesus o be confounded
with burvican s, “‘blizsird.,” oyclojes
or northessters.  Thelr tracks are niver
more theo & fow hundred yarda wide.
‘I heir 1otary motion, which is grontest
townard the ceuter, ometimes reuchos
the snorvious rate of 2,000 miles wn
bour, while thol forward movement,
always from southwost to northwaost,
ordinarily dos mot excead forty or filty
wiles. Thoy are usnally unacoompa -
led by electrieal disturbsnces and mre
belleved Lo be uninfluviced by electrical
copditions, though viclent thuoder-
storms sometimes follow them a few
milos away.

There is n distinet and curious rels-
tionshlp between the tornado and the
gouoral storm ceator, which s always
spparent in thelr uniform relative
sitions, the tornado always oveu
southesstwardly from the conter of low’
baromotrio pressure, aod at s -distance
of from oue to six hundred miles. The
shaps of the general storm cénter, tha
direction in which its lowest bsrometer
lies sud the sppearsnce of the upper
sod lower clouds enter as minor ele-
ments into the problom out of which
the westher experts hopd o work &
complete system of tornado warnings,
The visits of the tornado ave common-
lz betwoon  the hours of two and six
o'olock in the afterncon.
