PETROLEUM WELLS.

(be Selection and First Tapping of Prom-
ising Spots.

Prospectors In selecting a promising
ipot to tost new territory aro ofton in-

fluenced by a "belt theory", first
by a man named Angoll. In a

genonil way his idea has been verified
y experience. It proceeded upon tho

hypothesis that oil lies in belto or pools
Ditvinr a northeast and a southwest
trend, sometimos culled tho "forty-liv- e

degree lino." In districts known to be
tho wells are frequently lo-

cated near the boundary of the owner's
property. Tho object is to uraiu as
much of his neighbor's oil as possible,
for there are no partitions in the

chambers corresponding
to the linos of sui'fitce ownership. The
driller's motto is "lirsl come, first
served," honco thero is generally a
raco to see who shall first tap nature's
till.

When the exact spot for tho well has
beon determined npon, a well-hol- o Is
dug about fifteen foot in depth, and if
solid rock is nut readied, a wrouglit-iro- n

pipe ol'ht to twelve inches in
diiimeter Is driven down to it. Above
this Is erected the "derrick", a pyrnmid-u- l

structure of heavy timbers, generally
seventy-tw- o feet in height. At each
sido is located a fiftoeu to twenty horse-
power engine, which operates a walking--

beam to which is attached a heavy
cable and tho drilling apparatus.

This consists of four parts. The up-
per one is called the "sinker-bar-

about eighteen feet in length; next
come the "jars'1, sevn foot in length;
then Hie "anger-stem- about thirty
feet long, of three and inch
cold rolled stwl; and finally, at the end
of this is a "bit" three feet In length.
Thus equipped, steam is turned on, and
the ponderous weight of two thousand
to three thousand pounds, alternately
raised and dropped, as in a r,

drives the bit into the rock at tho av-
erage rate of sixty to one hundred feet
daily. After drilling for some time the
tools are hoisted and a fresh bit is in-

serted. Meanwhilo "sand pump" or
"bailer", a cylindrical tube with valves
opening inward, is dropped down the
hole to remove detritus or water. A
"casing" is fitted snugly to tho walls
of the well to keep out the water; and
when it is necessary to pump the oil,
the well is tubed. Tho tube is about
two incites in diaraoter, around which
a rubber packer is inserted just above
tho oil and gas bearing rock. This
cuts oft" the escape of the gas, forcing
it up through the tubo, and causing the
well to How. The bore of the well va-

ries from eight to six inches, and lis
deptli varies with the geological for-
mation, averaging perhaps twolvo hun-
dred to fifteen hundred feet, and some-
times reaching twenty-fiv- e hundred.

The cost of a well naturally depends
noon its location, depth and character
of rock. Tho owner gnnorally erects
the derrick, engino and tank, at an
average expenso of fifteen hundred dol-
lars, and then contracts with a driller
to furnish the tools and sink a well.
This charge will probably avorage sixty
ceute per foot. It is perhaps safo to
say that wells in the larger holds avor-
age in oost from twenty-liv- e hundred
o UinM thousand dollars.

Torpedoes, which were first Intro-
duced about 18C4, wero reccivod with
distrust, but are now In general use,
and have become a necessary part of
tho equipment of a well. They ars
cylindrical tulies, varying in size, but
generally eight inches in length and
four in diameter, containing Hind nitro-
glycerine. Those torpedoes aro care-
fully lowered Into the wells and ex-

ploded by dropping a twenty-poun- d

cast-iro- n weight upon them from above.
The explosion shatters the walls, giving
a greater exposure of surface to draw
oil from, thus stimulating Die wells and
increasing tliuir production. Though
tltis treatment hastens the exhaustion
of a well it is believed by many that
the amount of oil obtained exceeds
what otherwise would be procured. At
first only five or six quarts of nitro-
glycerine wero introduced, but now it
Is no unusual thing to employ one hun-
dred and twenty to two hundred quarts
of glyoorino, equal to 3,240 to 6,400

Give him a box of
blocks to build a bouse,- - and yon can
show him that unless the first blocks
laid on the floor aro in line the whole
structure will be crooked; that In mak-
ing the linos on a slate, if tho first is
straight, not true, tho lines will all fol-
low the first, or the spaces will not bo
vory truo; that in copying any work
exaotness is the very foundation of s,

and but another name for truth.
In repenting a conversation, in telling

of a scene, to watch carefully that the
actual fact is related, is described as a
mothor's duty. !

So often a grave fault is over-
looked because it is a child, and it
is a ploasant fiction that the child will
outgrow it Any fault that indicates a
weakness of oharaoter should receive
I m mod in te and prayerful care. An ex-

aggeration, howovor amusing, should
bo chocked at Oliqe. Carelessness in
giving noaounts of its own or its play-
mates doings should be ohockod by
questions so put that a child will dis-

cover, if it is carelessness, that a mis-hik- e

has been in ado, and oorroct it at
once itself; if the .tioubie is a want of
love of truth, tho knowledge that false-
hood is nlwnysreoognizod as falsehood,
whether intended or not will help to
develop a regard for truth and exacts
noss.

Another great requisite tor teaching
a shild to regard truth Is for the par-
ents to set an oxuuipleof perfect truth-
fulness. In all the Intercourse of lifo;
in tho borne, tho soohil lifo, the business
lifo, let truth in all purity be over pres.
ent, and the children will by instinct
and principle follow the example that
commands their lovo and respeot.

FREEING THE SLAVES.

An Institution Which Is Passing Awnj
from All Clvllliod Nations.

slavory is being abolished,, Brazil's
method Is tho most gradual and the
time the longest oxtended. The new
emancipation act of Brazil Is a

to that of 1871, which freed
slovo children born after that date-upo-

rosohltiff the ago of twenty-on- e

years. It also provides a redumption
fund for the purchase of the freedom
of all slaves. The new act just passed
determines tho price at which masters
may value thoir .slaves, and sets aside
five per cent of all the revenues of tho
empire, except the export taxes, as an
emancipation fund. All slaves are
made free at thongs of sixty, although
required Ifl render thrco years of sub-

sequent servipe when sufficiently strong

ger In the Soudan and other parts of
Africa, and Moxloan peonage ltaolf
gives little signs of passing away.

ABOUT ARSON.

A lire Inspector's Ghat Abont Uonoma
. ..taos oil IneendlarJin.

"A strango thing about the crime of
irson is that incondiorios seem to be
wholly ignorant of the natural laws of
combustion," said Fire Inspector Shay.
"They do not observe the commonest
scientific principles in kindling fires.
I remember one cose whore a man tore
off a patch of lath and plaster in his
kitchen, piled up a lot of pine kindling
wood against the hole, and sot fire to
the top of tho pile. The fire burned a
few pieces of kindling, ran up the
studding and burned off the roof. The
fire department put out the fire and the
partly burned kindlings remained un-

disturbed. After another fire we found
the carpets saturated with kerosene
and cans of oil left near the point
where tho firo started. Conl oil is used
in nearly all cases of arson, and the
smell nenrly always indicates the cause
of tho fire.

"Another strange thing is that It is
almost impossible to convict a person
who commits arson. In tho first case
named nearly all the furniture bad
been removed, the mnn's little child
had been taken to the house of a rela-
tive, and he himself had gono to the
same place shortly beforo the fire was
discovered. He proved an alibi and
was acquitted. It always takes con-
siderable time for tho fire to mako its
appearance, and in the meantime the
incendiary is getting ns far away from
the scene as possible We have to rely
on circumstantial evidence, and some-
how tho juries nearly always let the
guilty man go.

"Incendiary fires aro most frequent
when times are hardest. Right after
New Year's, when trade is dull, they
increase in number. The time of the
year has no inllucnce on their fre-

quency.
"Most of the Incendiarism is com-

mitted by men who are in failing cir-
cumstances. They burn their property
for the insurance that is on it. Insur-
ance companies are regarded as legiti-
mate prey by men in financial straits.

"Then there is a largo number of
persons who seem to have no motive
for committing arson men who are
monomaniacs op. th subject of incen-
diarism. I recollect ono well-to-d- o

citizen who four times set fire to the
flat he owned and in which he lived.
He was not heavily insured in fact,
his insurance was light. Ho built a
firo in his coal-bi- then in a closet,
again In a chute betwoen his kitchen
and laundry, and, lastly, in some blank-
ets that had been hung up to dry. His
family was not nt home, and no sont
the girl away from home each timo to
prevent accidents.

"Another man saturated a lot of
linen cloths with linseed oil, rolled
them up tightly, and stored them away
in a pine box near a lot of combustible
material. He bad no use for tho oil
wbcro the stuff was found, and he had
evidently oounted on spontaneous com-
bustion doing the work. A fire started
in the building from some other cause
and tho saturated cloths were discov
crcd afterward. No motive could be
discovered for tho orlrao. Those mono-
maniacs sometimos burn other people's
property as well as their own.

"I should say that from fifteen to
twenty per cent, of the fires aro incen-
diary, lot the difficulty of getting the
proof makes it next to impossible to
convict tho authors of them. These
fires havo not increased in number to
any extent and if tbe times should be-

come prosperous I think thoy would
deercaso," Chicago Newt,

f Parisian Novelty.

A singular competition, or show,
took place at one of tho principal Paris
restaurants the other day. It was held
under the auspices of the Paris Canary
Association, and its objcot was the
amelioration of the breed of Dutch
canaries. The association in question
was founded oighlcen-- yean ago, and
now numbers thirty members, its meet-
ings taking place in March, June and
October, while the show is hold on the
first Sunday In November. The rcgut
lations of the association are that tho
canaries exhibited must havo been bred
by the exhibitor within tho twelve,
nlonth, and that no birds with mora
than two spots oan be admitted.
