THE SEVERN TUNNEL.

An Orifloc Twoniy-flx Poot Wids and
Fiva Mlles Long.
Overcoming what at one time saymod
mlmost ovorwholming diffloulties the
Gront Westarn Railway Company snd
the engiueers, Sir John Hawkshaw and
Mr, Riohardson, associnted with Mr,
Walker, the contrastor, have at length
comyploted the prodigious work of driv-
Ing four miles and a quartor of tunnol be-
noath tho wouth of the Severn, and huvo
Hiun onnectod South Wales directly
with the Groat Wastern Rallway Com-
puny’s systom on the Gloncesturshiro
sida of the rivor. They have by this
moans roducod the distanee from Lon-
don to Cardiff by thirteon miles, and
the time oceupied in going from Bris-
wlto Cardiff to ono and s quarter
hourd.  Reovntly Sir Danlel  Goook
and the windl of the works, with sovoral
Indies, iweluding Lady Gooeh, the
whole numbering forty passengors,
wore conveyed lhruugh the tunnel from
ond to ond in & tealn of saloon ear-
ringes. ‘They took half an hour goin
through to Pitning, whore the tunne
comes out on the Engiluh sido of the
Sevorn, and eighteen minutes in the ro-
turn journey to the Roggiott Station,
on the Monmouthshire wide. The or-
dinury Hime to be coouplod in pass
ing through the tunnel I8 osti-
matad at only ten minutes.

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QUININE FORESTS.

How the Olnchous Bark In Proeared tn
the Siate of Condennmares.

In doscribing the quinine forests of
the Andos, the German traveler, Frits
Brounhoff, ssys: The little town of
La I'an Is sitosted in the State of Con-
denamaros, ten thousand feet above the
levol of the ses. Ten years ago it was
hardly known by name, while to-day it
is to the manufacturer nnd merchant of
quinine the most important point on
the globe, Althongh but s small vil.
Ingo which esn uot even boust of s
hotal, there s more Hfe and tenflie goi
on than in mau Inrge cities. ~ The
dnya are exoeedingly hot, whila the
nights are mrmhin lyoml Although
Amerioan, Gorman, English and Frunuh
ngonts have had business transsctions
hore for yoars, there s little soclsl life
nmong thom; the nuom to mistrost
¢ach othor, there Fa painful mys
terlonsness in tholr business Intarsourse;
but ns the hesvy transsotions take
place mostly in forests and mount-
aing, #ocial intercovirse In the town
seoms not to be regnired. Upon our
arrival ot Lu Pag, we ongaged s
amall dwullin‘s for thres months;
twonty wood-ohoppers wore hired for
