Standing in melancholy isolation in
the midst of the stormy Atlazsie, 140
milea from the mainland, the island of
St. Kilda ia nothing but » lonely and
desolate prison, and its inhubitants re-
main in % stato of enforoed and droary
exile.  Cut off from all communieation
with the outer world, except for their
two posts  u yoar, and & visit from  an
oceasional stray vessel, revolutions
may agitate the world, wars may rage,
general ¢leotions mny be decided, and
the St. Kilduny be unnware that any-
thing important Is going on. Nows
my travel to the most distant part of
the Queen's dominions bgfore it reaches
this vorner of the Britigh Lsles. Things
pre lmproving, however, even in St
Kilde. Now that only eight or nine
months olapse at the longest between
the visits of the postman, the inhabit-
anls  oconsider themselves tolerably
well posted up in news as compnred
with r.llm vondition of things sbout fifty
yoars sgo, when the minister' kepl

sondl them corn and potatoes would
keop the wind stendy iy the northeast."
And Providenee wie kind, for the wind
remained stendy in the northesst.

The 8t. Kildans are seventy-seven in
number. They huve decrensed in num-
ber lately becanse of a singular mor-
tality among the children, the majority
of whom die before thoy are many dnys
old. ‘This may be due to the system of
intermarrying that goes on, or beoause
there is no doctor to combat with the
wmysterious baby foe. There are only
one or sometimes two births a yoar,
Rov.

of the pious frand,  The houses of the
people wore tolerably good: MoeLuod,
of MeLeod, to whom this unprofitable
picck of property belgngs, having ime
proved the bnildings recontly,

The great occupation of tho peoplo la
catoliing sun-fowl, From Maroh to
Noyerabor the island is eovered with
sea-fowl, and eatching those birds is
the staple industry.  Multitudes of solan

cover  the rocks; there are

cmyrinds of gulls, northorn divers,

stormy poteels, black, solemu cormo-
rants and simple g.ulllumeu. uul,
Indeed, slmost every kind of soa=blird,
The diffioult work of elimbing about the
rocks entehing the birds is engaged in
by both men and women. EE:H'moun
numbers of fowls are sent off every
yoar,  Then n gront deal is made out of
foathers,  Referring to this subject,
Dr, MacCuallogh, in his aceount of the
island, says: The nir is fall of feathered
animhls, the sen ls eoverdd with them,
the houses are ornamented hf them,
und the inhabjtants look as if they had
been all tarred and feathered, for their
hnit is foll of feathers, and thoir
clothes are coversd with fonthers,  The
women look like feathered Merauries,
for thoir shoes are mady of gannet's
skin. Evorything smells of feathers.—

ICELAND'S HOSPITALITY,

The Frimitive Manner of Rativlng Wilch
Shocks & Traveler,

All members of an Tesland family
slevp in one room, and this, indeod,
often serves all purposes savo that of
kitchen. Very narrow, nnd from six
to twenty feot long, nocording to the
size of the family, with s row of low
bunks on eithor sido, leaving a space
three or four feet wide down tho eentor,
these rooms are lighted by one amall
window nt the end, ventiluted by the
door or tho trap through which (hoy
are ontered from below and warmed by
the hest of the bodies collected in them.
The steoply pitehed roof, constraoted
of rafters and overlapping bonrds and
covered on the ouiside with s thiok
layor of growing turl, rosts on low
wills and males it impossible to stand
upright, excopt under thy ridge. e
privats’ honses and o few others hive
guest chnmbors, with sometimes n sfove,
which i only ussd on extraordinnry
oeonslons, owing ta the diftloulty of
transporting fuel fron the seaports
Partins of tourists stop whire thera is
i ehureh and shiver out the nlght on
the eight-ingh wide banalies, thy vest-
ment chests or the Hoor, but if thers
s only one oy two of you dand no
gueat room, or that is nlready filled, vou
genorally share, for experionce’s sake,
n the somewht promiscuons pightly
packing of (he family—for experiones’s
ke, mind yon, nod you always got it,
ns well ns the only =ood idea of the
home lifo of the people.
