THE SEMINOLES,

Bome of the Feasts Colebrated by the ¥
tfe Ttedaking of Florida.

Like other tribes, the Seminoles con-
sider the Inbors of the field far benesth
their dignity. The squaw is the fartmoer,
while the brave warrior scours
the hummocks #nd flut-woods in
search of game, or dozes away the
long summer hours beneath the oak
and palms . A friend of mine nmned
Moore once witnessed the famous
greon corn danee of the Seinoles. It
wig early in May. One day soon nfter
the oringe blossoms hnd faded in the
lmmocks, and the tussels were just
browning over the fields of corn, there
wore gront proparstions mude for some
wort of feast which Moors could not ne-
ocount for and the Indmns were not
communieative on the subject. Many
eupbuge paln trees were slaughtored
and theie snow-white buds prepared
for the pot, A spot of gmulul Wi He-
leetod in tho whadiost ‘:url of the hum-
mock, where three giant-bodied live-
onks leansd their great arms together,
and n large space of ground un-
der the trees was divested of
ity growth of palmettos and busles
und swept  clean. firn of
rich pine knots and onk limbs was
bullt in the center, and, after awhile,
there was n big bed of live conls. The
WOmen eame ﬁl from the flelds laden
with green corn, which they husked
and placed in the embors to ronst,
whiles the old men held soeret councl]
together and skinned the deer and wild
hogs bronght in by the young warriors.
“'h(-u the guests hod assembled the
chief, glittering in war pnint and silver
ornuments, rose to his fest and in o
fow wonlds directed the opening of the
performance, A eirele was formed
and a march begun, during which a
strange, dirge-like song wius elinnted,
and faster and faster movod the proces-
glon, On and on they swept arcund
the fire, not pausing o moment for
breath, until finally the yelling, dano-
ing, jumping redskine aank down to
rest and to fenst on the yenison, corn
and palm eabbage which were tempt-
ingly displayed on platters of palmotto,
The fragrant brown ears of roasted
corn were brought forward and dis.
tributed smong the throng, a3 an em-
blem of future pence and progpority,
At o Seminole wedding the new l'llll[l{t:
enter 4 ring composed of two or three
dugen dineers.  The procedsion moyes
rapidly avound them.  The bridegroom
carries in his hand a piece of venison,
nnd the bride has an owre of corn, which
she hands to hor husband saying: 1
will provide bread if youn wi]’| furnish
the meat.” Wheroupon the warrior
presents the venlson to his squaw, and
mpeats his part of the formula. My
friond Moore also witnessed a wui
dunee In whigh over ity beaves par
tivipated.  While they were forming
in A ring, preparatory to commencing
the danee, the chief hid himself in the
donsest portion of the hummock, and
no ong dared approach him. In the
meantime the solomn, messured minuet
began; in deep, chest tones, the war-
riors sang the song of battle, their
volees rising from a low wail in a minor
ko, 1o u roar like that of an alligator.
Suthlenly, without the least warn-
ing, the chief came bounding into
the ring. The cirele widened, lsav-
ing him  plenty of voom for his
wild  Tenps  and  gyrations, and
the yells u} the uxuih!tf)'.-mvngu rose Lo
the highest paiteh. The chief took a
stick of sour-orange wood, on one ¢nd
of which was n carving of & man's
hendl; thrusting this in the ground in
the center of the ecirele, he drew his
long, bitight hunting knife, brought it
down on the earved head, and went
through all the motions of sealping,
Then rose the desth song:

“Eonh-osnli-nh-deo,

Ecah-hounh ah-leo!
Wah-luek-tuek-lnek,
With-luek-Juck luck!

Wiah-lueklo-bih-nh-leol

Olucklo-wab aleloe!”

After the ceremony of sealping was
onded, the panting braves subsided,
and procveded to stow away an incred-
ible wmount of venison,—Cedar Keya
(Fla.)

QUEER BATHING.

Hlek Men and Women Who Spend One-
Third of the Day In Water.

In this country, and indeed in most
lands, when people go to watering
places to drink and bathe, the latter
process is generally performed once s
day, But at the little Swiss village of
Lenkerbad the vizitors almost live in
the baths. Itisa place sct amongst
the monntains, ut a height over three
thousand feet above 1tu se, where
there mre o great number of hot
springs all stromgly impregnated with
minernls, Big  bathing-houses are
built here, in which are deep tanks
mid reservolrs, crossod with rldgms.
from which little steps run down into
the water. Invalids from many coun<
tries in Europe go there, and they lit-
erally board in the water for awhile.
They arise at five a. m., and go to the
buths—a mgtley crowd of invalids,
some limping, some doubled half over.
The great pools le before them, turbid
and hot.  The steam fills the great
room. There is a sulphurons smell
gonerally, but the bathers are not ap-
pulled. They change their ordinary
attire for grost, loose funnel gowns,
and descend, or aro helped, into tho
bath.

There are semts nround the sides. On
these the most holpless sit with their
shoulders just above water. Others
wilk about and talk to esch other.
Little tables float abont, only the tops
being visible, so that they look like tiny
rafts, There will be thirty-five invalids
in the sami great pool sometimes—men
und women, who meet and introdoce
ench other us if they wore on dry land.
And when all are assembled, waiters
ddsoend into the baths and serve a
breakfast to each invalid on the little
floating tables, Theo invalids feast,
and, nﬁor the plates and cups are re-
moved, they paddle sbout till noon,
when all loave the bath, but only to re-
turn ab bwo or thres o'clock. SBome
have linch In the water; some do not.

Uhers are those who play chess and
dominoes on the tables. ¢re are 4
fow who rend in books well covered
with oiled silk. Singing is in favor,
and somotimes the w mﬁ; bath full of
invalids will join in a popular song.

It is considered El'lsunl];u] to stay in
the water eight hours each day,
Btrangely enough they are lively,
cheerful and full of ik, It must
their nationalities that enables them to
undure such trontment so choerily.
Faney any American you ever knew,
after eight hours of sosking in hot and
sulphurous water! It seems ineredible
that any ono could derive benefit from
such treatment, but these Europeans
declaro that the offeot of the Lenker-
bad s almost miraculons.—N. Y.
