TIIE ENGLISH PRISON.

How Far it has Advancod from
its Original Shapoe.

Private Lockups of Iishops and Lords—
Transpariation ta Ameclea and After-
ward to Australla=Gireat 'rogresn
In Suppressing Crime.

It {5 an old snying, though prohably
not olifer than the era of Howand, and
not neouratoly trie one, that the worst
tife you ean put o man to is to hang
him. It Is bocoming more and more
ovident that the worst way to crosh
erimo 8 1o erash the criminal. Yot
exuctly n hundred yoars ago 242 por-
Butik woro sentenced to doath, and 108
wero actually  oxeouted, in a singlo
yoar, out of s popalation of eight snd
n half millions; and two conturies - bo-
fore that 800 persons were banged in
singlo yoar out of & population of less
than five millions.  Sinco the abolltion
of capital punisment oxoept for tho
erimu of marder, which was one of the
¢ifeots of the Reform bill of 1882, the
number of oxecutions has nveraged
twolve a yoar, and hos  once fallen na
ln;\' 4 inurl. Yot wodo not hear that
erimed agalnst person or propoerty have
inorensed. Iiuern old du;"l ui:;dt";lglun—
inhmont was inflieted only In execution
in due courss of law. TIn thoso days
the phrase “rottingin jail" was no emp-
ty form of words, but was merely s
terriblo exprossion of & terrible teuth.
Evory town which had bought up its
rightsof lordship hndl [ta own jail and
evory Jall was n hotbed of discase and
arime.  The stato of things tolerated
by the groatlords I8 illustratod by
the Duke of Portland's prison, reported
on I.FIIuwmi It wus farmed out to
tho failer for elighiteon galneas a year:
it consisted of ono room, with 4 collar
mndor it, which at the time of Howard's
visit bad not hoon cleaned for months,
nur had tho door boen open for woeks,
The Bishop of Ely kept a prison In
which the prisoners were chalned down
on thele backa to the floor, acrosawhich
wore several lron bars, with an Iron
collnr with spikes abont thelr necks, and
a hoavy froh bar on theirlegs The

risoners wore moro than half starved,
nlf clothed, unshod, unwashed, and
they lived perfores ina polsonons alr
und drank polsonous water.

Tho systom of transportation, with all
Its horrors, wns sort of an uttempt to
lessen the pressuro of tho two systems,
i syatams thnmmuld be called, of Indis-
ciminate capltal punishment. Transpor-
tation wad an alternative to eapital
punishmant, introduced In Charles IL'
time and extended to non-eapital orlmes
th 1717 by way of relioving prisons nt
homo and giving cheap labor to the
oolonles, It wns," faye Sir Edmund,
g kind of glave trade, and offenders
wepo u&m ::E to nuction and sold for the
poriod of thelr sentences by tho person
who had contesetod o transport them.
The contractor relowsed them on pay-
mentof & sum of money, and It wns
sald that somo contractors” who shl
their conviots at Bristol, Ianded soma of
them on Luddy Island, o fow miles down
the channel."  The transport ships re-
produced all the horrors of the *middly

banged for bush ranging and 2 for
sineder; n nll, 101 of the 116 eamo to
i antimely ond. After 1347, trans-
porthtion consed to gny other colony
than Westorn Austealing and was then
conducted more on  the penitentiary
syster, and in l""i)lili'n:w'l‘l altogother,
and the present pennl servitide con-
viot wystem wis establishid In its place.
Ihils system Iy absolately dniform, so
far s rnles ean make it a0, During
the first nine months the prisoner passos
his wlhole tme—exeepting the period
lottid 1o prayors nm{um-i‘nl-scs--ln his
coll, apart from all other prisoners,
working at somo employment of an
Industrinl or remunerative charnoter.
During the second stage ho sloeps and
hos his meals in n separate ocll, but
works in assooiation, nnder » ol we and
strict supervision at omployment saited
to him.  The thivd morlod 1 that of the
Heket of lonve. The second stage I8
divided into threo olases, and on pro-
motion from one oluss to, another the
privoner gains portain priviloges, such
as more froquent communiloation  with
frienids, more froodom for exerelse gn
Sunduys, anid carning more monay o
ho poid on discharge.  Corrosponding
punishments are inflicted, bot corporal
punishment only. by the director of
prisons, and after full trigl with ovi-
denee tnkon on oath, It is slgnificant
of the fmprovement which 1s taking
phie dn the conviet prisons that, while
I 1571, of 13,600 prisonars, nearly halt
rocelved punishments, in 135, out of
prisoners nmmbering noarly 100 more,
inder 5,000 wurg punished. Tt 14 gatis
fuctory, also, to know that the average
number of prisoners undor sontenee of
Q:'n:il servitude is gendundly deerensing.

yenr, It s cortain, thoroforr, that the
ndoption of the reformators, and homane
syntom of prison disoipline has not con-
tributed to the Inorease of the numbe:
vir the eriminalty of eriminale
But perhiaps the most enconrnging
fuet of 4lFis the diminution in the num-
bier of juvenilo prisoners. In 1810 there
wore in London nlong, with n population
of n million and n balf, 3,000 prisonors
under 30, or one in every 60 porsons.
On March 81, 1884, out of the whole
twonty-seven millions of Englund and
Wales, thore wore anly 8,800 prisonor.
inder 20, or one in every 5,000 persons.
Furthor, while in 1816, 1,500 of the 3,000
yrisoners In London were under 17, in
884 thore were In pll England only 275,
Even adding the number of children in
reformatory schools (6,601) the number
of juvenile crimingls is 500 per cent. less
than it was in 1816, It Is also satisfac:
tory to reflect that while the cost of
‘uriml\i In 1870 was £456,000, it was in
B84 only £881,400, 1f progress contin-
ues ot Its present rate we may hope to
s the nurgher of prisons, the number of
prisoners and the cost of keeping them
redueed alimost to & vanishing point.
With the progross of edueation i'n the
young, the Improyement of the dwell-
ings of the poor and the progress of hu-
munity in tho efforts to reform snd re-
elnim prisonors, the prison population
may gradually bo redueod 1o theso Ir-
resoneilnblo enomics of the human raeo
whoni inhosited dopravity or oxeeptional
eironnistances have contorted into a spo-
clew of wild bonst.— London Speotalor.

GOLD AND SILVER.

Uuantity und Valuo of These Metals Used
in the Arta and Muamubieivres.

Fram a table vecently propared by
tho Dirogtor of the Mint, it appenrs
that during the calondar year 1889 n to-
tal of 814,450,464 worth of gold was
utilized In the arts and manufactares
of the United States.  Of this amount,
B.005,168 was nsed in jewelry  and
walchos; $3,008.508 for watoh oases;
$1,084,824 in gold loaf; 887,000 for
watch chalng; and tho remainder In
pmaller sums for doental supplles, pons,
Instrumonts, plate, spootaolis, chemionls
and  jowelers' supplics.  During the
snme period. & tatal of 85,560,580 warth
of silver was utilized for similar pue-
poses.  Of this amount, $2,008,204 was
usid for plate; SLR1EHM for watch
onses; #1L,00800) for  Jowelry  and
watehes; and the remaindor wis divided
nmang the athor nses spocified for gold,
The table is of considerable importance;
for by glving tho amount of gold and
silver annaally utilized In the arts, it
permits kn approximate estimate of the
avallable metallio ourrency of the coun-
try.—Seicatific Amer{can.

COST OF LIVING,

The A

& Calenl Made by ¥
Massnchosetts Statistican,

The question us to what is the lowes
eost to which deeont amd comfortable
living enn be redvced hns boen ane
awored Intoly with much detail by Mr
Edwand Atkinson, s Masguohusotts

gentlaman who has a great fondnesa |

for working over cconomical statistics,
which ko handles in un able and worlk-
manlike fashion,

The presont price of & very eomfos -
ablo subsistence for & single man tn
Boston, for instance, ho fixes st 8200
n yeur, from which sum it may he
reduced, if neoessity requires, to $150
w year by the exerciso of intolligent
care, for, a8 ho truly says, it takes a
great deal of intelligonce to got the
most comfort for the least cost.

Ho finda that a decent room, toser-
ably furnished and moderately warmod
in winter, ean be hired for §100 o year,
and, s it can bo oecupied h])' two young
maon, the cost to them will be 850 cach,
A full and comfortable supply of eloth-
ing, necording to Mr. Atkinson's ine
vestigutions, ean be booght for 815 &
eur. This includes a best suit for
snndays and holidays, to bz worn
threo years, and & common sult for
every-day use, to ho replonished an-
nually. The amount msy be niade
eonsilerably loss than $45 by dispens-
ing with the best overcoal, for nstnnee,
and by waaring satinet inslead of
woolen in winler.

Here we have, at the ontside; 80 for
rent and clothing. Add §15 for wnsh-
ing and $10 for fuel, and the sum is
#1200,  The ordinary culoulntion in that
a workingman must expend ns auch
for food ps for all the rost of his sub-
sistencn, or at lonst $120 or 8150 more.
But Mr. Atkinson contends that soeh
an expenditure is made necessary only
by wastehilness and ignorance of what
to buy, how to buy it and how lo cook
it, nnd that it §s “entirely possible to
buy an ample and nutritous eatlon, in
ponsiderablo varioty, in the city of
Boston, at not exceoding 7 conts & day
and propare it for usa within 8 eonts n
day.” The nocessary cost of food ho
therefore fixes at one dollur a week, or
£52 a year, and this Is the daily bill of
fare he presents ss obtainable for that
AIm:

“One-quarter to three-quartors of o
pound of good meat; three-quarters of
s pound of bread; onc-half to ono
poumd of potatoos, or some other voge-
table; ono-half pound of oat-monl; ono-
half ounce of butter; one ounce of
sngar; o largo bowl of tea or ooffee,
with nspoonful of condensed milk; an
orange, un apple or some dried froit."*

The allowance of cost for meat goems
smanll, but he mnkos it small beauso
he provides for the purchase of the
trimmings of the best joints, which are
now thrown into a sorap heap and sold
for & cent n pound or less, to be ron-
derod into fat It is trao that the price
of this wasted ment, would rise some-
what if the people were intolligent
enongh to buy it but, on the other
hand, tho prica of the bost cuts would
be likely to docline on neconnt of the
uso of tho othor, 1t Is bocanse the
English know how ta take ailvantaze
of_tha conrse parts of boef and mutton
milel better than we do, acooriling to
My, Atkinson, that tho cost of the best
outs of Ameriean boef 18 less in London
than it i in New York or Boston. “We
pay the highest price for whut we eall
the best part, snd we wasto the rest, or
elee it issold at n small prieo 1o tho
koopors of jnils; to bo sorved to per-
sons in a form which makes it botter
food than throe-quarters of the work-
ingmen ontside n} Inlla Can seeure nt A
much higher coat.’ .

He snys, for instanco, that he has
purchuecl himself good meat, which is
now wasted, at ong cont a pound, in
parcels of wn pounds, at which price
the marketman saidl he woull selset
nny quantity at sny time. To tho
meat he sddod ton pints of water, with
suitable sonsoning, and mado rich and
nutritions bouillon, and had romaining
tho stowed meat in the broth, “very
nutritions andl appotizing food.” The
whole cost him unry 12} conts, includ-
ing fol, which was keroseno burnod
in & hand-lamp.  The meat was cooked
moan airtight vessel sorvounded by
hot water, i

Mr. Atkinson oconcludes that *‘the
prioe of & woll-conditioned life In the
alty of Boston for food, shelter, cloth-
ing, fuel and lnondry may be covered
by the sum of $172, leaving within the
{imit of 8200 a year #28 for sundries or
luxurles.’” The problem is to prevent
the waste of food, for “the price of
food is half the llﬂ‘iﬂ! of life, and half
the prica of food is wasted for want of
knowledge how to buy it and how to
nook it

Solve that problam, says Mr. Atkin-
son, and you solve the lubor question,
for if & man knows how to live "he
ean livo to-dsy at o very low price, and
it ho be intclligent ho may carn tho
rice st tho cost of vory littlo Inbor.™
l;'hu views nnd  figuros of this Boston
investigaor are, thorofore, pretty sure
toprovoke n lively discussion.—N. ¥
