HINTS ON WASHING,

Comblulag the CL lug Process Wik 1he
Proservation of the Goods Wisbed,
Washing 1s so common a thing that
one might read ly suppose every houso-
wile familine with the mystorios of Jt
And s they Lejuently are, so far, ot
lenst, s enubles them to make things
look oloan, but how fow can combine
this eleansing proocess with the preservas
tion of the articles which are washed.
Almost invariably the samo system is
used In washing articles of overy de-
seription. T lave been told by & gen-
teman who has had mueh exporionce in
hiving liclp for the lsundryin hotels,
that it i exccedingly dificnlt, to pet
good laurilresses even there, whero there
18 not 5o gruat a variety of washing to
be done s in private families, In wash-
ing plain, white clothes s few general
rules will suflice.  First, nover put your
clothes to soak the night before wash-
dny, unles you use warm water and
sonp them well, It is not necessary to
soak them at all. For washlnﬁ. J:!mpan
a tub of warm water with a little soda,
which is not at all injurious to the
clothes if used In reasonably small guans
tities, I there are spots on any artiole,
wot them fiest o cold water, then take
ench nrtlele separately and put It
into the warm waler, soapin
waoll all the parts that are muol
eoiled. When your tub is well filled
ndh the clothes back snd add hot wa-
r, but be earefut not to put it on the
clothes, or you will be likely to seald
tha dirt into them. Wash thom twice
bofore boiling, and rinse thoro
aftor. The washerwoman of Belgium
and Holland, so proverbially effoctive
in their work, use borax instead of soda;
it saves soap, softens tho hardest water,
snd does not in the least injure the
textare of the linen. Colared mualips
or lawns must be wushed one by one
in cold water. If thu[y s.rn very dir&\*.
above all, be careful not to use the
smalleat particlo of sodn. The best
sonp for articles of this matorial is the
eommon yellow. A small plego of alum
should be bolled in the water in which
the lathor is made. Tho soap should
not ba sllowed to remain sny time in
the linen, but the narticles washad
should be rinsed immediately after
wishing, and hung out todry. Laave
all the articles Mitﬁ! the tub, washin,
each y. They must bo iron
as soon s they dry, and not allowed to
remain damp over night nor sprinkled.
Do not ivon with hot irons.  Pink  snd
E:em tints mn{:ilhnhml the washing,
t wili be likely to ch color na
soon as A hot irou is put on thom.—

Thore was a tamporary truce; the friends
of the chief whoso arrow hadl killed the
dog vet numbored some alnl)' peopls; it
was agreed that they should separate
from the tribe, and seck their fortune
in the vast wildornaess lying to the south.
In the night they began their march;
sullenly their brethren saw them de-
part never to return.  They want thelr
way by the shores of the Lesser Slave
Lake, toward the great plains whioh
were salil to bo far southward by the
banksof tho swift-rolling Saskatohewan.
The tribe Boavers never saw again this
oxiled band, but a hundred yoars lator
a Boaver Indian, who followed the for-
tanes of & white fur-hunter, found him-
solf in one of the forts of the Saskatohe-
wan. Stranze Indians wers camped
about the paltindes; they were portions
of the groat Blackfeet tribe “whoso
hunting-grounds lay south of the Sus-
katohewan, Among themm were a fow
braves who, whon they sonversed to-

sthor, spoke a language difforent from
that of the other Blackfeet; in this lan-
