HOW RIBBONS ARE USED.

The Clieapoat an I Mo.it llecomtnv Trim-mili-

for Sommee Drenaoa.

Ribbons are inexpensive trimmings,
and aro In great favor thta season for
brightening up laoo, net or muslin
drosses. The black watered ribbons
nu inch and a half wide, with picot
ed.'cs. nro liked for black lace dresses,
nnd llioso'of Nile groeti, o or
golden brown nro on light dresses. Ou

tlio corsage tho ribbon forms a high
collar by boing passed around tho
dress collar and hold by n small bow,
or two or throe short notched ends on
the left sido, or In tho back, If tho
wonror prefors; Iho sloovos havo a
wristband similarly arranged toond in

a bow on tlio (n sido seam, and if tho
sleeves aro full an armlet may bo tied
nliovo the elbow. Bretellcs are thou
mado ou tlio cursago. beginning In a

point at the waist lino in tho front and
in tho back, and carried up to tho
shouldurs, whore a bow completes
them. If tho waist is a basque, tho
ribbon is laid along its entire
edge, with a bow and loops lu frontt
if tho back is pointed. It outlines Iho
point plaiitly; but If there is a position,
it forma one or two bows amid tho
plaits, or at tho top of tho fullness.
With a gathered waist tho narrow rib-

bon forms A belt, nnd thoro is a wido
sash behind. ():i tho skirt thoro nro
two or threo lengthwise pieces ending
in loops down tho loft sido, or clso
thoro is a series of bows, or a bridle,
ns it Is oalled, mado of two onds, be-

ginning nt llio waistline, tied in a flow-

ing how half down tlio skirt; thou the
ends descond to form a still lower bow.
A groat deal of black ribbon is also
used alternately with lnco insertion to
form tho entire fronts of skirts, or tho
anron nnd waist, and this is also soon
in the newost summor mantles. The
fabric, twenty-fou- r inches wide, is
imported with stripes of volvot rib-

bon altcrnnllng with insortion, but it is
vcrv costly, nnd ingenious dressmak.
crs arrange it nioro cheaply by using
llio ribbons now sold itt low prices.
with lace between, sometimes allowing
tho scallops of laco odgojlo lie outshlo.
