PEOHIBITION.

A liistako Corrootcd and
Facts Stated.

Seme

Tho South Kknti:ckianivus in it
informed last week lu regard to the
lesuaiico of the warrants against
violAtors of the prohibition law ill
dieted by the grand jury. Any seem
ing reflection cast upon tha couuty
officials by the statoment that the
warrants had not been Issued was un
deserved and not warranted by the
facts. As we do not wish to direct
responsibility where it doo. not be-

long, nor to do Injustice to any officor,
we make this correction and give a
statement of the facts in the case.

The bond of the indicted parties
were fixed at $50 In each case by
Judge Grace before court adjourned
in October, excepting In probabLy
half a dozeu cases where no. bond was
named. Whether this omission wa
intentional or not we have no means
of knowing. Court adjourned the
first week in October and on Oct. 14
Circuit Clerk Brown Issued about
half of the warrants. His tupply of
blanks was exhausted aud he ordered
more blanks aud issued the balance
of the warrants Out. 24. Thoy were
placed in the hands of Sheriff Boyd
soon afterwardsand nearly all of them
were promptly Issued aud the parties
required to execute bond. A few of
them have not yet been Issued because
th parties have not been found. Both
of the above named officers acted
with commendable promptness and
we have every reason to believo have
done their duty In the premises. The
duty of ouo Is to Issue warrauts when
directed and or the other to serve
them when they are placed In his
bands aud when these duties have
been performed their responsibility
ceases. The records of their respec-
tive offices show that both officers
have met these requirements faithful
ly and Impartially and we feel assur-
ed they will continue to do so. This
being the case It follows that neither
Mr. Brown nor Mr. Boyd is responsi
ble for the the law.
Then whose duty is lt? The duty of
the County Attorney i to prosecute
such offendor a are brought up for
trial and Mr. Payne has in no Instance
failed to do this. City Attorney
Ferguson also stands ready to vig-

orously prosecute all offenders and
County Judge Winfree and City
Judge Brasher will do their part to
enforce the troublesome law. It ap
pears after a close investigation that
it la the duty of non of these officers
to personally do such dotectlve work
and make such private Investigations
aa are absolutely necessary to catch
tha offenders, who are sharp and
shrewd and aver on the alort. Nor

it the duty of the city police, with
out special and explicit Instructions
from some properly constituted offici-

al source, to go out of the lineof their
designated dutios to apprehend viola- -

tore of the law, unless they are
caught in the very act of willful
trauogression.

In our efforts to locate the responsi
bility we have arrived at the conclu-

sion that the people themselves must
aid the officers. The law abiding peo-

ple aro clamoring for the enforcement
of the law. The proper plan I to orga
nize a Law and Order club to amploy
men to watch suspected places and
awearout warrants against those who
frequent such places and make them
tell what ;they know. The court
have th power to Issue warrants, the
officers will serv them and the attor
neys will prosecute offenders. Now
that we hayo located th responsibili
ty with the people themselves and
out lined the plan to pursue, It re
mains for the people to take the thing
in head and take the necessary ttept
to get out the warrants. The Kih- -
