Tho most exporlonced whant
growers of this country bave long
been convincod that our varleties aro
botter than our culture, and that our
faemers nood bottor preparation of the
sofl rather than new varieties of whoat.
Every farmor onn greally improye
the wvarloty lo s growing, by
giving propor amttontlon to  his
seod. Lot him devoto a pateh or a
part of a field to raising saed. This
should have special fortilizing, and
tho sood should bo in rows far enough
apart to nllow of cultivating butwoon
them. ‘Thin the plants in the rows so
as o give each ono abundant room,
and pull out all inforlor and badly do-
voloped plants, Beforo  harvesting
go through aod removo all that have
short and poor ears. Thrash this
wheat by Itsolf, and In winnowing
take pains to blow the light grains
away from the hoavier ones. By fol-
lowing this course for soveral yoars,
nllowing onch plant to do Its part,
groat fxsprovemoent will resuli, and
valuable stealy, If not varioty, will be

Wood Ashes as a Fertilizer.

That wood ashes nes a veloablo for-
tilizger s well kivowng but I am cones
vinced that few fruit growers place n
proper estliale upon thele worth. Of
vourse, they nlone are not onough;

1t ls
lhlg‘!llj‘ probable that the results from
Itheie application wonld not ba so
marked on all soll. My Jand l« nat-
ural praicie, the soll belng o dnrk
loam, rich in uitrogen. Ashes con-
tain no nitrogen, but they contaln ull
the clementsa of plant food  ex-
popt nitrogon, and just In the propor-
tions dealred pud In n state of ml-
nute subdivision, Prof Goessmann
says thut “wood ashes have an agrioal
tural value much abovs thelr chamio:l
valne.”" My experience agrees with
this; and I find that wood ashes have
n higher valus to the fruit growet than
to the grain grower.
