COURTS OF CONCILIATION.

An Imtllullon Wlilch llu Rail a Distal
Career lu Europe.

The vsloui of tho courts of concilia.
lion, as in roroo In Uenmnrk, whero It
has had tho Innost nnd meat thor
ough trial, is briolly this: Each local
community is authorized to choose a
tribunal called a court of conciliation,
which consists genornlly of ono judgo
and two assistants. These aro select-
ed with rctcrcnco to tlioir qualifica-
tions to compose disputes, nud for
their high standing in tho publio con-
tinence. This court, so constituted,
hns jurisdiction nf every complaint up-
on w hich n civil action may bo based;
nnd no such nci ion. will bo heard in
nny nf tlio regular courts of justice
until it np pears that tho case has first
been laid beforo tho court of concilia-
tion, nnd refeired. by a disngreoment,
to Iho ordinary municipal, county or
district court fur trial Thus overy
causo out of which an action might
nrlsc, except lu crlmlnnl cases, conns
Urst before the now body which it is
proposed toorgnulz i.

Tlio proceedings in this court nro In
tho nature of a formal atlompl to
arbitrate. Tho principals to tho ac-

tion appear in person and not by
counsel. No lawyer except thoso on
the bench havn nny thing to do with
Iho matter, riaintiu and defendant
tell their own stories iu Ihcir own way
lo tho court, nnd witnesses may bo
called in, if necessary. When Iho
caso has been hoard in full, the court
renders lis derision. If this is ac-

cepted by both parties, Ibodi-put- o is
ended, Iho quarrel is settled as by
arbitration, fees nnd fcolings aro
saved, nnd the jndginont so accepted
has tho samo forco nnd effect ns a
judgment in nny nf tho ordinary
courts of law. It howovcr, tho
decision is nnsntlsfacloy to cither
parly, he can appeal lo tho regular
cirt. In this caso It has boon found
to work well for tho coni)iosltion of
suits to rcqulro onclt party to
lilo a written stntomont nf a judg-
ment which he would consider fair
and reasonable. Tills is kept sealed and
sccrot until the next court has passed
on Iho Issue. Then thoso offers nro
opened nnd, if it is found thnt tho
plaintiff recovor.i by his persistent suit
nt ninoli or nioro than he offered to
take-befo-ro tho court of conciliation,
ho should be outltled to nil his costs; if
ho recover less, then ha should pay
tho costs of tho defendant. If the
judgment is for a sum betweon the of-

fers of tho. two parties, each pnvs his
own costs.

The popularity nf tlioso courts and
tho excellent results of "tholr establish-
ment ninko it seom strange thnt thoy
liavo not been copied nioro generally
by nil enlightened nations. It appears
that, in tho livo years from 1871 to 1875
inclusive, (hero yoro 110.483 casus
brought before courts ot conciliation
In Denmark. Of these, 74,743 wero
reconciled nnd . ndjudgoil. Be-

tween 187G nnd 1880, thoro wero
1(10.836 ensos presented, of which
1 'J 1.U70 woro settled before thoso
courts, nud only half of tho re-

mainder woro ovor carried to nclitnl
litigation. It thus appears that, by
moans of this inslruuiont of reconcilia-
tion, nbont! of nil tho dis-
putes arising ill tlio Kingdom of Don-ma- rk

nre kept from final trial in tho
regular law courts. An economy,
finnncinlly and morally, so remark- -
ablo ns this would-- ' warrant a more
comprohensivo reform than the simplo
oslnblishmont nt nil nutliorlzod tribu-
nal beforo which two parties nt a
misunderstanding can present their
grievances as man to man. In tho
ndjiistmont of labor disputos, tlioso
courts nro simply invnlunblo. By
means of them nlune, In fnot, may wo
expoct to soo arbitration elevated to tho
dignity of a common method of legal
procoduro. Uourtj ot conciliation
ought to bo found horor.fter ns a part
of Iho legal nnd judiclnl systom of
every progressive otato. of. ram
rioneer-Pre-

'Experiments aro being made on'
Prussian railways with nxlo boxos
lifted with bearings of vegetabto
parchmont In plnoe of brass.

THE GERMAN ARMY.

Bom. Interesting- I'arlloular Concerning:
Itw UUulpllue on tlio Fruuller.

Mota is ono of tho moat strongly for-tili-

cities in Europe. It is impreg-nnbl- o

to-d- ngalnst nny nmny that
Franco could bring against It. I hnvo
boon nil nround this oily, nnd hnvo
been nblo to pass nloug under tlio
fortifications, nnd to noto their multi-
plicity nnd strength. No civilian has
tho right to ascend even ono of tho
lowest battlements. Only tho most
trusted of tho German superior ofll
cors hnvo Iho privilngo of moving
around freely through, theso breast-
works. 'J'hero nro but few, oven among
the Gormnn officers nt Metz. whnknow
tho oxnet chnractjr nud oxtontof these
defenses. Metz Is entirely surrounded
by tremendous walls ot curt li and ma-
sonry, varying in thickness from thir-
ty to sixty feet. Tho principal wall
passes outircly nround the town in nn
unbroken line, being pierced only ly
passages which can bo cksed com-

pletely by massive s'toel gales.1 Hieso
walls nro strengthened by deep
moats. Thoro aro throe mollis passing
ontiivly around tho city. These nro
from twonty to thirty foot wide,
nnd aro filled with wa'.or. Iu tho
front of ouch moat Is a friczo of
Jagged wood, and a hodgoiow of such
strength ns to make nn impasablo
barrier without cutting. Tlio raptur-
ing of ono lino of fortifications could
only bo do-i- under tho conoentrnted
lire nf tho forts In tho neighborhood
nnd the further defenses. Tho
passing of oils barrier would bo mere-
ly a beginning.

The great hoights nround Mils nre
covered with forts. There nro nino iu
the inuuodiato neighborhood. Tho
greatest height Is occupied by Fort
St. Qiiontin. This is absolutely as
impregnable as the heights nt u,

o:i the Rhii.e. Tills fort
stands upon a high peak, which rises
alone from a wide ..; stretchod
plain. Tho plain is undulating
nnd luxuriant In. color. Tho
height risn abruptly froai title, a
rocky mnss, ns if it. wcro spoclally
prepared ly tho hand of naturo for a
fortress to command tho piuin. With
the trouiondou-- armament attached to
this fort, no army coul.l approach
Mull from Franco without being ut-

terly destroyed, unless St. Qiiontin
could be t sllcncod ni cap-
tured. It commands tho country' to
tho Hiver Moselle. Upon its right, be-

tween it nnd Metz, is Ilia troniondoiis
fort of Fricdrich Karl, nud upon its
north is Fort P.appeville. In addition
to those forts, which absolutely bar
Iho rontl lending to Germany, H ero Is
no elevation near tho city which Is not
occupied by strong modern military
defenses.

Onco insldo tho city you find dis-

cipline, hard work, and the results of
a perfect military nystoui. Fully half
the pooplo you seo on tho streets nro
soldiers. Iu tho city of M dz to-d-

thero nro twenty-si- x thousand men.
Along the frontier, in positions where
they enn bo eoucontrated upon tho
border within twonty-fou- r hours, thoro
nro two hundred thousand men. In
Motz, privnte soldiers aro turned out
at four o'clock iu the morning. It is
drill, drill, from morning till night.
They are exorcisod in overy form of
evolution which could be employed in
act mil war. Tlio ofllcors wear tholr
uniforms constantly. It Is a breach of
discipline, nud of the most serious char-
acter, for them to appear in publio
in civilian dress. These officers hnvo
no ti mo for social hospitalities. Thoy
nro too occupied with their milltarv
fliilins. In llin ticrfcptinn' nf fhia li'n I

mondous military mncliino which onch
day grows more and mora formidable.

Tho perfection of tho discipliuo of
tho German army can only bo under
stood by witnessing Its actual opera
tion. To begin with, tho private
soldiers aro thoroughly trained physic-all)- ',

as well as in tho inoiitnl details
of Iho nillitnry profession. They nro
nil accomplished gymnasts. The Ger-
man army is perfectly doniocratlo in
tho placing of Its men. Tho sons of
tlio best families, who wish merely to
servo tholr thrco years' term, hnvo to
begin in tlio ranks ns common soldiors,
I hoard, whon I was in Metz. of a
young noblomnn who wns placed in
tlio rnnks ns a private and under tho
command of his servant, a gardener.

Tho respect which a subordinate
must pay to his superior extends
throughout overy hour nnd nilniito of
the day. Tho first night of my arrival
In Motz I was dining nt tho table
d'hote, when nhonvy, thick-s- Gorman
officer entered the room. , A slight,
aristocratic-lookin- g Gorman officer,
also in uniform, was leisurely oatlng
his dinnor nnd talking to a friond
whon the officer entered the room.
Tho moment the lntlor entered tho
young i flicer stood np from tho table
nnd saluted, tie stood with his linnil
at tho side of his bead, In tho altitude
of salute, nntil the advancing ollleer
roturnod tho saluto nnd told hitu po
litely to sit down. In this particular
caso I afterward loarnoil that tho officer
superior in rank was a former Irados- -

mnn in tho town wlioro tlio younger
olllcor, tho only son of a noblo family,
wns one of its social loaders. Tho
two mo n in social lifo would not know
each olhor socially. But in tho army
tho trndosmnn's position commanded
tho nbsoluto rospcot and obedionce of
tho nobloman. T. C. Crawford, in N.

What Mur Legally He 1'rlnted Upon Cer-
tain Mailable Matter.

Tho Depnrtmont has for-

mulated now rules concerning Iho
writing and printing which may bo
lawfully put ufon mailable mat tor of
tho second, third nnd fourth clnssos.
Second-clns- s mnttor ombiacos nil
nowspnpors nnd other periodicals is-

sued at stated intervals, and as fre-

quently ns four times n year from a
known publiontlon olllco, that hnvo a
legitimate list of subscribers, nud nro
not designed for advertising purposes
primarily, or for froo circulation, or
for circulation at nominal rates. Be-

sides tho original print, iu matter of
this kind, thero may not bo printed or
wrltton nny thing oxcopt tho namo
nnd nddross of tho person
for whom the article Is

index figures of subscription
bonk (in print or writing) ;fhe pi iutod
title of tha publication, tho printed
unino nud. nddross of Iho publisher or
sender; written or printed words or
figures or billi, showing dato of ond
of subscription; re I urn requests. Any
article or iloni In a paper or oilier
publication may bo marked for ob-

servation, but not by written or
printed word". Bills, receipts and
orders for subscriptions printed or
written so ns to convey no other in-

formation than the namo, location and
subscription prico of the publications
to which they refer may bo Inclosed
in publications of the second class.
Bona fiilo supplements may be in-

closed with the particular issues of
second-clas- s publications which they
sunplouiont. The. words "samplo
copy" must bo either written or
printed on tho wrapper of overy sam-
ple copy sont through' tho mails by a
publisher.

Third-clas- s mnttor onibracos books,
nowspnpors and periodicals (not hav-

ing tho essoulinl characteristics of
second-cla- ss matter,) circulars, prints,
engravings, lithographs nnd othor
matter wholly m print; also proof
shoots, corrected proof shoots nud
manneorint accompanying the some.

tical terms to scvcrnl persons.'' It is
not permissible to wrilo or print upon
matter of tho third-clas- s the nnnio,
nature or quantity of the nrticlo In-

closed ns "books," "magazines,"
"music," "ongravings," or shipping
directions ns "by mail," etc., or tho
name of a patented envelope wrapper
or tag, or of lis patentee. Nor is It
permissible to wrilo or print upon
third-clas- s matter or its wrnppor any
thing except tho namo or address
(but not Iho business or occupation)
of tlio sender (tho nddross being
understood to Include the nninc)
Nvlth tho word "fro n" nbove nnd pro-
ceeding tho same; also thoso of tho
nddrcssoe; simplo marks intended to
designate a word or pnssngo of the
text to which it is desired to call

a simple dedication or inscrip-

tion that docs not partake of tho nat-

uro of a personal correspondence; tho
words "personal" or "to bo called for,"
nnd return requests; (in circulars)
dates, addresses, signatures, and cor-

rections of nioro typographical errors;

reccivod, tlio word "patent" or "patent"
cd" followed by the dato of tho patent,
whon tho nrticlo sont Is inclosed in a
patented envoi ope or wrapper or hns
a patented tag attached thereto.
