There Is no better evidence required to
demonstrate the fact that tho Centennial
Exposition Ihnt is to be celebrated In Cin-

cinnati, beginning July 4 and continuing
until October 27, Inclusive, In honor of

tho ouo hundredth nnulversaryof the set
tlement of tho northwest territory, will
be an event of Kntlonal Importance, than
tho bare statement that tho combined In
tcrost of eleven sovereign states of the
union have been enlisted In the enter-
prise, and that the governors of these
states are active commissioners, with a
staff aclecu.il from their respective com
nion H ealths, with the parent
board of commissioners In securing botrHttons, Oor. William Iarrabeels loved
attciidunre nnd exhibits. These public
spirited cllUeus of the associate coinmli
slon, five In number from each state, have
gone to work with genlous enthusiasm,
and the result cannot lie doubted.

Herewith is presented tho pictures and
brief sketches of the governors of the
stales interested In tho exposition. They
embrace the states of Pennsylvania, Ohio,
Indiana, Kentucky, Illinois, Michigan,
Iowa, .Missouri, Tenucssoe, West Vir-
ginia anil Kansas.

Before rejoining his regiment, and
fust after his convalescence, he organized
and sent to the field the emergency men
from Canip Curt in, who fought so well
at tho battle of Gettysburg. At Cold
Harbor be was again wounded, this time
In the hip, and for his galantry In this
Action was promoted to the command of
his brigade with tho rank of brigadier
general. Going north soon after tho
batUu of I'otoniburg, In which he wits
once more wounded lu the side by a piece
of shell, he remained there until the bat
tle of Heam's station, on August 4, lWi--l,

when ho lost a leg. This loss obliged
him to retire from the service, when he
returned to Uellefonte, where he resumed
tho practlco of law. He married the

meritorious services at Fort Donel
son and Shiloh he was commis
sioned a brigadier general of volun

the double stars of a major general. On
the admission of Nebraska Into the union
as a state, he took a seat In congress as a
senator for the term ending In 1871. In
1871 he was mule governor of Wyoming
Territory,

A. P. Morehouse, who succeeded to
the governorship of Missouri upon the
demtso of Gov. Marmaduke, Is a native
of Delaware county, Ohio, where he was
born July 11, 1835. Ho left school at
twenty, became a teacher at Camden, re

moved soon after
to Missouri and be-

gan the study of
law, being admit-
ted to practice in
I860. Ho has been
actively identified
with the Demo-
cratic politics of
his state for twenty-f-

ive years, and
A. P. IIORIBOCSK. is now ' A pro- -

nounced and radical Prohibitionist. He
was a delegate to the National' Demo-

cratic conventions of 1872 and 1870, and
he also served In the Twenty-nint- h and
Thlrth-flrs- t general assemblies, and pre-

sided over the senate for two terms. The
governor is urbane, polite and agreeable,
Is very tall and dark, and is exceedingly
popular.

THE NEW CHAMBER

Which Cincinnati' Merchant Will
Dally Congregate for llujlneaa.

MllJLiii
CHAUBBR OF COMMKRCB.

The above is a picture of one of the
finest structures in the country. ' It will
be finished the latter part of the present
year, and dedicated near the close of the
Exposition, The plan of the hnllding is
strictly utilitarian, the aim being to obtain
the greatest practical advantages for its
distinctive purposes tlint can be had
within reasonable limits of outlay.

"

The
structure has been regarded as one of
permanent character, and the probabili-
ties of an enlarged speculation and an
advancing standard of civilized require
ments have nut been overlooked. The
general plan of the building conforms to
the shape of the lot (the site of the old
postoflloe building at the southwest cor-

ner of Fourth and Vine), and it 150 feet
long by 100 feet wide. The angles at the

I
corners are rounded off, and from the
second story are carried up in the form of
towers, rising slightly above the roof, and
thus giving great digui,ty to the exterior

the building. The circular bays In
the great hall formed by these towers

make retired places, where men interested
In some particular matter mny escape
from the bustle of the room and congre-
gate to discuss nnd transact business
during 'chango hours.

The building is entered from nil three
Streets, the bull on Vine street inter-
secting the hall running through from
Fourth to Burnet streets. A grand stair-Cas- e

leads from the principal entrauco on
Fourth street to the main hall of the
Chamber of commerce, nnd is continued
up through the entire height of the build-lu-

Two elevators next the grand stair-
case serve the main hall, also the offices
above. A third elevator is placed next
the Burnet street entrance to serve the
offices and for the convenience of tho
officers of the chamber of commerce in
going to the offices on that side of tho
building. - ,. - .

Tho great ball of the chamber of com-

merce is 140 feet long by 68 feet wide,
aud with Its lobby contains 10,340 square
feet This hall is lighted by eleven win-
dows, 10 feet ( Inches wide, extending
from the fiiNir to within ten feet of the
celling. In the great hall Is the presi-
dent's stand, three telegraph offices and
tlx telephone boxes. Tho lobby is 40
feet long by 18 feet wide, lighted from
above by a skylight.

CINCINNATI NOTES.

Intonating Data on Various Subjects of
the Queen City.

Cincinnati has spent nearly f.3,000,000
In bridges acroys the Ohio.

The total area of exhibiting space in
the Centennial" will be 050,000 square
feet.

The first paid steam fire department in
this country was organized in Cincinnati
in 1833. ,

Columbia, a village annexed to Cincin-
nati a few years ago, was settled by pio-

neers In 1788. . It is a year older than
Losuntlville, or Cincinnati,

The old Cincinnati college (now the
Young Men's Mercantile Library associ-
ation) was established In 1819, nnd a
merged'!ntiy'liV''l..or,nIod ln 1815i wtts

The recently organized Cincinnati Press
club will have elegant quarters in the
Centennial buildings, where the "rurul
rooster" from the country press will Hud
a warm welcome.

It has almost been forgotten that to
Reuben Springer, who gave to Cincinnati
her splendid Music Hall, the St. Peter's
Cathedral is Indebted for her chime of
bells, donated ln 1800.

It Is difficult to believe that Ben.
Hopkins, now in jail awaiting sentence
to the penitentiary for the Fidelity bank
troubles, was treasurer of the Cincinnati
Exposition board ln 1883.

Camp Washington, now ln the city
limits, received its name from the fact
that it was the camping place of the
First and Second Ohio regiments at the
beginning of the Mexican war ln 1846.

Mammoth new buildings are being
erected for the Centennial, which will
give, under one continuous roof, exhibit
ing space equal to that in a building
third of a milo long and llvo hundred
feet wide.

The finest effects ever seen in this coun
try will be made by colored clectrlo
lights upon a magnificent fountain in the
principal hall of the Centennial building.
The idea originated with the Liver
pool exhibition during the jubilee year.

Fort Washington, a Mock house and
large enclosure of picksts, was erected
about 1790 for tho early settlers of
Loaantlville (now Cincinnati). It was
Intended for a protection against the
savages, and was largo enough to con
tain the entire population with, provisions
to stand a siege.

The area of Cluclnunti for twenty-fiv- e

years previous to 1870, when the first
annexation was made, was 4,480 acres,
or seven square miles. The territory an
nexed amouuted to 8,085 acres, or 12.73
square miles. The hist annexation, ln
1873, brought In 2,095 acres, or 423
square miles, making tho total number
of acres 15,260, and the total square
miles 24. The Ohio river frontage of tho
city, from Columbia on the east to River-
side on the west, is 11 miles. '

THE FIRST AMERICAN-BOR- N

AnA Oldest Survivor of tha Ffrat Irish
Immigrant In the Northwest Territory.
Among the many pioneers of the great

northwest, the one hundredth anniver
sary of the settlement of which will be
celebrated In Cincinnati by a Centennial
Exposition, none have a more interesting
history than Col. John W. Caldwell.

He assisted at the
founding of the
Cincinnati Pio
neer association
and was elected
rice president. He
served as prcsi
dent for the entire
year, ' that olllce
having hocomo

vr i.equi uy me
death of the in
cumbent. He was

COL. elected president
at the election next ensuing and served
another year as president.

He served as president of the Hamilton
County Agricultural society lh its days of
great popularity and elllclcncy, and was n
successful competitor ln exhibits of farm
stock and products at tha fairs.

CoL Caldwell is the first American- -

born and the oldest survivor of the flrst
Irish Immigrant family that settled In the
territory northwest of the Ohio river. He
was born March 80, 1809, in Franklin, O.
He assisted at the organization of Miami
University at Oxford, O., November 1,
1824, and graduated ln 1827 with the
second class ever graduated in that in
stitution, r- ,

At the breaking out of the Mexican
war he was chairman of tho military
committee of Hamilton county, and with
the rank of colonel, was commissioned by
the governor of Ohio to organize and send
forward from Camp Deuuison the drafted
meu, numbering one thousand, who were
ordered to report there from ten of the
river counties of- eastern Ohio, which
service he performed.

He was appointed United States minis-
ter to Bolivia, one of the independent
republics of South America, ln 1808, aud
represented this government at La Pas,
the capital, until his successor was ap-
pointed by the llritlsh government. Ho
was paid a handsome compliment and
received a high honor for his humanity
and disinterested benerolonro.
