CAST OP THE MOABITB BTONE.

The Moobite stone was discovered on
tho 19th of August, 1808, by the Rev.
A. F. Klein, a German utisslouory, at
Dhibon, the ruins of the ancient Dibon.
The stone was In tho possession of the
Benl Humaydah, a wild Arab tribe east
of the Jordan. M. Clermont Gnnneau
obtained a paper impression of the

In the early port of 1809 the
Arabs, considering the stone so eagerly
aought after by Europeans to be pos-

sessed of supernatural power, lit a fire
tinder It and then threw cold water upon
It, breaking It Into fragments, which
were distributed as charms among the
different families of the tribes. Gnn-

neau succeeded in collecting most of the
pieces, which, with the help of his pa-

per Impression, were put together, and
the stone is now set up In the Louvre In
Paris.

The (nscrlptlqn consists, q( a record of
Mesha, Kllg qf Mqab, who la mentioned
in the (I. Kings, Chapter 9, as having re-

belled against Israel. Mesha narrates
how he recovered certain fortrtsws, de-

scribes the public works whloh he under-
took and the devastated allies whloh he
rebuilt, and gives an account of a sub-
sequent war against Edomltes, This
discovery of this inscription was of
great importaqoe for the history of the
development of the alphabet.
