TREES ON POOR LAND.

Wiy Furmers Need Not Expect Any Te.
euninry HBeneflt from Them,

Much hos been written during the
past fow yours in advocaoy of plunting
troes dosignod to furnish timber, posts
nud fusl on land 8o poor that it is of
no valuo for producing crops.  Farm-
ers have boon reminded that the plne,
larch sod hemlook sre often found on
land whoro nothing else will grow.
Tholr sttontion 18 nlso enlled to the fact
that rocky hills are gonerally coversd
with maple, beeth, birch and hickory
trosd. They, too, nro Informed that
the swamp onk, Amoerloan larch, wil-
low and poplar do bost on land that 1s
oo wel to plow or evién W prodico
good geaus,  The Improssion {8 glven
In various ways that timbér trees do
not do wekl on lnnd that {8 rieh encugh
to produce corn, potatoes, and tho
various kinds of small grains. Most
of tho frst settlers on the prairlos wore
of the opinlon that common forest
troes would not grow on them. They
found thom trecless, but they saw trees
of varlows kinds on the elevations In
‘tho vicinity and along the walor
courses,  Thoy cume to the eonclusion
that prairio soll was o rich for foress
trecs.

Tt 1a teue thot the aand plaing and
ridges of Michigan were covered with
ploes ‘and other kinds of evirgreen

in many parts of Now England and the
Bouthern Btaten  Almost all  the
mountaln ranges in the country wro
covered with trees of some sort. Much
of the vory low land in the South is oe-
oupled by cypress treos, whils cedar
nod tamarack tros grow In swamps in
It is not
true, however, that thess looatlons
und theso sorts of spll nre the best for
them. They fourish not becauss thelr
conditions are the most favorable to
them, but for the reasons that they can
adapt themsoelves to unfavorable cone
ditions and make the best of thom.
They show that they can mako s brave
struggle for existonce and can sucoosd
in spite of vory unfavorablo circum-
stances. Thoy do not indicato the best
plnces to plant trods to losure the
largost or the quickest growth. In
many oasos they simply show that tho
stones, barren soll, or moisture, have
provented thelr being destroyed by
firo.

Persons who #so troes of conslder.
nble size on sandy plaing or rocky hill.
sldos or in swamps do not consider how
long 1t took thom to attain thelr
growih, Many of them, In all prob-
nbllity, were growing and wers of cone
siderable sizo when tho continent waa
disgovered by Columbus. Thero Is no
peroeptible changoe in thelr hoight or
olroumferesnoo during » decade. They
did not pass from lnrgo to small trocs
duriog the fetlime of » man nor dure
Ing n century. Une of those troos rops
rodents the slow growth mado during
many generations of mon. It may ba
woll to sot out treos on unsightly por-
tions of land to which no manuro has
boan applied and which has never bean
propared for planting.  But the planter
should nol expoot that tho troes wilk
make s rapid growth or that he will
ovar dorive nay pecuninry benelit from
them. The most that can reasonably
bo expected from them s that they
will ¢over tho nakednéms of the langd
9o that the owner will not be ashamed
of It.—Chicage Tiakes,

THE LOCO WEED.

Wow to Treat Anlmuls SulMering from Tla
Dangéerous Effeois.

The loco or “craxy” woed, sbout
which rauchmen give warious and
somotimes conflivting statemonts, is tho
subjoct of & paper by Prol, Bayre, of
thio Kansns State Unlversity, and lnoor-
porited in s report af the Stale Board
of Agriculture, According to tho pro-
foastr thore are two plants known ns
tho orizy weed eommon In Kansns,
Colorudo aud New Mexico, the astrag-
alus and oxytropis, both belonging to
tho natural orderof leguminosic. Both
aro stivactive plants, and keop their
color all winsere, The nstragalus grows
om high ground, It blooms about June,
bearing o bright-huesd Nlower; thore aro
o groal miny stalks proceoding from
the buse, Thoese stulles e consprassod,
reclining towards the base and oreot
and recurvod above, with soft, silky
pubesconcs.  Tho lewflots, usaally in
palrs excopt tho uppor one (composad
of from ton to twenty palrs), ara some-
whnt densely clothed with soft, silky
huirs, more woolly on the under slde.
Tho flower stalke Is ususlly longer than
tho loaf stalk, nuked below, bearing o
rothor thick spile of foworn,

Tho followlng Is'n summary of the
afvct of loco, based on porsonal 1n-
quiry among ragohmen, by Prof,
Bayre: The dnlmal wnaeoustomed Lo
the woed will- not tovels It as long na
good feod Is to bie had, but alter onca
partaking of it—dreiven to It in early
spring by the want of groen vegola-
tiop—sbon comes to profer It to uny
other food, and finally rofuses any
Othor, lenves the head and wildly
sesrches for loco. The first offeot upon
tho animnl s hallucination, When
led or ridden up W some trifting ob-
structlon, wuch na s baf or a rope ly-
ing in the rond, lio stops shord, and i
urged on leaps over 4t an it i woro a8
rull fenco four feor high, Scemingly
the optlo nerv is alfected; all sense of
distance and dimenslon sscms 0 be
lost; o burn noar at band s to him
afur off, nud one amile away near by.
He will go headlong agalust a barn or
s rock, or over s preciplos, aa il he wero
totally blind. ‘The aoimal will, per-
haps, let one got oleso W him, then
suddenly and wildly run awny at full
wpeed  wod es - suddenly  stop, turn
pround, nod It may be, ocomo right
back, stop short, starp, “and not llke
mai. "

It
will be only nocessary to placa a white
rag an the walls of tha poultry holwse,
or even tough eny pact with the hand,
to find out §f thoy are thora, They do
moro dimnga ot night than doring the
doy, and ns their small #izo ennbles
thom to hido olmost anywhere, tho
bost way to destroy them is to moke o
thin, hot whitownsh, mdd n tablespoon-
ful” of strong liguid carbolle ncld to
each gullon of whitewnsh, nud, with a
wutoring: onn, yprinkdo (op pour,’ if
necossury, ) 1t Into evary portlon of tho
poultry housa, nud then follow with a
swal or brush. Lot no purt of the
housg oseg pé-—roosts, wullp, nests, loors
and even tho rools must be delaged.
The tek louse la n Inrgo follow,
nenrly one-elghth of ay inch o lyugih,
dark in color with legh ndar the head,
Ho prefers the bawnds of chioks, and
sticks closo to his vietime  He doos not
like gronse, nnd n misturaof Inrd three
parts, erade potrolenm one  part, and
earbolie acld oho-tenth part, rubbed-on
the head, around the vent, with & drap
wodor the throat, and o good dogting
of the ook with Porsian fnsoct pow-
dor 1s more than his goustitution will
endure, snd ho quickly sucoumbs or
lenves,

Tho flesh louse, so oalled boonuso it
is nearly the colorof the Hesh of the
fowls, In very nctive, long in shape,
and foeds closo to the rools of tho
fouthors. A good dusting with Porsion
insoct powdor ronders his location vory
unboealthy,nod onoo he 18 out of the way,
tho dust buth will prevent his retur,
The flut lovse 18 buff in eolor, and
eats portlous of tho feathers, often
siripplng the quills clean, giving the

thelr feathers, Dust the fowls frealy
with inseet powder, and ropeat threa
timea 8 wook.

It-Is important o keop the guartors
olean. The whitewnsh solution should
bo applied evory week.  If this Is done
with s sprinkler, It will require buta
fow momonts' time. ' Dust Porslan in-
sect powder over the whole of the in.
terlor of the poultry-house, weoidly,
alno, and 4o not forget the entslde of
tho ponltry-hiouse.
