marching or walking along Ilk civil-
ians when oh duty. Too Gorman
army U nn enormous one, and natural
ly thore are mora soldiers at tho cap!
tut than in tho smaller cltlos. Kvorj
native, uniuss disqualified liy sickness,
profession, or bucauso ho hua to sup-
port a widowed mother. Is obliged to
sorvo three yoars with the oolors, then
Ave yenrs In tho rosorve, after which
ho can he culled upon at any time for
another eight years to resume his
service. With such strict laws on the
subject, no wonder Hint so many
young mon leave their "fatherland
to go to the UnlUid States and thus
escape the long military service,
which taltos the best part of their
lives, from twenty to thlrtv. It Is
amusing to see tho groat amount of
saluting ' constantly going on In the
streets. When a Moutonnnt or other
officer puxsos a group of soldiers they
have to form in Hue against Die houses
on tho sidewalk anil hold their right
hand to their cups, with tlioir oyos
fixed liKn the officer until he has
passed. They do not merely touch
their cupji. but they have to stand In
particular wny, with head erect, heels
touching and shoulders well thrown
back. At every palace In the city oo--

eupicd by any of tho royal family or
UhOd as government offices two .son-

t let aro placed, whose chiel business
soems to be to look out for and prop
erly salute all officers who may pass.
Thl. saluting by tho suntrles is a much
more complicated affair than that of
tho ordinary soldior, occupying In all
about five minutes and affording much
amusement to tho tourist and sight
seer.

Life in Berlin ts essentially an apart- -
mont one. There are no homes here
in our sense of the word; that Is, peo
ple do not live in their own houses, but
iu apartments. This is the universal
custom In all the largo cities of Europe.
Uerllu has many large and handsome
apartment houses; In fact, nearly all
the dwellings, except the palaces, are
on that plan, and tho rents are not
dear, considering that this Is tlio cap
ital and the metropolis of the empire.
I know of a nice apartment In an

neighborhood that can bo had
for seventy dollars a month, complete-
ly furnished. It would coat two or
three times that sum in Now York.

MAN AS A FLYER.

To Sa4ed lis Muat Hm! th. Condi- -
Uona Hpreaiitod In lllrda.

The study of natural scionee is being
taken up more and more every yenr by
schools, colleges and sciential. Of all
the Interesting branches of this sub--
JacLj ornithology is perhaps receiving,
at present, most attoutlon. 'l'ho Acad-
emy of Sciences has devoted sovoral
consecutive meetings to tho discussion
of birds, and the flight, habits and In
tclllgence of the many difforent
Sjiecios. Man. without doubt, will
somo day overcome tho forces of nat
ure and propel himself through tho air
by mechanical means, as now he does
through the water. From oarliost
times to tho present he has been fasci-
nated by the possibilities of flight, and
numerous nttoinpts have boon made to
hnd some means by which to fly, from
the wings of wax and feathers to the
complicated machlno of Near-
ly all of the models usod have been
based upon the flight of birds.
and tlio shape, action and comparative
site of their wings. Sea birds,
as Is well known, havQ the greatest
power for sustained flight, many of
them being able to koop on tho wing
for days at a time, even sleeping while
sailing among tho clouds, though when
they wish to do so they fill their por
ous bones with air as well as a pouch
which extends along the nock from the
root of the tongue to tho breast bone.
Another tiling is the elasticity and
thlcknoss of their wing covers, render
ing the expenditure of force loss noooS'
sary and thus by economizing tho mus
cular tissue, making thorn capable ot
prolonged exertion. Whatover ma
chine may ultimately be used to fly
with will be based upon this principle
of tho soabird's flight, and, more or
Ics, that of all birds, which Is the
combination of economlzod force for
propulsion and the power of lighten
ing the body propelod. It ts a notice-
able fact that the sh'ape of tho tails of
the faster swimming fishes an4 the
wings of the swifter flying birds are
based on the same pattern, which Is
one conducive to the groat elasticity
and lightness and scopo for muscular
force, which In all animals of this kind
oomos mostly from tendons as taking
up loss spaoe and weight than muscu
lar tissue. N. Y. Tribune,

Largest Flume in the World

The flume that conveys the water
from the mountains to the rosorvoir at
San Dtogo, Cal., is S3 miles long, and
Is made of rodwood. , In the course of
the flume there are 815 trestlos, the
longost ot which is 1,700 foot In longth
and 85 feet high. This is the Los
Cochos trestle. Tho Sweetwater
trestle Is 1,200 foot long and 85 foot
high. The main timbers used in these
trestles are 10x10 and 8x8. They are
put together on the ground and raised to
their positions by horse power. There
are eight tunnels in tho course of
the flume, the longest of which Is S.10Q

feet In length. The tunnels are 6x6
foot in size with convex-shape- d root
jng. Kach mile of the flume .required
on an average 250,000 foot pf lumber
for its construction, and tho red wood
used In the box ts all two inchos thick.
The San Diego flume Is pronounoed by
men experienced in such enterprises to
bo the largest ever built in the world.
So stupendous was the undertaking
that at its conception many declared
that It could not be built Mechanical
Xews. '

In real life. All tho co tumcs usod by
the Italians In "Wnddy Googun" I pur
chased directly from Italians of "The
Bond" in Mulberry Btroot Castle Gar--
don is, of course, a good place.. And
then tho second-han- d clothes dealor
plays an Important part as a costumor.
It is wonderful how rapidly these peo-

ple size up the value of a costumo for
stage purposes. Lot tome foreigners
eomo to him with a peculiar dress, and
he will Instantly secure it

I hare often followed a man or wom-

an around the city for hours until a
favorable opportunity presented for
opening negotiations for the purchase
of thotr olotbos. My perslBtoncy In
this respoct often, gots me into very
queer sornpos. On my way to the thor
ater overy evonlng I usod to mot an
old Irishman with whose "mako-tip- " I
was greatly tukon. I got In tho habit
of bowing to him and so struok up an
acquaintance. I finally broached the
subject of buying his olothos, but he
flatly refused to soil his "ducent
olothos" to a "play actor" at any
price.

BEECHER'S TOMB.

Th itMtlii; I'laee of th Oraal
American lulplt Orator.

Many strangers from a distance,
representing all nutlonnlllos, visit Mr.
Ueocher's grave at Greenwood t'oino-ter- y

ovon in tho cold wintry duys. A
Sunday or two ago n large number of
the groat preacher's admirers were
present and examined the plain but
solidly-bui- lt Now Hampshire grunito
tombstone which murks the last rest-
ing place of the great American pulpit
orator. A keopor Is present overy
afternoon and several of them on Sun-
days to prevent people from coming
down the embankment which leads to
tho grave. In ordor that tho gross may
not bo trodden. Visitors come in car
riages and on foot und many baautiful.
fragrant flowors are deposited
on tho still green mound un-

der which Brooklyn's lovod citi
zen so peacefully sleeps. Somo of tho
women shed teal's us thoy leuvo tho
plot and many endearing words are ut
tered, such its u gentleman remarked
the other day to his wife while placing
somo rod roses nnd vlolots on tho
giavo: "My dear, horo rests ono of tlio
iutelloctuiU giants ot tho nineteenth
century." Another admirer a woman

exclaims: "God bo praised for Mr.
Jieechors teachings." Komurks re
garding his goodness to all races may
frequently bo heurd by thoso who
linger at this now sacred shrine. On
the tombstone is chiseled:

Tho last line was suggested to Mrs.
Boechor by Miss Francis E. Willard,
the famous reformer and tcinpornnco
orator, while In the White mountains
a few summon) ago, as nn inscription
to be placed on his tombstone, and
Mrs. Hoechor complied with Miss Wil- -
lurd s request 1 he grave of Mr.
lloechcr ts to tho loft of tho monu
ment, leaving room lor Mrs. Hoechor
to bo placed along side of her devoted
companion, iho plot is neatly kopt,
but no trees are on It, and a substan
tial fence, with granite side posts, sur
rounds it, mid a zinc bench stands di
rectly iu front of the gate on tho path
lor visitors. 1 ho grave is novcr with
out flowers, and the keeper stntos that
no grave Is mora Bought for thon Mr.
Deechor s, and that people at tho en
trance of the cemetery never complain
that they are oompoled io walk
through tho entire cemetery to
reach It- - Tho Beechcr plot is
on an elevation, nnd overlooks
tho quaint Dutch village of Flatbusli,
and the plot wherein repose the re
mains of tho first wife and eldest son
and namesake ot Dr. T. DeWltt Till- -
mage Is close by It, only a fow rods
away. Thus tho two fumous preachers
of Brooklyn will rest near each othor
in Greenwood until the dawning of the
resurrection morning. Pooplo natur
ally drift from Mr. lieechor s gruvo
over to tho lulmngc plot I he ground
surrounding Mr. lice hor's grave has
bocome exceedingly valuable now, and
oommands an enormous price, and
leading members of Plymouth Church
have socurod every Inch of It for their
lost resting place. Dr. David Abeel,
tho eminent missionary to China, lios
close by to Mr. Heechor, and so do Dr.
Stephen H. Tyng, John
McCllntock of Drew Seminary; Kev. Dr.
George Washington llclhune.tho Amer
ican pulpit wit, who diod In Florence,
Italy; Dr. Noah Hunt Sehenck, Dr. E.
H. Chapin, tho colobrntod Universally
divine and Mr. itoochcr's warm friend.
Kov. Dr. lilchurd S. Storr also has a
fine plot near tho Uocchor grounds
Thus many of tho Plymouth preachor's
old ministerial friends nro reposing
fery uear him. Next spring Mr.
Beechor's gruvo will be beautifully
decorated, and the entire summer it
will rosomblo a handsome flower gar
den. Many prominent men and women
of tho Nation have vlsljed tho great
commoner s resting place since ho was
interred there from tho general re
ceiving vault, among them Colonel
Robert G. Ingoi-soll- , Senator Wllllnm
